LETTER TO THE EDITOR
People often take for granted crisis-related services in 

a community, that is, until those services become limited 
for some unforeseen reason. When one of the two am-
bulances in Friona was involved in a wreck, emergency 
services became limited, and the community became 
concerned. The solution to avoiding such a crisis is to 
purchase a third ambulance.

1. Friona EMS is a certified 9-1-1 unit. An ambulance 
must be available to serve 9-1-1 emergencies; therefore, 
an ambulance must remain in town.

2. Parmer Medical Center is a Critical Access Hospi-
tal. PMC has become a hub of activity for medical care 
that requires ambulance service to higher levels of care. 
A hospital spokesperson stated, “The EMS is a vital link 
in the chain of care for our county. In a small rural area, 
It can be a challenge to have access to an ambulance 
to transfer patients to a higher level of care because on 
many occasions what is available is already in use. We 
are thankful for those who work with EMS and know 
they would greatly benefit, as would we, from having an 

additional ambulance in service to provide for the needs 
in our community.”

3. City of Friona offices reported that the need for an 
ambulance for transport of patients from Parmer Medi-
cal Center to centers of specialized care has more than 
doubled. Ambulances from surrounding communities 
bring their patients to PMC but do not transport them 
further; the Friona EMS does all ambulance transporting 
to larger facilities unless the transport requires airlifting. 
Often, the ambulance returns to Friona only to have to 
make another transport.

4. Local industries count on the availability of emer-
gency service. Our aging population needs access to 
ambulance services. None of us knows when we or one 
of our loved ones will need emergency care. The most 
excruciating wait in the world is to wait for medical help 
or medical transport. If a Friona ambulance is not avail-
able, support from surrounding communities is request-
ed, but is often not available or the wait for them to get 
to Friona is extensive.

5. To have three ambulances in Friona is not an ex-
travagance. On many days, it would be a necessity. If 
one is down for repairs or out for any reason, service 
becomes critically limited.

6. Both of the ambulances in service are older models; 
one is a 2008 and the other a 2009 model. Maintenance 
has become a regular issue. In addition, they are less effi-
cient and not as well equipped to assist the EMS person-
nel in emergency situations. Patients must be manually 
lifted by personnel into the ambulances, and life-saving 
equipment is not the latest and best.

Clearly, Friona needs another ambulance. We are re-
questing your monetary support to make that a reality. 
Our goal is to raise $220,000. We are applying for grants 
and soliciting donations from businesses and citizens. 
We will be contacting you to set a date to personally 
visit you and offer you the opportunity to help with this 
worthy and critically needed project.

Both are natives of 
Agra, Oklahoma, in the central 
part of the state. Brown recently 
graduated from Oklahoma State 
University. He is a brother to 
Mrs. Bill Nichols, former Friona 
resident. The Browns are Meth-
odists.

A picture recently posted by 
a friend on Facebook of holly-
hock flowers in her yard brought 
back such sweet memories of 
my grandmother and me making 
hollyhock dolls.  

A few years ago, my sweet un-
cle from Oklahoma shared some 
of his deep burgundy Hollyhock 
seeds with my parents and they 
in turn shared them with me.  
My granddaughters helped me 
plant some in my back yard and 
in the Library Friendship Gar-
den, established in 2001.  Each 
year, some ten or more now, the 
plants have come back, but the 
blooms have faded until there 
are about four different shades 
of pink, but no longer any bur-
gundy ones.  Lexie, Laura, and 
I never got around to making the 
old-fashioned flower dolls.  For 
almost 200 years according to 
children’s author and illustrator, 
Sharon Lovejoy, people have 
been making these dolls and 
hollyhock flowers make the best 
ones because they grow well 
everywhere and are beautiful as 
ball gowns.  Today I noticed that 
there is one hollyhock still grow-

ing in the library garden and it is 
still burgundy!

Reminiscent of another time, 
the dolls have big beautiful skirts 
and depending upon how fancy 
you get, parasols too. Some have 
hair-dos, some have faces, some 
have hats, but the ones I remem-
ber making with my grandmoth-
er always had parasols.  

Sure enough, when I ‘Googled’ 
Hollyhock Dolls several sets 
of instructions and images ap-
peared.  I picked the set from 
Old Farmer’s Almanac because 
they sounded the most charm-
ing. “Pick a nice bud showing 
some color and a lovely open 
flower for the skirt.  Carefully 
peel away the small green sepals 
that enclose the bud.  Stop when 
you reach the folded flower pet-
als.  With the point of a tooth-
pick, carefully push through the 
bottom of the bud to make a 
small hole.  Push the small stem 
of the opened flower (the skirt) 
into the hole at the base of the 
bud’s folded petals (the doll’s 
head).  The dolls will keep for a 
day or 2 in the refrigerator, just 
gently put them on a wet paper 

towel and cover lightly.” 
From an earlier weed identifi-

cation project for someone at the 
library, we identified a common 
weed as a mallow.  I thought at 
the time that it had leaves that 
looked like a hollyhock but on 
a much smaller scale.  Imagine 
my surprise when the research 
identified the hollyhock as being 
from the mallow family.  Some 
call Hollyhocks ‘alley orchids’ 
because they grow well next to 
fences.  Many hollyhocks have 
graced our small community’s 
yards for many years and, hope-
fully, many young children had 
made and enjoyed hollyhock 
dolls as well. Their cousins, 
cornhusk dolls, are usually au-
tumn crafts.

Kate’s Story

Ray Murphree, who played 
basketball for the Wayland 
Baptist Pioneers in the late 
1960s, is being awarded the 
Harley Redin Coach’s Award. 
Murphree will be honored dur-
ing Wayland’s homecoming 
festivities on Saturday, Sep-
tember 23, 2017 during the 
WBU Athletics Hall of Honor 
induction ceremony in the Pete 
and Nelda Laney Student Ac-
tivities Center.

The Harley Redin Coach’s 
Award, named in honor of the 
legendary coach of the Way-
land Baptist Flying Queens, 
is presented to a WBU alum-
nus who has demonstrated 
outstanding success as a head 
coach at the university or pub-
lic/private school level. The 
recipient also is recognized for 
outstanding contributions to 
community, school and church.

A native of Friona, Mur-
phree spent 34 years coaching, 
including 25 as head coach 
at Waco Midway, Cy-Creek, 
Borger and Houston Memorial. 

In that quarter-century, Mur-
phree compiled a win-loss re-
cord of 478-322 and won eight 
district championships and a 
regional championship. 

A former president of the 
Texas Association of Basketball 
Coaches, Murphree retired from 
coaching in 2005 but continues 
to teach math at Memorial.

Murphree is the seventh per-
son to receive the Harley Redin 
Coach’s Award, following Joe 
Lombard (2000), Marsha Sharp 
(2001), Rick Cooper (2002), 
Danny Wrenn (2003), Marsha 
Porter (2008) and Chris Ken-
nedy (2012).

Redin coached a total of 27 
years at Wayland.  He led the 
Pioneers to a 171-97 record 
and three national tournament 
appearances from 1948-57, 
but it was when he took over 
as coach of the Flying Queens 
in 1955 that Redin carved his 
place in basketball history. The 
Flying Queens won the first 
76 games that Redin coached, 
completing a winning streak

that set a still collegiate-record 
of 131 straight victories.

During his 18 years as coach 
of the Queens, Wayland won 

six Amateur Athletic Union 
national championships, was 
runner-up seven times and took 
third three times. Under his tu-
telage, Redin’s teams won more 
games than any other women’s 
program in collegiate history, 
posting a 431-66 record.

Coach Redin is a member 
of the Wayland Athletic Hall 
of Honor, the Texas Panhan-
dle Sports Hall of Fame, the 
Women’s National Basketball 
Hall of Fame and a winner of 
the prestigious Josten Service 
Award.  Following his retire-
ment, Redin and his wife, Wil-
da Hutcherson Redin, continue 
to actively support all phases of 
the Wayland athletic program.

I am amazed at the advances in technology and medicine that have 
allowed us to live healthier and longer.  In fact, so many areas of 
research and development in the medical world will continue to of-
fer breakthroughs in the days and decades ahead, but one reality re-
mains: the reality of death.  Interestingly, in some of the literature 
there is also an increasing desire for immortality, or to escape death.  
In reality, though, you are immortal, in the sense that after your body 
dies your spirit will either go to heaven or hell for eternity.  In light 
of that, there is a pressing imperative to make the most of the time 
the Lord gives you. 

Along this vein of thought, Psalm 39:4 says, “O Lord, make me 
know my end and what is the measure of my days; let me know 
how fleeting I am.”  Don’t be deceived by the quest of permanence, 
instead grasp you mortality and make the most of the time the Lord 
gives you!  Life is fleeting, eternity is forever, so first ensure that you 
know Jesus Christ who is the only way to heaven, then live in such a 
way that shines His light through your life.

This month, I attended two funerals.  Everyone at the first funeral 
knew who Jesus is, and we were able to re-live the man’s life, and 
share tears and laughs about him.

The second funeral was totally opposite.  Not too many people 
knew Jesus.  I don’t even know if the man who passed away knew 
Him.  The family has a lot of strife and turmoil.  Brothers and sisters, 
cousins, aunts, uncles, etc. don’t speak.  

I grew up with the second family, and they are good people; just 
not too many of them know Jesus.  They weren’t raised in church, 
and probably haven’t put themselves in positions to know Him.  I 
believe most of them know God exists; they just don’t know who 
Jesus is and what He is about.

At this funeral, we didn’t hear about the man who had passed.  We 
didn’t get to laugh and shed a tear over who he was.

Founders Day auction offers helicopter hog hunting, float fishing adventures

The latest Texas A&M AgriL-
ife Extension Service crop hail-
damage assessment and replant 
guide is now available, said its 
author.

Dr. Calvin Trostle, Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice agronomist at Lubbock, 
said Texas farmers in the Lub-
bock and South Plains region 
regularly face the risk of hailed-
out crops this time of year.  
When it occurs, especially on 
cotton, he advises, growers may 
need to wait up to a week before 
determining the fate of their 
hail-hammered crop.

Should they stay with the 
crop, fallow the rest of the sea-
son or replant? To help them 
navigate through the options, 
Trostle recently published his 
15th annual “2017 Alterna-
tive Crop Options after Failed 
Cotton and Late-Season Crop 
Planting for the Texas South 
Plains.”

“That lengthy title pretty well 
sums up what this crop manage-
ment tool is all about,” Trostle 

said.
The document posted athttp://

lubbock.tamu.edu is updated 
annually in June. It encom-
passes  everything from as-
sessing damaged cotton stands, 
to herbicide precautions, and 
basic agronomics including 
the last recommended planting 
dates for various crops includ-
ing grain sorghum, sunflower, 
guar and black-eyed peas with 
hybrid, or variety maturity data 
added where applicable.

Dr. Seth Byrd, AgriLife Ex-
tension cotton agronomist at 
Lubbock, said Trostle’s work is 
invaluable, because assessing 
a damaged cotton stand can be 
tough.

“Farmers need to be patient, 
because it sometimes takes a 
week before you know what the 
survival rate of cotton plants on 
a hailed-out field will be,” Byrd 
said. “This is important this 
late in the season as a damaged 
stands with as little as 1.5 plants 
per foot of row may still be a 
keeper, especially if the plants 

are uniformly spaced.”
Danny Nusser, AgriLife Ex-

tension regional program leader 
at Amarillo, said the publication 
offers good timely information 
for AgriLife Extension agents 
and producers alike.

“Producers may be surprised 
that they even have options, and 
that viable crop replanting and 
late planting options are avail-
able as late as mid-July, he said. 
“And this is especially true mov-
ing south from Lubbock.”

When Trostle began the guide 
in the early 2000s, he never 
thought it would become the 
comprehensive document it is 
today.

“The guide reflects a lot of 
what I have learned about farm-
ing in the Southern High Plains 
region,” he said. “And truthfully, 
preparing it every year may help 
me as much as anyone to deliver 
sound science-based advice to 
growers.”
