The city council had a busy 
meeting on Monday 14, 2017. 
There were 17 items discussed. 

The city council proposed 
a tax rate of $.7100, which is 
down from, last years tax rate 
of $.7512. The city council will 
vote on the new tax proposal 
during the September city coun-
cil meeting. 

In addition, the city council 
reviewed and discussed the con-
tract with Republic Services that 
will implement a 2.5% increase 
in trash collection. This would 
raise each resident’s bill ap-
proximately $1.19 per month on 
average. 

The city council approved an 
interlocal agreement with Pan-
handle Regional Planning Com-
mission for city manager search 

services. The search begins for a 
new city manager.

Judge Campbell had four new 
cases in July. There were four 
new juvenile cases filed. Total 
fines collected were $6,850.22.         

EMS had 23 runs in July. There 
were 6 calls for 9-1-1, 15 calls 
for transfers and two calls result-
ed in “no transport”. Payments 
collected were $12,132.27 and 
total billing equaled $34,998.36.

The city pumped 25,397,100 
gallons of water in July and sold 
19,195,000 gallons of water. 
Payments totaled $89,376.65 on 
1425 accounts.

Friona Public Library had 
1,177 patron visits in July, with 
an average of 59 per day and was 
open 20 days. There were 1,367 
items circulated and 46 new 
items added.

Volunteer Fire Department re-
sponded to four emergency calls 
in July:

July 1-Grass fire. Seven fire-
fighters responded with two fire 
trucks. 

July 8-Controlled burn. Eight 
firefighters called out with two 
fire trucks. 

July 22-Truck fire. Seven fire-
fighters responded with two fire 
trucks. 

July 24-Railcar product on 
fire. Three firefighters responded 
with one fire truck. 

Once again, the volunteers do 
a great job responding and han-
dling all emergency situations. 
We are so proud of our volun-

teers!!!!!!!!!!!!
Chief Jimenez and the officers 

responded to 196 calls in July. 
There were 84 stops-53 warn-
ings, 33 citations and 11 arrests. 
(2-no drivers’ license, 2-assault 
family violence, 4-possession of 
marijuana and 3-warrants.) The 
officers drove a total of 2,607 
miles patrolling and protecting 
our city.

Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association (TSCRA) Spe-
cial Rangers have noticed a trou-
bling increase in a scam that targets 
ranchers and agriculture produc-
ers. TSCRA’s Special Rangers are 
credentialed peace officers who 
primarily investigate livestock and 
agriculture related crimes, including 
theft by fraud.

Over recent weeks Special Rang-
ers across the state have received re-
ports from ranchers who have been 
targeted by the scams. The details 
vary, but most incidents follow a 
similar theme. A buyer, often from 
out of state, will call to inquire about 
cattle, hay or equipment that is for 
sale. The two parties will agree on a 
price and the buyer will send a check 
or cashier’s check, which is where 
the trouble begins. The check sent 
by the buyer will be over the agreed 
to price, and the buyer will ask that 
the check be cashed and the extra 
money wired or given to someone 

else to pay for transportation and 
delivery. In some cases, the scam-
mer has no intention of making the 
purchase. The check is counterfeit, 
designed to look legitimate for just 
long enough that it can be cashed 
and the money wired. In other cases, 
the scammer will attempt to obtain 
the items before the check has final-
ly cleared and is found to be coun-
terfeit. In either case, the victim will 
be left liable for the funds while the 
crook enjoys the ill-gotten proceeds, 
and potentially the stolen livestock 
or equipment.

“Knowledge is power in these 
sorts of situations,” said Larry Gray, 
the director of law enforcement at 
TSCRA. “If you are aware of the 
red flags and act cautiously you can 
avoid falling victim to such scams.”

Gray offered a few tips to stay 
safe:

* Try to do business with people 
you know. When working with an 
unknown buyer, try to verify their 

information through a third party.
*Be cautious about accepting 

checks—even a cashier’s check—
from people you do not know. It can 
be difficult to pursue a remedy if the 
transaction goes bad.

*Never accept a check for more 
than the selling price if you are ex-
pected to give the excess to some-
one else.

*If you do accept a check, contact 
the institution that issued it to verify 
the authenticity, and if possible ask 
that the check be drawn from a bank 
with a branch in your area.

*Be especially wary if someone 
insists that you send funds by wire 
transfer

*Make sure the check has finally 
cleared before you deliver the items, 
and save all your documentation.

The Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety (DPS) announced a 
new one-hour driving course to 
educate drivers on the dangers of 
distracted driving.  The Impact 
Texas Young Drivers (ITYD) 
course will be required for cer-
tain drivers beginning Septem-
ber 1, 2017.

“Driving is one of the most 
dangerous things we do on a dai-
ly basis, and it should command 
our undivided attention,” said 
DPS Director Steven McCraw. 
“This new component of the 
department’s distracted driving 
initiative uses research and com-
pelling true stories to highlight 
the many risks facing drivers. 
This important program is de-
signed to provide Texas drivers 
with critical information to help 
keep their focus on driving – and 
to ultimately save lives on Texas 
roadways.”

Starting September 1, all skills 
examination applicants 18 and 
older must complete the free 
ITYD course, and obtain proof 
of course completion prior to 

taking the driving skills exami-
nation. In addition, drivers 18 
to 24 must complete the 6-hour 
adult driver education course 
prior to the skills examination.

ITYD is the second course* 
offered through the Impact 
Texas Driver (ITD) program, 
which was developed by DPS in 
2015 to help save lives through 
awareness and education related 
to distracted driving. The first 
course launched under the ITD 
program was Impact Texas Teen 
Drivers, which drivers ages 16 
and 17 are required to complete.

James Von Edelmon, 86, of 

Friona, TX, passed away on Sat-
urday, August 12, 2017. Funeral  
services were held Tuesday, Au-
gust 15, 2017 at the Union Con-
gregational Church of Friona 
with Rev. Joe Schulte, pastor, 
officiating. Burial followed in 
the Friona Cemetery by Black-
well-Mullins Funeral  Home of 
Friona. 

Von was born on May 27, 
1931 in Plainview, TX to W.L. 
(Preach) and Ruth Officer Edel-
mon. The family moved to 
Friona in 1938 and he attended 
Friona schools and farmed with 
his father until he graduated from 
Friona High School in 1948.  He 
attended West Texas State Uni-
versity for 3 weeks, but his heart 
was in farming and decided to 
go home and continue farming.  
Later that fall he was accepted 
into the Naval ROTC program 
at the University of New Mexico 
and went on to graduate with a 
degree in Mechanical Engineer-
ing as a 2nd Lieutenant in the 
U.S. Navy.

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A crystal ball to see into the future may be ev-
ery agricultural producers’ dream, and two Texas 
A&M AgriLife Research scientists are integrating 
a tool to give cattle producers a 90-day glimpse.

The online tool being piloted by rangeland 
ecologists Dr. Bill Fox and Dr. Jay Angerer at the 
Texas A&M AgriLife Research and Extension 
Center in Temple, along with collaborators from 
the Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service and 
the Texas Grazing Land Coalition, could change 
the way cattle producers monitor their operations 
and plan for the future.

The project is designed to bring several fore-
casting tools together in an innovative, collabora-
tive way and make them available in one dash-
board to help producers and landowners make 
informed decisions about their landscape and 
grazing requirements, Fox said.

“Having information that might help them es-
timate their forage quantity and quality, potential 
changes in body condition scores of their cattle 
and provide weather forecasts and cattle market 
trends could help them make an informed deci-
sion about their supplemental feeding programs 
or whether they might want to sell cattle or hold 
on to them,” Fox said.

The three-year project will be funded via a U.S. 
Department of Agriculture Natural Resources 
Conservation Service – Conservation and In-
novation Grant totaling $728,853 and leveraged 
with in-kind donations of time, access to land 
data and outreach program participation from 10 
Texas landholders from around the state.

“We are working at scales that are very real-
istic to a broad group of stakeholders, from 60 
acres to 130,000 acres and everything in between 
across diverse regions of the state,” Fox said. 
“The whole idea is that the project has applica-
tion for landowners in their region and at their 
operational level to meet needs.”

The focus of the project will be data analytics 
for natural resource conservation and demonstrat-
ing the cost effectiveness of forecasting and plan-
ning by using existing programs – the Livestock 

Early Warning System, also known as LEWS; 
and Forage Risk Assessment Management Sys-
tem, also known as FRAMS.

The two systems were developed by the Texas 
A&M University System and the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture and are available to the pub-
lic as decision-support tools.

Angerer said the technology will consolidate 
information from LEWS and FRAMS and data 
collected at the Temple center’s Grazingland Ani-
mal Nutrition Lab, near and long-term forecasts 
from the National Weather Service, cattle market 
indexes and pertinent data from other sources to 
provide a single “dashboard” that provides real-
time or near real-time information.

“The information, whether it’s data on avail-
able forage biomass, satellite-measured green-
ness, simulation modeling, weather trends or ma-
nure scans regarding crude protein and energy, 
can provide multiple indicators so producers can 
plan 30-60-90 days ahead, make educated deci-
sions and avoid being caught by surprise.”

Angerer said the ability to predict and be pre-
pared for drought conditions is critical for Texas 
cattle producers. According to AgriLife Exten-
sion economists, the Texas cattle industry expe-
rienced $3.23 billion in losses during the 2011 
drought.

There is excitement among scientists and 
ranchers about combining and improving appli-
cations that can be used to avoid major losses, 
Angerer said. Producers at the 10 locations will 
kick off the project later this month.

Once the system is adapted and tested, Angerer 
and Fox said the participating ranchers, Texas 
Grazing Land Coalition and AgriLife Extension 
will begin outreach efforts to engage other ranch-
ers around the state and beyond.

“Once ranchers see the real-world application 
to what we’re developing, we believe it will be a 
product that producers around the state and else-
where will want to utilize,” Angerer said. “We 
want it to be something easy to use and that they 
can apply in ways specific to their operation.”

Teach him always to have sublime faith in himself.
Because then he will always have sublime faith in mankind.
This is a big order, World, but see what you can do. He’s such a
