Davila named new Friona City Manager

The Friona City Council got
a surprise from the Friona Vol-
unteer Fire Department before
their regular meeting on Monday,
November 13. The Fire Depart-
ment stopped by with their newest
fire truck, a 2004 E-One Pumper,
which was recently purchase for
$42,000 from the escrow money
that was budgeted by the City of
Friona.

Leander Davila was approved
as the new Friona City Manager to
replace Patricia Phipps when she
retires at the end of 2017. Davila
is a Friona High School graduate.
He is currently employed by the
City of Houston, working in the
City Manager’s office as a Special
Projects Manager. His first day as
Friona City Manager is January 2,
2018.

The Council convened in the
Council Chambers to conduct a
19-item agenda, which included
a presentation by Friona Junior
High Social Studies teacher, Dave
Gonzales. Gonzales spoke to the
council concerning ways of get-
ting the public involved with the
schools and the children involved
with the community. He request-
ed that the city assist his 8th grade
students in working to improve
the Friona community through
civic service.

“This project will get the stu-
dents to take pride in their commu-
nity,” stated Gonzales. “They need
to be the future!”

Students will be asked to fill out
a form stating the civic service they
have performed and a city official
will sign off on the work. Students
will be required to work at least
one hour to pass the project. The
council considered the project and
approved the measure.

A contract renewal with Chris
Wyly and Weston Wyly for an ag-
ricultural farm lease was approved
to be in effect until December 31,
2033.

After a lengthy discussion, the
council approved the renewal of an
agricultural farm lease with JeDon
Gallman that will be in effect until
November 2020.

Item 8 of the agenda concerned
the approval of an expenditure
authorized by the Friona Eco-
nomic Development Corporation

to John and Melodee Hansard/
Blackwell-Mullins Funeral Home
for a $15,000 forgivable loan. The
council tabled this item until they
were able to read the actual con-
tract.

The council approved the con-
tract for appraisal, assessment and
collection services between Par-
mer County Appraisal District and
the City of Friona.

Friona Police Chief Isidro
Jimenez delivered his monthly re-
port to the council. For the month
of October Friona PD had four ar-
rests, which were all misdemean-
ors. They conducted 73 traffic
stops and issued 35 citations and
38 warnings. They had 55 calls

for service and drove 2,404 miles
protecting Friona. They received
195 calls for the services of Fire/
EMS/Police.

The council approved the trans-
fer of $42,000 from the Fire De-
partment escrow into the General
Fund for the payment for the 2004
E-One Pumper.

Approval was given for City
Manager Patricia Phipps to pro-
ceed on the Meadow Founda-
tion Grant application for the
Ambulance Fund. To date, the
Ambulance Fund has collected
$145,000.

Dr. Jack Smith was approved as
the medical director for the Friona
EMS from November 1, 2017 to

October 31, 2019.

The council approved to take
action of hiring Cole Consultants
to handle the pending recoupment
for the City of Friona, as previous
owner of Prairie Acres to resolve
the issue with Amerigroup re-
coupment.

The council tabled agenda item
18, which concerned the Friona
Community Center roof and air
conditioning system. The work
will be postponed until after the
stock show season.

The next meeting of the Friona
City Council will be Monday, De-
cember 11 at 6:30 p.m. in Council
Chambers at 619 Main Street. All
meetings are open to the public.

I want to begin this month by
recognizing some very special
people.

Veterans enjoyed the fabulous
ceremony, under the direction of
Mr. Rackley at the high school
gymnasium honoring and rec-
ognizing all of the veterans for
their service. Mr. Rackley has
done a wonderful job organizing
this ceremony. Thanks again to

all who make this a special day
for our Veterans.

The search for a new City
Manager is over. The City Coun-
cil approved the hiring of Leander
Davila. Leander is a graduate of
Friona High School. After gradu-
ation he attended South Plains
College where he studied Law
Enforcement Technology. He
attended Texas State University
where he studied Criminal Justice
and graduated from St. Edward’s
University where he studied Or-
ganizational Leadership. He is
currently employed by the City
of Houston, working in the City
Managers office as a Special Proj-
ects Manager. He has held several
different positions with the city of
Austin. His desire and career goal
is to be a City Manager. Leander
will begin his career with the
City of Friona beginning January
2,2018.

Judge Campbell had 35 new
cases in October. There were
five cases tried by judge that
pled guilty. There were two new
juvenile cases filed. Total fines
collected were $4,317.33 and
court cost equaled $1,225.31.

EMS had 18 total runs in Oc-
tober. There were nine calls for
9-1-1, eight calls for transfers
and one call ended in “no trans-
port”. Payments collected were
$14,124.89 and billing equaled
$25,265.95.

The ambulance committee
(Kitty Gallman, Sharon White
and Kathryn Goddard) has done
a fantastic job collecting dona-
tions from the community to
purchase a new ambulance. To
date, $145,000 has been com-
mitted. Thanks to Kitty, Sharon
and Kathryn for their commit-
ment and dedication to raise this
amount of money. Job well done!

City pumped 11,995,000 gal-
lons of water in October, sold
8,694,000 gallons. Billing totaled
$54,450.32 on 1,421 accounts.

Accounts payable equaled
$177,758.33 for October. There
was one large expenditure paid
to Prosperity Bank for bond pay-
ment, $41,781.52. Total dollars
spent in October is normal for
monthly city expenses.

Chief Jimenez and the of-
ficers responded to 195 calls in
October. There were 73 stops,
38 warnings, 35 citations and 4
arrests. (1-no driver’s license,
1-warrant, 1-terrorist threat/fam-
ily and I1-driving while intoxi-
cated). The officers drove 2,404
miles protecting our city.

Volunteer Fire Department re-
sponded to five calls in October:

October 5-Three firefighters
responded with one truck to
natural gas leak.

October 6-Seven firefighters
responded with one truck to an
electrical fire.

October 14-Seven firefighters
responded with one truck to a
hay bale fire.

October 19-Three firefighters
responded with two trucks to a
tractor fire.

October 26-Three firefighters
responded with two trucks to a
car accident.

The Volunteer Fire Department
recently purchased a 2004 E-One
pumper fire truck, which will
make a great addition to their
fleet. The truck will be beneficial
when responding to car accidents
and any structural fires.

The library had 895 patrons
visit in October an average of 43
per day. There were 975 items
circulated and 117 new items
added to the inventory.

Newsman — The Life of Ron Carr
October 15, 1939 — November 6, 2017

My father, Ron Carr, passed
away on Monday, November 6th
at around 2 p.m. Dad put up a
brave fight, but his lung cancer
and the terrible toll it had taken
on his body won out, and his heart
failed him during an early after-
noon bout with illness.

Many of you reading this will
have known my dad, if you trav-
eled with us in the 70’s you prob-
ably remember us as Ron Carr
Travel, that’s where we began in
1969. Dad was a travel indus-
try legend in his own right, ris-
ing through the ranks at Braniff
Airlines and eventually starting
his own agency, first as Carr-Du-
laney Travel and then as Ron Carr
Travel, which he and my mom ran
together through the 70’s until he
left the industry and we became
Sharon Carr Travel.

Dad’s successes in the travel
business were numerous. He used
to book the charter flights for the
Dallas Cowboys, and told me sto-
ries about a promise he’d made
to sneak bottles of booze into
the seat pocket for Bob Lilly and
other players. His chance meeting
with Ron Chapman in 1970, set us
on a trajectory that today is writ
large on our lives, as we enter our
47th year on Dallas Radio.

Ron Carr was versed in many
subjects, he could talk about any-
thing and he was totally engaging.
He was profoundly intelligent,
and as is often the case with peo-
ple of his intellect who achieve
great success, he was unsure of
how to wield it, even burdened by
it, and he turned to drinking.

it, along with 3 marriages, respect
and influence, health, it was a clas-
sic fall. My sister and I spent our
youth traveling to visit him, cop-
ing with his relapses and the con-
stant tension between our parents,
perhaps blaming our mother who
only wanted to protect us. When
he finally moved on to another
woman, I resented her, until she
brought our baby brother and sis-
ter into the world, Zac & Megan.
Dad had kids in 4 decades, the
60’s, 70’s, 80’s and 90’s, and Zac
& Megan were the 4th & Sth Carr
kids. They were an instant source
of joy in our lives, full of happi-
ness and innocence and love, a
fresh start for dad. We adored
them and suddenly I couldn’t wait
to visit, I felt love for their mom
instead of resentment, and I be-
lieved this was a sea change for
dad. It wasn’t. Dad fell deeper
and deeper into alcoholism, lost
another job, and moved his fam-
ily to the small panhandle town
of Friona, Tx, to be close to his
mother and brother, presum-
ably for another fresh start but it
didn’t work. Within a year Cindy
left him and took the kids. Dad’s
anguish only made his drinking
worse, and he was in his 50’s now.
Shortly after she left, I stopped
through for a visit on my way to
Colorado, the kids were there, yet
another catastrophe had just oc-
curred, and dad and I sat on the
porch at my grandmother’s and
had a long candid conversation
about his drinking, the first and
last time we ever talked about
it. That was 1996, and dad quit

day. I’ve had the thoughts and
feelings about it that you might
expect, why couldn’t he do it for
me? But it didn’t matter, [ had my
dad back, or really had him for the
first time. Those of you touched
by addiction know that it’s in-
credibly difficult to beat in your
youth, but damn near impossible
in'your 50’s. It was an astonishing
change, heroic, a miracle for us.

His great intellect was always
tempered by a tremendous sense
of humor and razor-sharp wit.
Dad was hilarious, the funniest
person | have ever known. He un-
derstood timing and would deliver
one-liners that had strangers with-
in earshot belly-laughing. My
Uncle Rick told a story recently
that their friend David Stevens
had asked dad what one question
he’d like answered if we could
find someone all-knowing. Dad’s
response was “Is dipshit hyphen-
ated?”

Throughout my life dad was
perhaps best known for his writing,
even during his great success in
travel. He published a well-known
newsletter, wrote trade articles,
training manuals, brochures and
letters. He had a gift, writing was
his first love and when he left the
travel industry, admittedly not of
his own volition, he finally found
his way to the newspaper business.
Dad went to work for Bill Ellis at
the Friona Star, first as a photog-
rapher (his second great love) and
eventually as a columnist. His col-
umn “Out Here” became a reader
favorite, dad had a sort of fish-out-
of-water take on everything from

My brother Zac talked
about listening to him recently tell
Holly in encyclopedic detail about
an expensive lens he wanted her to
buy for the paper, because it does
this and the F-stop goes to this and
the way it captures the action, and
on and on, all to make the people
of Friona feel like superstars in the
newspaper. Pastor Jeff Procter put
it best in delivering his eulogy on
Sunday, dad invested in people.
He loved his community and they
loved him back, that was evident
this weekend as we gathered to
bury him close by his mom. And
it’s been evident this year as dad re-
ceived a constant stream of visitors
and well-wishers, and delicious
home-cooking. We are all forever
grateful to the community of Frio-
na, TX, and its wonderful residents.

And dad’s closest friend and
confidant Holly Campbell, is
among the finest people I have ever
known. Dad was very sick and
frustrated as the months wore on,
easy to anger and Holly stayed by
his side through it all, taking care
of his finances, putting up with his
moods, keeping his kids informed
and helping him get his house in
order. Her patience, generosity and
humanity towards our father was
almost superhuman, and we are in-
debted to her.

Last May, my baby brother and
sister made the decision to leave
their lives behind and move to
dad’s small hometown in the pan-
handle to care for him. They took
him to his many appointments in
Amarillo, spent days and nights
by his side, made sure he took his
numerous meds, cooked for him,
cleaned, and did the countless other
thankless, tedious tasks involved in
caring for a terminally ill patient.
We all cope the best we can, but
I regret that words of compassion
were often sparse for Zac & Me-
gan. I for one am incredibly proud
of them, we didn’t need them to be
perfect. We all expected more time
with him but we didn’t have any
illusions that he was getting bet-
ter, and Dad knew the score. The
comforting gift of love and care is
sometimes all we can offer the dy-
ing, and I am deeply grateful that
my father got to look upon the lov-
ing faces of his youngest children
in his final days. Dad was grateful
as well, and said so often.

I have dreaded writing this since
I learned of his diagnosis back in
March, I didn’t think it would be so
soon. The death of a parent looms
over all of our lives like a sword of
Damocles and I’ve been possessed

by a general what-does-it-all-mean
feeling, and consumed with the
study of religion and death for half
my life, I think maybe in prepara-
tion for this moment. None of it
did any good. Grief is a wrecking
ball that tears down every facade of
courage and strength you’ve spent
your life so painstakingly erecting.
I find myself like a blank slate, a
scared broken-hearted little boy.

I am grateful for the time I had,
however punctuated it may have
been, to have lived on the same
earth as Ron Carr, to be his son,
and even to experience his death.
I’ve been reading a lot, seeking out
stories of loss, trying to understand
and distill my feelings. Iread an in-
terview with Stephen Colbert, who
in the loss of his father & brother
to a plane crash when he was just
11, discovered a gratitude that took
until adulthood to understand. I
love the thing that I most wish had
not happened” he says. The inter-
viewer asked him to elaborate:

He described a letter from Tolk-
ien in response to a priest who
had questioned whether Tolkien’s
mythos was sufficiently doctri-
naire, since it treated death not
as a punishment for the sin of the
fall but as a gift. “Tolkien says, in
a letter back: “What punishments
of God are not gifts?” ” Colbert
knocked his knuckles on the table.
“ ‘What punishments of God are
not gifts?’” he said again. His eyes
were filled with tears. “So it would
be ungrateful not to take everything
with gratitude. It doesn’t mean you
want it. I can hold both of those
ideas in my head.”

When dad came back from al-
coholism, I learned who he truly
is and was - a generous man. He
loved his kids. He was closest to
his youngest, and somewhat shy
with his older kids in his later years,
his guilt over past transgressions
often palpable, but he was happy
and gracious and kind, and still
very funny. Every morning with-
out fail he’d send a text to Megan,
“Mornin baby girl.” For a long
time I’d only see him a few times
a year, we only talked around holi-
days and birthdays, but I cherished
our conversations, and I loved his
voice it was calming and warm. |
really miss it. When I would come
to visit he would give me a book or
a few words of encouragement and
pride. He would share posts from
my travels with the words “My boy
Casey...” and it meant the world to
me. The greatest gift he ever gave
me is my siblings, Kirsten, Candee,
Zac & Megan. 1 see him in their
faces, and in my own, and in their
good hearts. Dad’s heart failed him
last week, it never failed us kids.

Rest in peace dad, you are
missed.

tax allocations to county

Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar announced he will send cities,
counties, transit systems and special purpose taxing districts $774.9
million in local sales tax allocations for November, 5 percent more
than in November 2016. These allocations are based on sales made
in September by businesses that report tax monthly, and sales made
in July, August and September by quarterly filers.

The payments to Parmer County are broken down as follows:

Bovina has a current sales tax rate of 2.000 percent and received
a November 2017 payment of $13,189.17, which is a decrease of
-18.16 percent higher than the 2016 payment of $16,117.56. To date
Bovina has received $140,601.52, which is a 5.42 percent increase
over the 2016 payments of $133,360.91.

Farwell has a current sales tax rate of 1.500 percent and received
a November 2017 payment of $12,719.80, which is a 7.50 percent
increase from the 2016 payment of $11,865.27. To date Farwell has
received sale tax of $114,954.64, which is a decrease of -4.95 percent
from the 2016 payments of $120,947.31.

Friona has a current sales tax rate of 2.000 percent and received a
November 2017 payment of $37,747.49, which is an increase of 4.30
percent over the 2016 payment of $36,188.32. To date Friona has
received $353,661.72, which is a decrease of -3.62 percent over the
2016 payments of $366,952.88.

Do you ever get tired of the vague verbiage of christianese? In
fact, if you are a regular reader of the religious articles in the newspa-
per, there is a pretty good chance you are guilty of using christianese
from time to time? Phrases like “gettin saved, trust God, washed
in the blood” and many others have a ring of truth and meaning for
mature Christians, but for immature Christians and lost people these
phrases’ vagueness is not not very helpful in knowing what it means
to follow Christ.

Psalm 56 lays claim to trusting God in the midst of trials, but its’
depth displays the intentional ways that we put out trust in God.
First, one trusts God by intentionally crying out for God’s help and
grace in the midst of relentless enemies. Don’t wish upon the stars,
pray to the saints or superstitiously repeat incantations, but inten-
tionally cry out to God for help. Next, understand that fear, anxiety
and worry will take the wind out of your spiritual sails, but taking
those fears to the Lord in praise and trust in His promises will keep
your sails filled with all you need. Further, trust God by being hon-
est about your circumstances. No christianese here, just clear talk
about the dire situation you are in. Trusting God does not call for
obliviousness regarding life around you, but honest assessment of
circumstances and your own heart.

Finally, intentionally trusting God focuses your mind’s attention
and heart’s affection on God’s ability to carry your through to the
end. The final six verses of Psalm 56 resonate God’s care for you,
His plans for you, the promises and power in His word and the ul-
timate power He wields. In light of those truths, intentionally trust
Him by setting your mind on the truth of who He is, even when you
feelings work against you, and proceed in trust that He will guide and
provide for you all the way through.

“For I know the thoughts that I think toward
you, says the LORD, thoughts of peace and

not of evil, to give you a future and a hope.”

4-H members in grades 8-11
and adult leaders will have an op-
portunity to hone their leadership
skills through program and activi-
ties at the Teen Leadership Retreat
from January 5-7 at the Texas 4-H
Conference Center near Brown-
wood.

“The teen retreat at the Texas
4-H Conference Center provides
a state level leadership experience
for senior age 4-H youth,” said
Cari Snider, Texas A&M AgriLife
Extension Service youth programs
coordinator, Brownwood. ‘Par-
ticipants learn leadership skills
through workshops and hands-on
learning experiences.”

Snider said the retreat allows
participating youth to explore new
or revised projects and curricula
they can implement in their respec-
tive counties.

Much of the day will be de-
voted to the concurrent sessions,
followed by outdoor activities, a
Laugh Challenge, free time, a flag
lowering, a team challenge and
dance, ceremony and lights out.
The theme for his year’s dance is
Hawaiian Luau.

January 7 activities begin at 7:30
am. with a flag ceremony and
breakfast, followed by cleaning the
dorms and departure around 9 a.m.

Early bird registration will be
from November 1-December 22
and is $120 for youth and $90 for
adults, which includes two nights
lodging, four meals, snacks and
all program supplies. Each county

is requested to provide adult chap-
erones for the weekend. If there is
no chaperone, one will be provided
for an additional $90 fee.

“Any adult attending must be
registered on 4-H Connect, com-
plete the online Child Protection
Training and submit a background
check through 4-H connect,” Snid-
er said.

Interbank group discovers Scotland in October

Friends and Customers of
Friona Interbank and Vega Inter-
bank “Discovered Scotland” Oc-
tober 15-24, 2017. There were
19 in our group, and after joining
others from across the country,
we made 41 passengers total.

We began our tour in Glasgow,
the capital of Scotland. We took
a city tour and then listened to
and tried our hand at playing the
bag pipes at the National Pip-
ing Centre. Did you know that
when playing the pipes, the low
note “B” continues throughout
the song? It was very interesting
to see and learn. Of course the
pipers had on their kilts, another
interesting thing to see!

We cruised on famed Loch
Lomond, the largest lake in the
United Kingdom, then drove
along the Road to the Isles and
over Skye Bridge to the Isle
of Skye, where we visited the
20,000 acre Highland Estate of
Armadale Castle and Gardens.
(2/3 of Scotland is in the High-
lands.) Armadale Castle has a
long historical association with
Clan Donald. If you are a Mc-
Donald, we were at your “spiri-
tual” home. Our local friend and
passenger Donnie McDonald had
found his ancestors’ gathering
place. We stopped at a whiskey
distillery near Glengoyne, where
we learned about the making of
the famous Scotch Whiskey. We
also had a “wee dram”!

Other facts we learned: There
are 30,000 lochs (lakes) in Scot-
land; 790 offshore islands; 300
Castles; and 89 main clans still
in Scotland. Two days of the

year, there is continuous sun-
light. Most Scottish towns, large
and small, have a main street
called High Street, and 74%
of the economy is agriculture:
barley, potatoes, corn, turnips
and cattle, including the shaggy
highland “coos”.

On our return to Ballachul-
ish, where we overnighted, we
drove through the hamlet of
Glenfinnan, where in 1745 the
Jacobite Rising began. Prince
Charles Edward Stuart raised his
standard on the shores of Loch
Shiel and thus began that awful
war with England. (The Scots
lost and have been a part of Great
Britain since. They have had
elections in 1922, 2014, 2016
and this year in June to “stand
alone”, or become independent.
They want to get this done before
Great Britain leaves the EU.)

The hilly country side of the
Highlands is covered with Brack-
en, a fern that in the fall turns to
rust and gold. The green we saw
is heather that will be covered in

purple flowers in the spring and
summer. Gorse divides the land
into parcels.

After leaving Ballachulish, we
drove through the Great Glen,
famous for its many lochs and
now we are getting deeper into
the highlands.

In Ft William, the first Scot-
tish town to be totally Hydro
Electric, we saw the actual train
of Harry Potter! Our guide said
that she had never seen it before,
so this was a treat for us all.

The landscape was still beau-
tiful and not anything like what
we had imagined.

We drove along Loch Ness for
miles, but never did see Nessie!

On Day 6 we cruised to the
Orkney Islands, once a Viking
stronghold off the coast of Scot-
land.

We visited the Skara Brae,
the 5,000 year old ruins of a vil-
lage built at the same time as the
Great Pyramids in Egypt.

We also saw the prehistoric
Ring of Brodgar (like Stone-
henge, but older). We were so
awed to see these ancient relics
of the past.

In addition, we stopped at a
chapel built by Italian POW’s in
1943. Does this sound familiar?
We think an island would be very
hard to escape from.

The day that some of us were
really looking forward to had
come. We visited the Culloden
Battlefields, where the final con-
frontation of the Jacobite rising
of 1745 was played out. Most
of the Scottish men were killed
and the half hour battle changed
the course of Scotland’s history.
This was a very touching experi-
ence for us as we learned about
and relived those days by visit-
ing the museum and battlefields
where we saw many markers of
the different clans whose mem-
bers had died there.

We drove along the Eastern
Highlands on our way to Edin-
burgh. We made stops at Pit-

lochry, the Castle of Dundee,
and the beautiful town of St.
Andrews in the kingdom of Fife.
This is where the game of golf
began. We got to see the Royal
and Ancient Clubhouse and the
famous Old Course. What an in-
teresting day this was.

In Edinburgh we visited the
Palace at Holy Roodhouse, the
Queens official residence in
Edinburgh and former home of
Mary Queen of Scots. We also
visited Edinburgh Castle home
of the Scottish Crown Jewels.

We need to let you know about
our experience with Hagis, the
National Food. It was served
with all of our meals either in
meatballs, or course ground (like
beef). We had it as an appetiz-
er, or side dish with our entrée.
Most of us tried it at least once,
and some of us did not try it at
all!

Hagis is “a savory pudding
containing  sheep’s  ‘pluck’,
heart, liver and lungs, minced
onion, oatmeal, suet, spices and
salt, mixed with stock and tradi-
tionally encased in the animal’s
stomach”.

On our last night in Scotland
we attended the Edinburgh New
Town Cookery School. Our chef
cooked a meal for us, (that was
very delicious) and included Ha-
gis. She said if we have not tried
the Hagis before, that we should
try hers, as we will find it very
good. I think everyone did try
it and found that hers was good.
Some of us even had seconds!

We had a wonderful time dis-
covering Scotland and would go
again. We are always thankful

Region has seen more municipal geese in recent years

It’s a little early yet for the gar-
gantuan gaggles to have shown up,
but the first small flocks of Canada
geese have put in their appearance
at the Hereford Aquatic Park pond
and launched into their evening
feeding flights crossing residential
areas around the park at low level.

For a dozen years or so in Her-
eford, and in recent years as well
at the pond at Sheffy Park on the
edge of Dimmitt, as well as at the
lake adjacent to the Cargill plant at
Friona, the Canadas begin gather-
ing in growing numbers usually
around Thanksgiving. They really
pile in as the winter weather grows
colder, and in Hereford, they can
backpedal into the twin ponds in
such multitudes that it’s almost
hard to see the water. I've taken
more than a few visitors to see the
geese piling into the Aquatic Cen-
ter pond just at sundown, and they
are often amazed at the sound and
the spectacle.

Make no mistake, these are in
no way domesticated geese, al-
though they are surprisingly calm
in the presence of walker and jog-
gers and children dashing around
the pond. With the exception of
a few holdover local birds that
inhabit the Aquatic Center pond
year-round, these are wild migrant
Canadas—Iessers and Richard-
sons and as the winter bears down,
some big-bodied and long-necked
Greaters and Western Canadas
from the Rocky Mountain coun-
try—with even the odd snows
and specklebellies tossed in. They
come from points north and west,
and generally, once they reach
the winter promised land of Deaf
Smith and Castro counties, they
have come as far south as they
are going to migrate, choosing to
winter around Hereford and Dim-
mitt and Hart. A real Arctic winter
blast can push them farther south,
but even then, they are prone to re-
turn once a melt sets in. They raft
in huge numbers on the pond ice
on some bitter days, and lounge on
the surrounding grass of the park
on mild days.

Happy to accept handouts of
tossed grain and bread and assorted
snacks, they remain faithful to the
nature of wild geese and generally
depart the pond twice a day to fly to
local wheat and corn and sorghum
fields to feed. On their return they
sweep over town to spiral down to
the pond in clouds.

The Hereford and Dimmitt mu-
nicipal honkers are part of a trend
among wintering Canada geese that
has occurring in the Panhandle and
South Plains, as well as in other
parts of the country for almost three
decades.

There was a time back when that
found Canada geese far more reli-
ant on winter wheat and the odd
sorghum field. In those days they
would not have come near urban

settings. When playas are abun-
dant, they are less likely to come to
town even today. In times past the
geese simply relied on playa water.
Today’s Canadas have adapted to
a much broader buffet of choices
from farm fields, primarily corn,
but winter wheat and sorghum, oc-
casional blackeyed peas, and even
peanuts farther south.

These days, playa water is often
not widely abundant, and may not
persist through the winter. Munici-
pal ponds and lakes, on the other
hand, nearly always offer some wa-
ter. Not all that surprisingly, geese
have taken to municipal ponds and
pits much like the proverbial duck
to water.

Based solely on some loosely
kept notes, it would seem that the
first time geese went urban in the
local region based on a weather
event was in the 1980s when a
front brought bitter cold that froze
up most all of the playas in the
Panhandle. Geese fled before the
storm and found open water on
playas within the city of Lubbock.
They piled in by the multiple thou-
sands.

Lubbock residents took up feed-
ing those geese grain and bread,
and some of the big birds would
brazenly take food virtually from
human hands. Lubbock’s city

lakes offered wintering Canadas
the good life—minimal hunting
pressure, open water, easy pickings
from park visitors, and grain fields
to visit, only short flights from the
big city.

Geese imprinted on the Lub-
bock lakes in a big way, and they
continue the trend. Much the same
has occurred in the Medi Park area
of Amarillo, where geese roam the
lawns of surrounding medical of-
fices, wander near the Botanical
Gardens, and give patients at near-
by hospitals up-close views of their
flybys throughout the day.

Geese would seem far more
numerous than ducks in this part
of the Panhandle today—they’ve
simply readily adapted to the habi-
tat conditions that favor them. For
Canada geese, wintering water is
usefully wet whether it’s in a native
grass playa surrounded by corn and
wheat fields out in the countryside,
a feedlot drainage pond, or a con-
tinuously wet pond next door to the
swimming pool and conveniently
near the local Wal-Mart on the
north side of town, where it’s easy
to get in a few flybys over the park-
ing lot.
