Many of you have seen the large 
steel arrows as historical markers 
placed across the Texas panhandle, 
pointed into the ground and stand-
ing about 24-feet tall. There are over 
80 of these arrows, including one 
in Friona, crafted and installed by 
a man named Charles Smith, who 
passed away last Saturday, March 
3. Charles worked with the Quanah 
Parker Trail, a project of the Texas 
Plains Trail Region, whose purpose 
is to study and honor the famous 
Comanche chief Quanah Parker, 
the people he led in wartime and 
peacetime, and the Southwest’s Na-
tive American heritage.

The Panhandle-Plains region is 
the heart of the Comanche home-
land, rich with history that the peo-
ple of Quanah Parker Trail aim to 
showcase. Their website provides 
a star-marked map, which shows 
nearly every historical site, each 
location with an arrow and a monu-
ment describing a connection to the 
Comanche chief. Because this pro-
gram is continues to develop, new 
arrow sites are added on a regular 
basis. 

Landon Smith, grandson of the 
arrow artist, has already taken up 
the mantle of installing arrows on 
behalf of Charles and the Smith

family. “My Grandfather has left a 
legacy across these plains, a legacy 
of generosity and kindness that is 
unmatched.

Ten Parmer 
County Offices were up for grabs 
in 2018 but only four had contested 
races. Jo Beth Gipson won re-elec-

May won the race for County Trea-
surer. May received 974 votes and 
Bailey Warren Windham received 
509 votes. There was no incumbent 
in the race. In the race for County 
Commissioner, Precinct 2, Charles 
Wilkins defeated incumbent Steve 
Cockerham. Wilkins garnered 219 

votes while Cockerham got 167 
votes. In the most closely contested 
race of the election, Susie Spring 
defeated incumbent Gerri Bow-
ers for the office of County Clerk. 
Spring received 819 votes and 
Bowers received 699 votes.

In the races that were not con-

tested Sandra Warren was elected as 
District Clerk, Trey Ellis was elect-
ed as County Judge, Deena Lucero 
Leuea was elected as Justice of the 
Peace, Precinct 2, Pamela Haseloff 
was elected as Justice of the Peace, 
Precinct 3, Casey Russell was 
elected as County Commissioner, 

Precinct 4, and Awyna Sanchez was 
elected as Tax Assessor-Collector.

The results still have be to certi-
fied before they become final. Also, 
each candidate that won on Tuesday 
will still have to win the November 
election before taking office in Jan-
uary 2019.

JANUARY 30 – John Gleason is the new coach 
at Friona High School. He replaces Kevin Roberts 
who resigned in December. Gleason and his wife 
Angela have a one year old son, Garrett. He comes 
to Friona direct from Panama, Oklahoma where 
he was head coach at the eastern Oklahoma 2-A 
high school. At FHS, Gleason will coach freshman 
basketball and be assistant football and baseball 
coach.

MARCH 6 – Around 11 a.m. on Friday, Febru-
ary 27, Friona High School senior Sammy Perez 
was walking near the bus barn on Grand Street, 
returning to the high school building. He said that 
he noticed a black dog a distance away, but the 
dog did not appear to be of danger. When Perez 
stopped and knelt down to tie his shoe, he says, 
“the dog blindsided me.” Without warning, the 
black dog described as a “chow mix”, attacked 
Perez’s face and then ran away. The youth suffered 
puncture marks on his upper cheek, and sever bites 
to his lower lip area. When asked how many stitch-
es it took to repair his lower lip, he said, “the doc-
tor told me he did so many he stopped counting.”

Richard took 
a load of drinking water, food, and clothing. 

OCTOBER 2 – Alvin and Kathy Petty began 
their pastorate at Calvary Baptist Church in Friona 
on October 1. October 4 will be their first Sunday 
in the Friona pulpit. They come from the pastorate 
of First Baptist Church of Halfway. The Pettys are 
both graduates of Wayland Baptist University in 
Plainview.  Mrs. Petty is a certified teacher and has 
been a county librarian as well. They have 28 years 
of pastoral experience. 

NOVEMBER 27 – On Wednesday night, No-
vember 18, Friona police stopped a car on High-
way 60 for having one headlight. The officer 
noticed the driver seemed nervous and in the com-
puter check, found out the man had a prior arrest 
on marijuana charges.

Good morning, if you are alive this morning then the above is true 
for you today. Time is something that moves at a steady pace, but 
almost without notice, a day goes by then another and another. People 
get busy, schedules to keep, kids to raise, parents to assist, grand kids 
to spoil. All the while, the Lord in His steadfast love offers mercy 
for the new day because He is faithful. What a blessing! A blessing 
that should we take note helps us in the dealings of the day. With His 
mercy, we can encourage someone who is struggling, forgive a wrong 
against us, share His love in an act of kindness and know that tomor-
row, Lord willing it comes, His mercy will be new and we can start 
the day afresh. We have this assurance because He has always been 
faithful. Will you be faithful today? This is all we have then tomor-
row the question will rise like the morning sun and ask you again, 
“Will you be faithful, today?” Your answer comes from your actions. 
Will your answer reflect your response to His mercy or will your ac-
tions ignore His mercy? His mercy will be new tomorrow, will yours? 
Will you be ready to forgive, to care, and to love those that you know 
and those that you don’t? Trust the Lord today, embrace His mercy 
and live as redeemed should—in honor of the King. 

Have a blessed day today and put your hope in the One who will 
be there tomorrow.

Have you ever prayed and wondered if God was listening?  Maybe 
the healing didn’t take place, the job didn’t come through, your mar-
riage still crumbled, or disaster seemed to linger longer than it should 
have.  The feeling that God may not be listening is a very real and 
disheartening feeling that even Bible heroes experienced.  In reality, 
sometimes God’s plans lead you through the valley of the shadow 
of death or other various trials, so that in your weakness and depen-
dence on Him, He can grow in you a stronger, humbler, and more 
loving follower of Him than ever before.  

Going through such times can really make you feel like God isn’t 
listening, but sometimes, there is the very real possibility that God is 
not listening…and its’ your fault!  Psalm 66:18 says, “If I had cher-
ished iniquity in my heart, the Lord would not have listened,” (ESV).  
In other words, don’t expect God to listen to you, when you ignore 
Him.  ‘Cherishing iniquity’ comes in many forms and fashions, but 
the heart of it is clinging to sin, hiding sin, or even praying in such a 
way that would allow you to sin more boldly or conveniently.  The 
truth that sin voids your prayers, should cause your prayer to be that 
of Psalm 139:23-24, “Search me, O God, and know my heart!  Try 
me and know my thoughts!  And see if there be any grievous way 
in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.”  From there, you can go 
boldly to the throne of God’s grace in the name of Jesus Christ. 

I have been thinking about the Pharisees and Sadducees this last 
week. In Community Bible Study, we were studying Matthew 22, 
and they are still trying to trap Jesus with their questions.  

In class, it dawned on me just how much time they wasted not get-
ting to know Jesus, who He is, what He is about, what He does and 
doesn’t do. They were right there with Him, talking face to face with 
Him, and they chose to lie and deceive to try to trick Him with His 
answers, and they refused to accept who He was.  

We do the same thing, with people and Jesus. We would rather 
form opinions and think badly of someone based on what we hear 
about them, rather than take the time to get to know them, find out 
their life story and what makes them the person they are today. It 
takes effort to get to really know someone; it only takes a few sec-
onds to believe gossip and miss out on the blessing of truly getting 
to know someone.  

I believe what the Pharisees and Sadducees did was all part of 
God’s plan, so we could get to know Jesus better, and so we won’t 
do the same thing they did and miss out on getting to know Jesus, 
the One we must go through to get to Heaven; the One who died on a 
cross so we can be forgiven of our sins; the One who is the Way, the 
Truth, and the Life (John 14:6).

If you are not doing so, I encourage you to read your Bible, get 
involved in a Bible study or Sunday School class or something where 
you can study and learn and surround yourself with people who 
know Jesus and live for Him according to His Word. Don’t miss out 
on what is available to you to get to know your Savior. You may not 
understand Him or His Word, you may even disagree with some of 
the things Jesus said or did, but you won’t ever know until you get 
to know Him. This is true not only for Jesus, but for people in the 
world.
