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 The City of Friona, in 
conjunction with the Texas 
Association Against Sexual 
Assault (TAASA), hosted a 
free seminar for local and 
area law enforcement of-
ficers, victim advocates, 
district attorneys, and 
other interested parties 
on Monday, March 19th 
at the Redeemer Literacy 
Center. The training course 
was titled “Sexual Assault 
Investigations – From the 

City Hosts Seminar on sexual assault investigations

Crime Scene to the Court-
room.” Course instructors 
were Sergeant Michael Cr-
umrine of the Austin Police 
Department and Detective 
Kim Farbo, a retired Austin 
PD officer and current TA-
ASA Training Coordinator.

Since sexual assault in-
vestigations are consid-
ered to be some of the most 
complex investigations, the 
training highlighted com-
mon myths and miscon-
ceptions about these cases, 
as well as how to under-
stand the rape culture and 
its effect on society. The 
course also instructed the 
participants on best prac-
tices in regards to victim 
and suspect interviews. 
They also learned how to 
explore what evidence can 
be collected in sexual as-
sault investigations, how 
to do so, and what that evi-
dence can and cannot tell 
an investigator. Addition-
ally, the course covered 
the neurobiology of trauma 
and its effect on memory 
and explored pretext com-
munications (cell phone, 
computer, phone apps, 
etc.) and their value in 
these investigations.

Around 6.3 million adult 
Texans have been sexually 
assaulted in their lifetime. 
413,000 adult Texans have 
been assaulted in the past 
year. Sexual assault crimes 
cost the state $8 billion and 
the state incurs a cost of 
$42.8 million annually in 
services for victims. That 
costs each Texan $340 per 
year. Ninety-seven percent 
of all sexual assaults in-
volve no weapon and most 
assaults are committed 
by persons known to the 
victim. This seminar was

Last week I wrote about my 
Messianic Jewish friend, Jessica.  
The first time we met, she wrote 
the words “divine appointment” 
on a piece of scratch paper that 
I have carried ever since. When 
I received her letter a few weeks 
ago, those words came alive and 
took on a new meaning for me. 

When I read Jessica’s let-
ter, that piece of scratch paper 
came to my mind before I fin-
ished her letter. I knew without 
a doubt, God had orchestrated 
our meeting; He saw to it that 
she checked me into the ho-
tel; He arranged for me to wear 
the “I Am Second” bracelet that 
initiated our conversation—I 
knew it was a true divine ap-
pointment.   

I don’t believe in coinci-
dences, I believe things hap-
pen for a reason. I believe God 
orchestrates things. I believe He 
orchestrated that first meeting 
with Jessica and me. 

I wonder how many divine 
appointments I have missed 
because l wasn’t where God 
wanted me to be, or I didn’t do 
what God was wanting me to 
do? How many blessings have 
I missed because I was shy, 
afraid, not understanding, or I 
just didn’t want to do them?

Here lately, in my Bible study, 
God has been stressing to me 
the importance and need for 
being at one with Him, not do-
ing things my way but His way, 
trusting Him, being dependent 

on Him, following His Word, 
and walking in lock-step with 
Him. When we do these things, 
we won’t miss out on those di-
vine appointments He sets up; 
we will be looking for them!

God has many gifts and bless-
ings for us; many people for 
us to meet and be Jesus to; He 
has many opportunities lined 
up for us to be His hands, feet, 
mouth, and ears. We just need 
to be willing to keep our hearts, 
minds, and ears open to Him 
and His plans, and we don’t 
need to be late for those divine 
appointments He has set up for 
us! You don’t want to miss what 
He has for you, I promise, be-
cause it will be truly divine!

What important aspects of your life are a part of your daily rou-
tine?  Eating, drinking coffee, taking medicine, brushing teeth 
and other aspects of personal hygiene may be on your list, but 
what often gets left off is a daily dose of seeking the Lord.  Maybe 
life is hectic, things are busy, or you are in a mess too embarrass-
ing to bring before the Lord, so you don’t make time to seek the 
Lord.  How sad this is that you don’t ask the only one who has 
all the answers, or seek to fellowship with the one who knit you 
together in your mother’s womb.

Psalm 68:19 says, “Blessed be the Lord, who daily bears us 
up; God is our salvation.”  God “daily” wants to bear you up, and 
bless you with the strength, guidance and help you desperately 
need, which begs the question of whether you are seeking His 
help, strength and guidance.  Seeking the Lord’s help begins with 
seeking the Lord.  God has unsearchable treasures and blessings 
He will heap upon you in abundance, but the greatest of all those 
blessings is not something, but someone, Jesus Christ.  When you 
seek Jesus Christ, and fellowship with Him, out of His presence 
flows the help, strength and direction you need to conquer the 
trials and weather the storms as Jesus leads you through.  

Every summer my Pop would plant a large 
garden of all the basics from black-eyed peas to 
Black diamond watermelons. On one occasion, 
we (my cousins and I) had the day off from hoeing 
and were hunting with our Daisy BB guns, which 
took us near the garden. We were famished, so 
we did what any 11 y/o would do. We pulled out 
our trusty pocket knives and took a break. I first 
launched into the cucumbers eating two of me-
dium size, then on to the cantaloupe. I ATE TWO 
all by myself. (Did I mention they were nice and 
hot?) Then we concluded our break sharing a 
watermelon before our trek down the turn row in 
time for lunch. By the time we loaded up, none of 
us were feeling very well. The six mile drive back 
to town seemed eternally slow when suddenly, 
Pop stopped the pickup in the middle of the road. 
There in front of us, the ultimate prize, a rattle-

snake sunning in the road. The problem was the 
three of us by this time were so sick that we could 
hardly get out of the pickup. Pop ended up killing 
the snake for us with a shovel. I have the rattles as 
a reminder of an opportunity missed and DON’T 
eat warm cantaloupe, EVER. To this day, I can only 
eat the delicious little melon if it is ice cold.

I think most of us understand the dangers of rat-
tlesnakes and, when given an opportunity to get 
rid of one, we probably would. Sin is like a snake 
in that it can really be dangerous, but so can other 
things like those little indulgences, or distractions 
that sort of add up, like cantaloupes, leaving us ill-
equipped to battle darkness. Christians can miss 
many opportunities to dispel darkness and do 
good because when the opportunities arise we 
are not ready. Live wisely, don’t get so entangled 
in stuff that you can’t stand when called to do so.

The second Playa Field Day 
of the spring season open to 
landowners and the interested 
public will be held Tuesday, 
March 27 from 9:30 a.m.-1 p.m. 
at South Plains College-Reece 
Center, Building 2, Classroom

According to Darryl Birken-
feld, director of Ogallala Com-
mons, one of the sponsors for 
the event, the field day will 
cover general playa charac-
teristics, playas in a changing 
climate, accessing playas for 
habitat biodiversity, best man-
agement practices, and playa 
restoration programs.

“Playas are shallow, rain-
fed seasonal wetlands dotted 
throughout the Great Plains. 
When wet, playas provide cru-
cial habitat for many wildlife 
species that depend on water 
to survive. When dry, playas 
also support several other 
Great Plains wildlife species 
because they often provide the 
only natural habitat in a region 
dominated by agricultural pro-
duction. Playas also recharge 
water to the underlying Ogal-
lala aquifer, filter nutrients and 
chemicals from the surround-
ing watershed, and add rec-
reational value to the region.  
Climate extremes and changes 
pose an additional threat to al-
ready vulnerable playa ecosys-
tems,” Birkenfeld explained.

Following coffee and re-

freshments, the session will 
begin with an overview of the 
day, followed by a presenta-
tion by Rachel Owen from the 
School of Natural Resources, 
University of Missouri-Colum-
bia on “Playas in a Changing 
Climate.”  

Don Kahl, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department Region 1 
migratory game bird specialist, 
will then speak on the Texas 
Playa Conservation Initiative.

At 11am, the group will de-
part for a Field Trip to visit 
two nearby Lubbock County 
playas that have been restored 
through the Texas Playa Con-
servation Initiative. Partici-
pants will then return to the 
Reece Center classroom and  a 
sandwich lunch will be served 
at 12:30 p.m. that will include 
a wrap-up session to be led by 
the presenters.  The workshop 
will adjourn at 1 p.m. 

Along with Ogallala Com-
mons, the workshop is co-
sponsored by the Lubbock-
headquartered High Plains 
Underground Water Con-
servation District and Texas 
Parks & Wildlife Department.
