FBC SONSHINE SCHOOL ENROLLMENT

This generation is not the 
only generation that has ever 
been in dire need of a heaven 
sent, Spirit empowered revival 
and great awakening.  Psalm 
85 gives a prayer for revival on 
behalf of ancient Israel.  The 
prayer begins by looking back 
at God’s former blessings, 
especially God biggest bless-
ing, his forgiveness of their 
sin.  From there the psalmist 
doesn’t just reminisce about 
the good ole days, but he be-
gins to plead with God for re-
vival and restoration, which is 
rooted in God’s character and 
His promises. 

Verse 8 is a key verse in the 
Psalm, because it speaks of 
two important realities regard-
ing revival.  First, the question 
is not IF God is speaking, but 
WHAT is He saying.  It’s a sin-

ful shame that many in the 
church today mope around 
as if God doesn’t have any-
thing to say about their lives.  
God has said so much regard-
ing them and their situation 
if they would just listen and 
dare open up the Bible, they 
would receive His direction 
and power.  Secondly, verse 
8 warns against backsliding 
on God after He moves in a 
mighty way in your life.  The 
Bible says “…let them not turn 
back to folly.”  Isn’t it sad how 
many people encounter God 
in their lives, and even serve 
him fervently for a time, but 
eventually grow cold toward 
the Lord?  Revival is the rekin-
dling of your love and desires 
for the Lord, and we need the 
Lord’s power and presence in 
our lives, homes, churches, 

country and world.  May you 
pray for God sent revival and 
awakening, and resolve that 
when it comes, that you won’t 
turn back to folly.

Last week, Fox News’ “The 
Five” discussed news from 
England headlined: “Geneti-
cally modified babies given 
go ahead by UK ethics body.”  
“The Nuffield Council on 
Bioethics said that changing 
the DNA of a human embryo 
could be ‘morally permis-
sible’ if it was in the future 
child’s interests and did not 
add to the kind of inequali-
ties that already divide so-
ciety.”  They cite that gene 
modification could prevent 
children from getting diseas-
es in the future.  Rush Lim-
baugh has talked for years 
about getting to the point 
where you can basically de-
sign your own baby.  

On the face of it, this seems 
like a great thing.  People 
know what they want their 
children to look like and be 
like, and none of us want our 
children to be hurt or sick or 
face pain if we can possibly 

prevent it from happening.  
In another article, “’What 

kind of society do you want 
to live in?’ Inside the coun-
try where Down’s syndrome 
is disappearing,” we learn 
that, “Since prenatal screen-
ing tests were introduced in 
Iceland in the early 2000s, 
the vast majority of wom-
en--close to 100%-- who 
received a positive test for 
Down’s syndrome terminat-
ed their pregnancy.”

In both of these articles, 
people are taking matters 
into their own hands to get 
what they, not God, want.  So 
much more research needs 
to be done in this area.  We 
still do not know the total ef-
fect of gene modification on 
an embryo, the mother, or 
the father.  Many questions 
still need to be answered 
about the spiritual, moral, 
ethical, physical (what hap-
pens to the baby as a result of 

this process), emotional, and 
mental aspects to this issue.   

Until I am proven wrong, 
this is what I believe:  God 
creates every human being.  
Therefore, efforts to modify 
genes in embryos is saying 
God doesn’t know what He is 
doing, or He made a mistake, 
when He creates a baby with 
blue eyes rather than brown, 
or He allows a baby to have 
Down’s syndrome.

God doesn’t makes mis-
takes.  He creates each of us 
in His image (Genesis 1:27).  
I believe God has a reason, 
purpose and plan for creat-
ing each of us the way He 
does.  I don’t believe humans 
know as much as they think 
they do, nor do they see the 
whole picture like God does.  

So, when someone decides 
to change something about 
God’s creation, they are 
messing with God, and that 
never turns out well.

In May of 1988, Seventy 
or so 18 year olds launched 
into the world as graduates of 
Friona High School. In July of 
2018, twenty five returned for 
our 30th Class Reunion. It was 
amazing that our annual pic-
tures looked just as they did 
30 years ago, we on the other 
hand had made some slight 
adjustments. Six or eight of 
us live here and although we 
do see each other from time 
to time, our crazy lives keeps 

us from spending much time 
together. Sadly, 10 from our 
class have passed away in the 
thirty years since high school. 
We talked of old times, our 
families and all that has hap-
pened since our departure. 
It was a treasured time with 
people we navigated the 
turbulent waters of adoles-
cence so many years before. 
Those folks will always be 
special, because those folks 
journeyed life with us from 
childhood to adulthood. It 
was a time of learning and 
discovery, dealing with par-
ents and struggles all in the 
safer waters of Friona. It is a 
unique group of which I am 
thankful to belong. Parting 
is always a little sad, but hav-
ing been reunited after such 
a time brought far more joy. 
Our time was short, but we 
promised to do it again soon-
er than later and are thank-
ful that so many could come 
home if but for a few hours.

Reunions are special. It is 
the reconnecting after a time 
of being apart. I really en-
joyed getting to be with my 

classmates. Yes, I am a little 
thicker in the middle and a 
little lighter on top, but that 
didn’t matter to anyone, what 
mattered was the connection 
itself. The reminder of not 
only who we once were, but 
that who we were is reflected 
in who we have become and 
that deep inside there is that 
little part that never changed 
it connects us with our his-
tory, brings joy to the present 
and encourages our future to 
gather again. 

God also is big on re-
unions. I can only imagine 
the moment Jesus stepped 
back through the corridors 
of heaven to be reunited 
with His Father after fulfill-
ing God’s will and plan for 
Himself. One day, the Lord 
will call us home and we 
will reunite with those who 
have gone on before and al-
though I have only specula-
tion as to how that will look, 
I know that the reunion will 
be blessed and the fellowship 
sweet. Thank you Class of 88 
you are treasures in my life 
and I am blessed.

REPORT OF Altha K. Herington, County Treasurer of PAR-
MER County, Texas, of Receipts and Expenditures from 
April 01, to June 30, 2018 Inclusive:

AUSTIN - The Texas economy 
added 27,200 seasonally adjust-
ed nonfarm jobs in June, which 
marked 24 consecutive months 
of employment growth. Over 
the year, Texas added 359,500 
jobs for an annual employ-
ment growth rate of 2.9 per-
cent. Private-sector employers 
added 26,400 positions over the 
month.

The U.S. Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) Farm Service Agency (FSA) en-
courages all farmers, ranchers, and FSA 
program participants to take part in 
the  Parmer County Committee election 
nomination process. 

FSA’s county committees are a critical 
component of the day-to-day operations 
of FSA and allow grassroots input and 
local administration of federal farm pro-
grams. 

Committees are comprised of locally 
elected agricultural producers respon-
sible for the fair and equitable admin-
istration of FSA farm programs in their 
counties. Committee members are ac-

countable to the Secretary of Agriculture. 
If elected, members become part of a lo-
cal decision making and farm program 
delivery process. 

A county committee is composed of 
three to 11 elected members from local 
administrative areas (LAA). Each mem-
ber serves a three-year term. One-third of 
the seats on these committees are open 
for election each year. County commit-
tees may have an appointed advisor to 
further represent the local interests of un-
derserved farmers and ranchers. Under-
served producers are beginning, women 
and other minority farmers and ranchers 
and land owners and/or operators who 

have limited resources. Other minority 
groups including Native American and 
Alaska Natives; persons under the pover-
ty level, and persons that have disabilities 
are also considered underserved. 

This year Parmer County, LAA-3 will be 
holding the election.   This is the Bovina 
/ Farwell area of the county. All nomina-
tion forms for the 2018 election must be 
postmarked or received in the local USDA 
service center by Aug. 1, 2018. For more 
information on FSA county committee 
elections and appointments, refer to the 
FSA fact sheet: Eligibility to Vote and Hold 
Office as a COC Member available online 
at: www.fsa.usda.gov/elections.

Dairy industry challenges, from 
the heat to the marketplace

Texas’ red-hot summer is 
underway. Most of our dairy 
regions once again are suffer-
ing the beginnings of a terrible 
drought. No matter where you 
are, the conditions could defi-
nitely be better.

Central Texas corn was har-
vested early and with lower 
starch levels than expected. Hay 
is already scarce and in big de-
mand across most of the state. 
But as we have seen before, dry 
weather is usually good milking 
weather.

Production remains strong 
this year and will be able to al-
most fill the new Select Milk Pro-
ducers plant in Littlefield when 
it comes on line in less than a 
year. Some farmers are consid-
ering building a new facility, 
but can the market handle the 
milk? It is hard to tell a farmer 
not to build a new facility or that 
no one wants their milk. If the 
state’s production falls to only a 
3 percent growth, a new 4 mil-
lion gallon per day plant will be 
needed every few years. Add in 
the fact that most growth will in-
evitably be in a lower profit mar-
gin export product, and profit 
margins continue to tighten.

We’re starting to again hear 
discussion about curbing pro-
duction. This coming at the 
same time we see Canada’s dairy 
system deal with the reduction 
of their tariffs that help to secure 
their market for decades. This 
has kept their market filled pri-
marily with their dairy products 
with few imported products. 
Reducing this tariff will inevi-
table eat away at their market as 
the overproduced northeast 
and upper Midwest areas of the 
United States are poised to com-
pete with Canada’s dairy prod-
ucts. These tariffs have protected 
our northern neighbors from 
our dairy production for many, 
many years.

How do you make more mon-
ey in the dairy industry? Milk 
more cows. That has long been 
the system most dairy farmers 
have grown to operate under. 
However, excess milk that has to 
be marketed at little to no profit 
takes money from everyone. 
These decisions are very diffi-
cult to make and even harder to 
implement.

The dairy industry has 
changed so drastically in such a 
short time in Texas that it is easy 

to relish in the idea of normalcy 
for a while. But things will con-
tinue to change. Build another 
plant or control production? 
Neither option is easy, but one 
thing is for sure: the industry will 
continue to evolve in Texas.
