Treasure Trust, Transparency and Truth

Universities have lost the
public trust. Pew, Gallop, and
a number of other assemblers
of public opinion have studied
and reported findings that sug-
gest public trust in Higher Ed-
ucation is eroding. University
of Oregon president Michael
Schill in a University World
News post proposed several
causes of evaporating trust.
Anti-intellectualism, a lack of
diversity, indoctrination, ero-
sion of shared or common
interests by increasingly loud
and narrowly focused inter-
est groups and a host of other
legitimate reasons rob institu-
tional trust.

Universities do not have the
market cornered on institu-
tional distrust. Forty percent
of Americans queried by Gal-
lup in 1973 said they trusted
institutions. By 1979 it had
climbed to 51%, and then over
the years has descended to a
rate of about 20%. Congress led

the slide with a rate of between
10 and 15%, depending on
who you believe. Newspapers
chased elected officials into
the “trust” basement accord-
ing to Forbes. While universi-
ties are not on the study list,
public schools don't fare very
well either. The military is the
most trusted institution in the

United States, and interesting-
ly, small businesses are second
in the registry of esteem.

Government generally is not
trusted. In a Boston Globe re-
flection, former president of
Harvard University Lawrence
Summers provides insight for
the foundation of Americans’
lack of trust in government. He
uses an example of the Ander-
son Memorial Bridge over the
Charles River in Cambridge. It
took less than a year to build
at a price tag of about $600,000
and is now requiring repairs
that will take five years with a
price tag of over $25,000,000.
Summers includes commen-
tary on “a gaggle of regulators
and veto players each with the
power to block or delay,” rep-
resenting various groups. The
point is this: How can any or-
ganization be trusted when it
cost so much and takes so long
to fix a 232-foot span - less than
a long punt on Sunday after-
noon?

Even if you like big gov-
ernment, you must ask, “Do
such actions and results cre-
ate trust?” Of course, they do
not. Trust has left the build-
ing, and good feelings, positive
thoughts, and rhetoric don’t
change that fact. Actions do.

Universities must be truthful
and transparent in decision-
making and execution. If insti-
tutional rhetoric proclaims that
everyone deserves a fair chance
because without it Jefferson’s
“unnatural aristocracy” rules,
I agree. However, admitting
students not ready to study be-
cause they come with a pocket
full of loan dollars on the ba-
sis of giving them a chance is
neither transparent, nor trust-
worthy. It is misleading and a
form of lying and cheating. Yes,
universities need to make op-
portunity available; however,
relentlessly ~ communicating
costs and benefits is required.
This is particularly so for those
who are the first in their family
to attend college, for they may

believe that any study path
leads to a bright future.

Sarah Goldrick-Rab, profes-
sor of higher education policy
at Temple University says,
“We're worth it, debt is worth
it, taking a loan to come here
is very much worth it when
in fact the truth may lie else-
where. What is disarmingly
difficult is that leadership of
universities believe this “near-
ly-the-truth” mantra regarding
the value of a university edu-
cation. A good education has
great value even in fields where
employment potential may be
low, but, to declare all courses
of study as equally valuable is
not transparent.

At West Texas A&M Univer-
sity, while debt levels for all
of our graduates over the past
decade have been fairly con-
stant on a college-by-college
basis, starting salaries vary by
100%. Students graduating in
engineering and computer sci-
ence secured salaries at above
$75,000 per year. In some fields
starting salaries were half that,
but again, debt levels were
about the same. Transparency
would dictate that we make
students and families aware of
these differentials. For the 30%
of students at WT that don’t
have to borrow, these cautions
and realities may be of lesser
consequence, but I don’t think
so.

Accrediting agencies, on a
road paved with good inten-
tions, never address the value
of a degree. State coordinating
boards, in my experience, have
only recently suggested that
there should be a relationship
between borrowing for an ed-
ucation and the ultimate, an-
ticipated employment value of
the course of study. The Texas
Higher Education Coordinat-
ing Board, for example, sug-
gests that a student should ac-
crue no more debt in securing
an education than 60% of the
first-year anticipated starting
salary. If a student anticipates
an annual starting salary of
$50,000, they should not bor-
row more than $30,000.

West Texas A&M Univer-
sity initiated a program called
Buff$mart that helps students
assess reasonable borrowing
levels based on their chosen
course of study. While it is too
early to judge effectiveness,
encouragingly over 2,000 indi-
vidual student contacts have
resulted.

For organizations that trade
in trust, transparency and
truthfulness are the only things
that matter. Good universities
will address the trust deficit
head on.

Psalm 86—Ingredients for Prayer

If you were going to make
a delicious cake, what would
you putinit? Flour, chocolate,
sugar, chocolate, milk, choco-
late, eggs, chocolate, and a
little more chocolate may be
part of your recipe, all for the
purpose of making a delicious
dessert. In dessert making
there are specific ingredi-
ents you put in which render
a certain product. Similarly,
in prayer, there are essential
aspects to Christ honoring
prayer, and you read about a
few in Psalm 86.

Psalm 86 is a heartfelt prayer
of David that breaks down
into three parts. First is his
petition for the Lord to hear
and answer his prayer (v1-7).
Then he moves into praising

God for who God is and what
God has done in his life. This
essential aspect of prayer calls
for scriptural meditation on
the wonder of who God is as
well as pondering the works
He has accomplished. When
prayer includes significant
time of praising and meditat-
ing on who God is, it trans-
forms the requests that you
make in your prayers. For
example, the final section of
Psalm 86 is verse 14-17 where
David pleas for God’s help.
Verse 14 depicts a very urgent
problem in which “a band
of ruthless men seek my life,
and they do not set you before
them.” In other words, the
mob was after David, which is
a serious problem, but he an-

chors his soul and hope in who
God is, followed by what God
can do. Many prayers would
have turned immediately to
‘Lord slay the wicked and my
enemies’ but David recalls
God’s mercy, grace, patience,
love and faithfulness and asks
God for strength through trial,
salvation from above, and for
a sign that his enemies would
know that God is real.

The desire for God to be
glorified in how you pray and
what you pray is a key ingredi-
ent to Christ honoring prayer!
Stop praying “my will be
done” and instead pray “Lord,
thy will be done” in full trust
of who He is, and that what-
ever answer He gives will be
best.
