The 62nd Annual Maize Days Celebration kept roll-
ing this past week with the crowning of a Homecom-
ing Queen, Friday Night Football, the Dixon Memorial 
Walk/Run, the Parade, and a meet/eat/greet/raffling 
good time in the City Park.

During the Friona-Roosevelt pre-game festivities Fri-
day night, Liliana Lozoya was named the 2018 Home-
coming Queen. Last year’s winner, Jacqueline Legar-
reta, was there to place the crown. The FHS Marching 
Band was also on the field in full uniform to assist in 
the event. They will go to marching contest on October 
20th in Amarillo. Even though the bonfire got rained 
out Thursday night, the Friona Chieftains still lit a fire 
under the visiting Eagles and took them to the limit 
38-0 to remain undefeated for the season.

On Saturday morning the Dixon Memorial Walk/Run 
was held in challenging cool conditions. The upper 40s 
and low 50s were a drastic change from the 80-90 de-
gree days we had earlier in the week. The cold weather 
did not dampen the enthusiasm of the participants and 
Parmer Paws raised over $800 to help homeless pets in 
our community.

The annual Maize Days Parade had 65 entrants that 
included first responders, pageant contestants, vin-
tage vehicles, reunion attendees, machinery, livestock, 
sports teams, floats, and Elvis. Jim Bob Jones was the 
parade announcer and Erika Montana was his assis-
tant.

After the parade, everyone enjoyed a wide variety of 
food and fun in the park. The 62nd Annual Maize Days 
Celebration is now rock-n-roll history. Thank you, 
thank you very much.

Earl Chester, 
owner of Chester Gin, said he 
was happy to once again have 
ginned Friona’s first bale of 
cotton. It marks the eight time 
in ten years for Chester Gin to 
process the city’s first bale of 
cotton.

The Parmer County Commissioners Court met in regular ses-
sion on Monday, September 24th at 10:00 a.m. in the County 
Courtroom of the Parmer County Courthouse in Farwell, Texas. 
All commissioners were present. The meeting began with prayer 
and the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag and the Texas 
Flag.

The Minutes from the previous meeting were read and ap-
proved. Approval was also given for the payment of the accounts 
payables as presented by County Auditor Larry Johnston. The 
Commissioners also reviewed the Treasurer’s Report presented 
by Altha Herington and approved the calculated payroll and dis-
bursement for all county employees and elected officials.

The Commissioners rescheduled the Monday, October 8th 
meeting to Friday, October 5th since that Monday is the Colum-
bus Day Holiday.

The Court approved action to provide all county employees 
with flu shots at no cost. For $20, spouses of county employees 
can also receive the flu shot.

 Many people believe that God’s Word is changing and evolving 
with the times.  Since I don’t agree with those people, I am using 
His Word to explain my point of view.

First, (John 1:1) “In the beginning the Word already existed. The 
Word was with God, and the Word was God.”  Yes, Jesus is the Word.

Second, (Hebrews 4:12) “For the word of God is alive and pow-
erful.  It is sharper than the sharpest two-edged sword, cutting be-
tween soul and spirit, between joint and marrow.  It exposes our 
innermost thoughts and desires.”  Whether we agree with God’s 
Word or not, His Word does show us what our innermost thoughts, 
beliefs, and desires really are! (See 2 Timothy 3:16 below.)

Third, God’s Word is truth. (Psalm 119:160) “The very essence of 
Your words is truth; all Your regulations will stand forever”.  (Prov-
erbs 12:19) “Truthful words stand the test of time, but lies are soon 
exposed.”  God’s Word works every single time it is tried!

Fourth, obedience.  (Psalm 119:9) “How can a young person stay 
pure? By obeying your Word.” (James 1:22-25) “But don’t just listen 
to God’s Word.  You must do what it says.  Otherwise, you are only 
fooling yourselves.  For if you listen to the Word and don’t obey, it 
is like glancing at your face in the mirror.  You see yourself, walk 
away, and forget what you look like.  But if you look carefully into 
the perfect law that sets you free, and if you do what it says and 
don’t forget what you heard, then God will bless you for doing it.”

Fifth, changing God’s Word.  (Matthew 15:3, 7-9) “Jesus replied, 
‘And why do you by your traditions, violate the direct command-
ments of God?’ You hypocrites! Isaiah was right when he proph-
esied about you, for he wrote ‘These people honor me with their 
lips, but their hearts are far from me.  Their worship is a farce, for 
they teach man-made ideas as commanded from God.’”

Sixth, I don’t claim to know the Bible; I don’t claim to under-
stand it all; but, I do believe 2 Timothy 3:16, “All Scripture is God-
breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and 
training in righteousness.”  And, I believe Jesus when He said in 
Matthew 24:35, “Heaven and earth will disappear, but My Words 
will never disappear.”  

God’s Word has changed my life, and because of it, I am a better 
(not perfect) person.  I just can’t turn my back on a Jesus who has 
loved me and done so much to transform me; so, I will keep believ-
ing and trusting Him and His Word. 

Your praise to God filled with purpose, or drained of joy?  Is 
it intentional worship, or a wimpy waste of time?  Is your praise 
to the Almighty Creator, Risen Savior, Lord of Lords and King of 
Kings, an exercise in a selfish mindset that asks ‘what do I get out 
of it’, or do you seek to give God the praise that is due His name?

Psalm 98 is a short and sweet call to purposeful praise unto the 
Lord.  The first three verses call you to praise the Lord because of 
His salvation and victory.  His salvation calls for a new song that 
celebrates the marvelous things that He has done and is still do-
ing.  Personally, I am eternally grateful for the Lord’s salvation in 
my life.  I was a third grader when Jesus saved me from my sins, 
and I have been forever different, and I have something to praise 
the Lord for.  

Next, purposeful praise invites you to praise God with joyful 
noise.  Some of these noises come from your vocal cords in shouts 
and songs, but others come from instruments and melody.  The 
gift of music is such a powerful, inspiring and moving gift that 
God has given us, and scripture invites musical talent to be done 
with excellence as we praise the Lord!

Finally, purposeful praise longs for the Lord’s return, which is 
how this psalm ends.  The Lord’s return will usher in his justice 
and righteousness, in which our faith will become sight, sin will 
be erased and His glory will be unveiled for all to see.  Purposeful 
praise anticipates Christ’s return, and looks ahead to that day we 
sing about in the last verse of Amazing Grace, “When we’ve been 
there ten thousand years, bright shining as the sun; we’ve no less 
days to sing God’s praise, than when we first begun.”

The old saying, “If you don’t like the weather stick around a half 
hour and it will change,” is true of weather in the Texas Panhan-
dle. This time of year we have hot days and then cool days. Yet 
another reminder that change is a constant.

Sometimes we have cool fronts that blow in dropping the tem-
perature a few degrees and we adjust quickly and often enjoy the 
gentle break from the heat. Then there are the cold fronts, they 
drop in out of the north because someone up in Dalhart left the 
gate open.  It is not as pleasant as the temperatures drop dramati-
cally and you find yourself digging in your closet past the jackets 
to the heavy coveralls. It is more shock and awe than pleasant 
transition.  

Most of us can use a little change & it keeps things interesting, 
but when change is thrust upon us in big doses we have a much 
more difficult time adjusting. It seems simply too much too fast.

There will be times that change is ushered in like a cold front, 
big and dramatic. It forces us to make choices we are little pre-
pared to make. Yet when life imposes its will and change looms 
as large as a blue norther we must decide will I trust the Lord 
with this one or will I choose to go it alone? The answer is often 
dictated by one’s faith or lack thereof. We can face it without hope 
and completely reliant on self. Many times the fruit produced is 
anger and bitterness towards the event in life that we deem the 
source of our ills.

Yet if we anchor deep when the north winds pound away, put-
ting our faith in a Savior who endured much more on our behalf 
we can grow from the experience. This does not mean it will be 
rose pedals and butterflies, but it does mean that even in tough 
situations Jesus walks with us, producing in us strength, hope 
and a greater appreciation for knowing what is possible with God 
in the mix. So move through this month with hope for the cold 
fronts will come that is life, but we have a shelter in the Almighty 
to see us through it.

Along with cooler weather, Fall brings the much-anticipated season of 
harvest.  Whether it is a field of corn or cotton, or a small well-tended 
garden, harvesting crops is a reward.  Earlier this month, I overheard 
a conversation about harvesting black-eyed peas and it made me curi-
ous about this unique vegetable.  

•	 Black-eyed peas are really legumes and the best-known variety of 
cowpeas.

•	 They are also known as Southern Peas, crowder peas, and field 
peas.

•	 Harvest can begin with the young leaves to make a good green 
salad.

•	 Harvest the leaves lightly because the leaves give the plant energy 
for pod production.

•	 Green pods appear in 60-70 days.
•	 These pods are edible and can be eaten like edamame or blanched 

and frozen for long term storage.
•	 Mature pods can be harvested for dry storage when they have 

turned brown and dried.  The peas will rattle inside the pods.  
•	 Dry beans can be stored in air tight containers.
•	 Emptied hulls make a great addition to the compost pile.
•	 No fertilizer is needed for black-eyed peas.  In fact, they are a 

wonderful soil builder for new beds or marginal soil.  https://

•	 Black-eyed peas offer a balance of healthy protein and carbs as 
well as fiber and iron.

I have vague memories from my childhood of snapping peas with my 
grandmother.  As an adult, I don’t prepare this dish very often.  Bill, 
not a fan of many vegetables, refuses to enjoy black-eyed peas.  He 
spent many hours over several years custom cutting peas for other 

Hopping John for Company
8-10 servings
Combine in a Dutch oven:
4 cups frozen black-eyed peas
1 large ham hock or ½ pound cubed ham
1 cup onion, chopped
1 cup celery, chopped
2 – 3 tsp. salt
2 ½ tsp. chili powder
¼ tsp. dried basil leaves
1 bay leaf
1 can (16oz) tomatoes, drained and cut into small pieces, 
reserve juice
Add enough water to slightly cover ingredients.  Cook, un-
covered over medium heat, stirring occasionally, 25 minutes.  
Stir in 1 cup uncooked rice.  Cover and cook 20 more min-
utes.  Add more water if needed.  Uncover last 10 minutes 
if too juicy.  This cookbook says this is served best with 
cornbread.  
Full disclosure about the first recipe.  I used canned peas.  
Also, I didn’t have salt pork, so I sautéed my onions in ba-
con grease.  I have not tried the second recipe, but thought 
it sounded good.  If anyone tries this one, let me know how 
it turns out. 

Black-eyed Peas
6-8 servings
½ pound salt pork
1 medium onion, chopped
2 pounds fresh, shelled black-eyed peas or 4 8-ounce pack-
ages frozen black-eyed peas
1 pound fresh okra or 1 8-ounce package frozen okra
Salt and pepper, to taste
Slice the pork into ¼-inch-thick slices, then cut slices into 
¼ -inch-thick strips.  In a Dutch oven, cook the salt pork 
strips slowly in ¼ cup of water until the water evaporates 
and the salt park is crisp and slightly browned.  Remove the 
pork strips from the pan.  There will be a salty residue and 
a small amount of pork drippings left in the pan.  Add the 
chopped onion and sauté until soft.  Add the black-eyed peas 
and enough water to barely cover the peas.  Cut the okra into 
½-inch rounds, discarding stems, and add to the peas.  Bring 
to a boil, then reduce heat to a simmer.  Cook until very 
tender and season with salt and pepper, to taste.  

farmers and this experience left him jaded.  He swore he would never 
eat a black-eyed pea. 
However, many love this vegetable.  This week’s first recipe comes 
from the Texas Cowboy Cooking cookbook written by Tom Perini.  It 
is a basic way to prepare black-eyed peas.  I tried this out last week 
at a church dinner.  I had never had okra in my black-eyed peas, but 
Lunell Horton told me her mom always cooked her peas with okra.  
She said it was a “Southern thing.”  So, to go along with this theme, 
the second recipe is another Southern tradition, “Hopping John for 
Company.”  I found this recipe in the More Calf Fries to Caviar 
cookbook written by Janel Franklin and Sue Vaughn.

Gasoline prices in Texas 
have fallen 1.2 cents per gal-
lon in the past week, averaging 
$2.59/g yesterday, according 
to GasBuddy’s daily survey of 
13,114 stations in Texas.
