Texas Education 
Agency Discusses 
Civil Rights Act

The Texa.s Education Agency 
has notified local school officials 
o f  the requirements of Title A’ l, 
Civil Rights Act of 19*’>4. The 
directive from the agency follows;

Texas school districts which 
have been acceptetl undei Title 
A'l of the Civil Rights .Acts of 
li*<>4 as complying under the pro­
visions of the Act, are hereby 
notified that the.-e districts are 
now subject to the following re­
quirements;

1. Continued provision of ser­
vices and other benefit.'! under 
Federally assisted program.-- ( n a 
non-discriminatory basis as set 
forth in the Civil Rights .Act of 
19« 1.

'¿. Periodic reviews by the staff  
o f  the Texas Flducation .Agency to 
ascertain and assuie that pr.ic- 
tices are in conformity with the 
terms of the .Act, the regulations 
o f  the United States Commission­
er of Fiducation, and the school 
district’s .Assurance of Compli­
ance or plan for ilesegregation.

¡i. The rights o f  citizens to tile 
a complaint with the Texas Fldu- 
cation .Agency or with the Unifced 
States Department of Health. Ed­
ucation, and AA’elfare, or both, if 
they beheve that discrimination on 
the ground ot race, color, and 
national origin is being practiced.

Procedure for Receiving and 
Evaluating Complaint«

Under Texas law, any person 
or parties aggrieved with the ac­
tion or decision o f  any board of 
trustees or board of education 
may appeal in writing to the State

AV’i.s<iom. and family Friday.
•Air. and Mrs. Hugh Shultz of

Commissioner of Flducation who 
is required to examine such an 
appeal and lender a ju<igment 
upon it. This responsibility is dis­
charged by the State  Commission­
er of F3ducation as follows:

a. Complaints may be in the 
form o f  a formal proceeding with 
a formal hearing. The appeal may 
be taken from the State Commis­
sioner to the S tate  Board of Fldu- 
cution anil then to the Courts.

b. Complaints may be filed in­
formally requesting the State  
Commissioner to follow ui> and 
to secure action on an informal 
basis.

Complaint.- arising in connection 
with the Civil Rights .Act of 1 9 « !  
may be filed formally or informal­
ly as the complainant desires. I f  
the complaint is tiled formally, 
the regulai piocedure for such 
complaints wili be followed. If the 
complainant files informally, the 
complaint will be assigned to a 
member of the .Agency s ta ff  who 
will ascertain the facts, discuss 
the complaint with local school 
officials, and attempt to secure 
correction if such is needed. The 
s ta ff  member will report to the 
State Commissioner w ho will eval­
uate the complaint. .A copy of 
each complaint received, as well 
as information on its disposition, 
will be transmitted to the United 
States Commissioner of F'.ducation 
or his designated lepiesentative.

This letter will seiwe as notice 
to the general )iublic as well as 
liwal .school districts in regard 
to the rights of citizens under the 
Civil Rights .'Act of l'.**>4. Copies 
of this letter are being given gen­
eral circulation.

This year’s trrowth of crops is 
less than normal. Careful a tten­
tion shouUI be ijiven to leaving 
all the residue on top of the soil. 
Small amount o f  residue cover 
not only a ffec ts  the land, in not 
holding the moisture uniformly, 
but also a ffects  people, livestock 
and motorized equipment. Erosion 
caused by lack o f  residue cover 
a ffec ts  local areas, causing ad­
joining Oebls to blow and damage 
crops. Sand blows across public 
roads, or drifts into towns caus­
ing health problems.

Whether we arc farmer» or not, 
we have an interest in the land. 
.Maintenance jobs are expensive 
and cost every»»ne. It  is not pleas­
ant to remember the dust bowl 
»lays, but we dare not forget the 
lesson it taught us. I f  the soil 
has a Kood residue cover, wind 
and water erosion does not carry 
it away.
