E IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE

STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 17
of Article VII of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas
be amended so as to hereafter
read as follows:

“Section 17. In lieu of the
state ad valorem tax on prop-
erty of Seven Cents (7¢) on
the One Hundred Dollars
($100.00) valuation heretofore
permitted to be levied by Sec-
tion 51 of Article III, as
amended, there is hereby lev-
jed, in addition to all other
taxes permitted by the Con-
stitution of Texas, a state ad
valorem tax on property of
Two Cents (2¢) on the One
Hundred Dollars ($100.00)
valuation for the purpose of
creating a special fund for the
continuing payment of Con-
federate pensions as provided
under Section 61, Article III
and for the establishment an
continued maintenance of the
State Building Fund as pro-
vided in Section 51b, Article
111, of the Constitution.

“Also, there is hereby lev-
jed, in addition to all other
taxes permitted by the Con-
stitution of Texas, a state ad
valorem tax on property of
Ten Cents (10¢) on the One
Hundred Dollars ($100.00)
valuation for the purpose of
creating a special fund for the
purpose of acquiring, con-
structing and initially equip-
ing buildings or otMer perma-
nent improvements at the des-
ignated institutions of higher
learning provided that none of
the proceeds of this tax shall
be used for auxiliary enter-
rises; and the governing
goard of each such institu-
tion of higher learning is
fully authorized to pledge all
