•An $8,lHiO-plus deficit of ex­
penditures over receipt,' i.s in 
prospect fur the Crowell Consoli­
dated Independent School District 
following the adoption of the new 
year'.s budged by the (loard at a 
meeting .Monday night.

Total revenues expected by the 
district are $450,3.36.18 while to­
tal expenditures are expected to 
be $458,392.00.

Expenditures
Expenditures by the district for 

the year as .set up in the budget 
include the following:

Administration; .'aluries, con­
tracted services and other ex­
penses, $23,869.

Instruction costs will total 
$165,314.00. Of this amount, $500 
will go for textbooks, $158,364.00 
for .salaries, $1.150.00 for library 
and audiu-visuai materials, $3,500 
for teaching supplies and $1,800 
for other expense.s.

Health services will cost $300, 
and $8.686.00 will be spent on 
pupil transportation, including 
$7,186.00 for replacement of ve­
hicles.

Operation of the plant, includ­
ing janitors' salaries of $6.120, 
plus utilities and supplies will 
cost $16,870.00. Plant mainte­
nance will be $40.448, which in­
cludes some $31,340 in improve­
ments approved in the bond issue.

Fixed charges, including em­
ployee's retirement, insurance and 
interest will total $8,800.

Food service will cost $500 and 
$1,000 will be used for student 
body activities.

In the capital outlay division, 
$2,500 will be spent for furni­
ture and equipment, and $170,000 
is estimated as the cost of the 
new gymnasium.

Debt service for the district 
will total $20,105, to bring the 
total spending to $158,392.00.

Receipt*
Revenues from local sources 

are expected to lie $138,724, with 
revenue from county sources ex­
pected to be $5,351.31.

State sources will provide $99,- 
841.14 to the local district, and 
$12,500 will be received from in­
coming transfers. Total receipts 
from these sources is $256.416.45.

Non-revenue receipts including 
an anticipated $500 in sale o f 
property and, if necessary, $8,500 
to be borrowed to balance the 
budget, fo r a total of $9,000.

Fund balances of the district 
include state and county available 
fund balance o f $26.98; local 
maintenance fund, $840.59; social 
security fund, $13.53; interest 
and sinking fund balance, 
$1,856.20; and building fund bal­
ance o f $190,682.43, to bring the 
total funds available to $458.836.- 
18.

It was stated at the meeting 
that the new teacher pay raise 
will cost the local district some 
$9,400.00.

Adopt* Tax Rate
A tax rate o f $1.80 per $100 

valuation was adopted by the 
board.

Other Action
The board also approved the 

hiring of Horace Gray as librar­
ian at a salaiy o f $5,000, $122 
above the state schedule.

Supt. Henry Black read a letter 
stating that the local district had 
met the requirements o f Section 
■yi. Civil Rights Act, except for 
teacher dismissals. The board 
authorized the filing of a state­
ment by the superintendent with 
the federal government stating 
that should a vacancy occur in 
the local faculty during the year, 
the two Negro teachers not re­
hired by the board will be con­
tacted and offered the position.

It is anticipated by the board 
that this action will bring approv­
al o f the district’s desegregation 
plan, and okay the district for 
receipt o f federal funds.

Doubts Cast on 
Story of Cynthia 
Ann Parker

The following article was taken 
from the Sunday edition of The 
Dallas Xlorning News.

.Xustin, Texas— Documents pre­
sented to the I ’ niversity of Texas 
now cast doubt on the long-ac­
cepted belief that Comanche raid­
ers captured Cynthian .Xnn Park­
er in IS.'lfi.

The study of Cynthia .Xnn has 
long been familiar to history stu­
dents.

While an infant, she was car­
ried away by Indians after a mas­
sacre at Fort Parker in IS.'lfi. Her 
father, Silas Parker, had built the 
fort near Groesbeek three years 
earlier.

Indian fighters found Cynthia 
.Xnn living with Conianches and 
took her from them after a battle 
near Crowell Dec. 18, 18i>0.

Historians assumed that Co-1 
manches wiped out Fort Parker 1 
and carried their captive to XVest ■ 
Texas. !

But papers presented to the' 
university by John R. Price o f ' 
Houston include three accounts: 
written in June 1836— only a' 
month after the raid. ,Xnd these 
accounts .say the outpost was at-' 
tacked by the Caddo Tribe. |

Price, whose mother was a de.s- 
eendant o f the Parkers, gave the 
university 1 13 items to add to 
its already exten.'ive eolleetion 
dealing with the family.

The contribution also includevl 
a letter which Benjamin Parker, 
a member of the Texas Legi.'la- 
ture, wrote a brother in ISiiO.

All ingredients for another fall 
buildup are present in the state, 
screwwoim eradication leaders an­
nounced: a native fly population, 
favorable weather and an ahund- 
ance of animals wounds.

Iiu’i in sc*n*w\vorni
during the fall are part of an 
age-old pattern established by the 
insect. General rains over much 
o f the state, moderate tempera­
tures and an increase in animal 
luishandry activities comprise fa­
vorable conditions for screwwoims 
to develop and move cross-coun­
try. Before the eradication pro­
gram began, tens of thousands of 
cases were experiences! during 
fall months, and even last year 
more than half of the infesta­
tions detected in Texas were re­
ported in September. October and 
November.

This .vear’s buildup could be 
the worst since Ilui.'!, eradication 
officials fear, because, unlike last 
year when no cases were found 
in late summer. Mrewworiiis are 
already present in Texas and 
couUI spread quickly into the in­
terior of the state when weather 
conditions become right. Zavala 
Gounty. southwest of San .Xn- 
tonio, has experienced .screwworm 
problems all summer. Kradicators 
la.'t month initiated an intensified 
spray campaign in the county iu 
an attempt to wipe out the native 
fly population there. The success 
o f their efforts may determine if 
Texas has a full buildup or not.

Kradication forces are prepared 
to treat with sterile flies all in­
festations repoited to them. Lar­
vae from suspected infestations 
should be sent to the eradication 
laboratory at .Xlission, or to the 
local county agent, for positive 
identification.

Stockmen are al.so urged to be 
extremely cautious in working 
their livestock and should apply 
smears or sprays to all wounils. 
It has been estimated each screw- 
worm case costs approximately 
863 in labor and medicines ami 
loss of animal weight and market 
value. Preventive treatment is ob­
viously a much cheaper alterna­
tive. livestock industry leaders 
point out.
