FAUOUT SHELTER BUILT-IN EASILY
A new booklet ju s t  issued by 

the Defense Department’s Office 
of Civil Defense (OCD) de­
scribes and illustrates 34 new 
buildings across the Nation in 
which “slanting” techniques 
were used to build-in fallout 
protection a t  little o r  no added 
cost and without affecting the 
buildings’ looks or efficiency.

The publication, entitled “New 
Buildings With Fallout Protec­
tion” ( ’TR-27), also dispels the 
notion tha t  a fallout shelter has 
to be single-purpose, under­
ground and unattractive. I t  
points out th a t  all buildings 
across the Nation provide some 
degree of radiation shielding, 
and many of these contain shel­
te r  space in above-ground areas. 
Many other buildings have weak 
points in shielding which could 
have been avoided had knowl­
edge of fallout and protection

against it been known a t  the 
time of design.

Many of the “slanting” tech­
niques of fallout protective de­
sign were theoretically proved 
feasible in two nationwide de­
sign competitions, sponsored by 
OCD in cooperation with archi-

• -Arranging rooms to provide 
a fallout-protected inner core

( onimissioiiers Court of J e f f e r ­
son County is not authorized to 
grant salary increases of the 
Criminal District Attorney, the 
Judge of the County Court at 
Law, or the Judge of County

EDUCATION LEAP —  A ma­
jo r  characteristic of the Texas 
government’s budget this year is 
a leap forward on education.

Texas spent 40.8 per cent of 
the .state tax dollar on education 
during the last two years, hut it 
wiU spend 44.5 per cent fo r  the 
next two-year period.

Welfare and assistance will rise 
from 15.6 to 16.6 per cent;  health 
and hospitals will decline from 
4.9 to 4.6 per cent.
