¡Tu rkeys Aid Bobs I in W eather Crisis
The .Animal Kingdom’s “ Big 

Brother .Act”  was a common sight 
during the historic wet norther 
that distressed man and beast 
alike, according to Texas Parks 
and W ildlife Deimrtment field re­
ports.

Pi'imai'ily, f ragile bobwhite 
quail, one o f t’-m bajsle.st hit of 
the exposed creptnres, struggled 
dramatically to .-•urvivo. And got 
an assist although mostly futile, 
from some o f the laixe and more 
durable birds.

Biologists reported seeing rug­
ged wild turkeys .vratching away, 
trying to penetrate ice and snow 
to reach any food beneath the 
crust. .And being stalked by frail 
bobs whose metabolism is so gear­
ed that quantities o f weed seeds 
are required to sustain life.

The mortality rate among tur­
keys was incon.-equential because 
their strong bodies generated 
strength to reach nuts or grain 
morsels. But the tiny bobs were 
hard hit in some areas— victims 
o f ma.*s starvation.
