Organic Mottar
.lust what is organic matter 

and what part does it play in a 
productive soil? “ These are ques­
tions,” explains County .\gent 
Joe Burkett, "that I often hear I 
discussed by Fimrd County farm-1 
ers." '

Organic matter is the .store- j 
house of plant nutrients in the 
soil. It is often referred to a.s 
the "fat of the land." It results | 
from the decomposition o f plant 
and animal materials by soil or-1 
ganisms. On the average it con- j 
tains about 5»5 per cent carbon 
and 5 per cent nitrogen. i

Organic matter improves soil j 
structure and its ability to take ^

in water anil hold it in .storage 
for later use by plants. It also 
improves soil aeration, loosens 
dense, compact soils and granu­
lates loose, open sandy soils to 
give them a friable crumb struc­
ture.

Continuous cultivation without 
giving attention to regular addi­
tions of residues gradually lowers 
the oixianic matter in the soil. 
\  soil test will show the organic 
level in the soil.

Tax Benefits for 
Older Americans

Tax relief is availiihle to many 
letired persons in northern Texas 
who are living in a fixed pen.sion 
or annuity. It also is available 
to oldei' people who have incur­
red costly medical bills. Those re­
minders came from the Internal 
Revenue Service this week.

For tho.-e on a pen.sion, the 
benefit may he through the “ re­
tirement income ci'tslit” provision 
of the Federal income tax laws. 
These laws also allow |>ersons over 
65 to deduct 100 per cent of their 
drug and medical expen.«es. On 
home sales, those 65 years of 
age may elect to exclude from 
their income part or all of the 
pi'oceeds from the sale.
