"Make Believe" Meat 
Is on the Way

"Make believe" meat— a sub­
stitute for red meat and poultry 
could have a severe impact upon 
the economy of Texas, .says Ed 
L'vacek, extension livestock m ar­
keting specialist of Texas .A4.M.

Recent developments in the u.<e 
of spun fibers of soybean protein 
as a substitute for almost any 
food with natural fiber texture 
may brinp this problem closer to 
farm ers and ranchers in the fore­
seeable future.

t The fiber car. be treated  to

imitate such foods as meat, dried i 
fruiU. potato chips, nu t kernels' 
and many vegetables. Since it has 
no taste, it may be jfiven any 
flavor desired.

Substitution of synthetics for 
farm products is not new-. Ny­
lon, rayon, dacron and other .syn­
thetic fibers have cut deeply into 
wool and cotton utilization. Soy­
beans or o ther substitutes for 
meat is therefore not too sur- 
prisinp.

The final story will be unfold- ■ 
ed in the future. Since these syn-; 
thetics are new, research is still 
in propress and many product 
developments and consumer re-j 
sponse problems .still have to be | 
worked out. <

In Texas, livestock provides J 
the m ajor source of farm  income, 
and any development in the com­
petition fo r meat production 
could have a substantial effect 
upion the income and type of prod­
uct.* produced by individual farm ­
ers and ranchers.

Currently, synthetics are not 
yet major competitors with fresh; 
meat. With fu rther developments, 
however, Texas producers may 
face some .«evere problems in the 
competition for real meat.

In the event tha t synthetic 
meat products find a stronp mar­
ket in the fu ture, it may be tha t 
soybean.«, now a relatively small 

, crop in the state, could increase 
substantially.

With the Bible

Dead Faith

.Nothing in the Bible is stated 
11 more clearly or with g reater em- 
j phasis than the blessed Pauline I revelation of justification by; 

grace, through faith, without 
works.

Rom. 4:i>: “To him that work- 
eth not, but believeth . . . his 
faith is counted for righteous­
ness.” Eph. 2:8,U: "F or by grace 
are ye saved, through faith . . . 
It is the g ift of God; not of works, 
lest any man should boast." Tit. 
.'>:.5: “ Not by works of righteous­
ness which we have done, but 
according to His mercy He saved ' 
us.” I

Yet Jam es states just as clear-1 
ly th a t “ faith if it hath not works | 
is dead, being alone” Jas. ;i:17.j 
He challenges professing believ­
ers: “Show me thy faith without 
thy works, and 1 will show thee 
my faith by my works" (ver. 18),; 
and declares th a t “ by works a i 
man is justified, and not by faith 
only” (ve. 24), since “ faith with­
out works is dead” (ve. 20).

Some have imagined a contra - 1 
diction here, while actually there | 
is none. There is a dispen.sational | 
distinction, for to  Paul had been 1
