Poses New Threat

Sound pollution may soon take 
its place with air  and w ate r  pol­
lution as a danjrer to the health 
and well being of our citizens, 
says Hr. Lee F a rr  of Houston.

Hr. Farr,  professor of Nuclear 
and Knvironmental Merlicine a t  
the University of Texas, is locat­

ed at the Texas Medical Center, 
M. I>. .\nderson Hospital. H» d e­
fines sound pollution us "u n w a n t­
ed noise which has itmieased in 
volume as our  mechanized u rban­
ized society uses more and more 
machines in closer and closet 
(luarters."

“ For example, i t ’s the combi­
nation of your spouse runningr the 
vacuum cleaner, your daughtei 
idaying records, your neighbor’s 
TV turned  up very high, and a 
lawn mower operating down the 
s treet on an af te rnoon  when >mu 
have a headache or are try ing  
to get the baby to sleep. Air con­
ditioners add to the din when you 
close the windows to reduce the 
outside noises,” Hr. F a r r  explains.

Sound pollution is a hazard to

the well-being of  the  fam ily  and  
the individcal in to d ay ’s complex 
society, says Mrs. Patsy  R. ^  ates, 
Texas A&M University  Extension  
specialist in family life education . 
People rush a round  u n d e r  such 
pressure th a t  tensions, u lcers and  
nei-vous disorders f re q u en t ly  d e ­
velop. Doctors prescribe a  quiet,  
calm, relaxed atm osphere fo r  such 
ailments. Often, however, the  
home is not as quie t as the  office 
or factory.

.Most factories, offices and  pub ­
lic buildings have been eng inee r­
ed acoustically a t  small add itiona l 
cost to  increase industria l  effici­
ency. Home design, however, 
seems to have been concen tra ted  
upon style as a s ta tu s  symbol and 
appearance w ithout th o u g h t  of

Buying and Broiling 
of Beef Steake

•Need ideas on how to select 
(|uality beef steaks fo r  broiling?

Now th a t  vacation is a t  hand, 
th e re ’ll proliahly he m ore oppor­
tunities for backyard  cookouts 
and  get-togethers  with family and  
friends. To assure tenderness ,  
quality and  flavor in b ee f  steaks, 
be willing to pay fo r  a little f a t  
and choose from  the  top  th ree  
grade.s— prime, choice or  good, 
suggests Mrs. Gwen C lyatt ,  Texas 
•A&M University exten.sion con ­
sumer niai'keting specialist.

The sirloin is the largest and 
most economical broiling steak. 
If it is cut one and  one-half  
inches thick, it will .serve four 
or more people. The porterhou.se 
is the largest short-loin steak, 
and when cut one and  one-half  
inches thick, it will serve fo u r  
people.

The T-lioiie -steak is sm aller  
and contains less tenderlo in  than  
the  porterhouse. When cu t  one 
inch thick, it weighs abou t one 
and one-half pounds and  serves 
two persons. The .smallest s teak  
in the shor t  loin is the  club steak, 
which contains no tenderloin. 
When cu t  one inch thick, it weighs 
abou t a pound and serx'es one.

Rib steaks a re  cu t from the 
loin end o f  the ribs, and  contain  
the rib-eye muscle b u t  no te n d e r ­
loin. They are  the  least expensive 
of all broiling  steaks.

All o f  these .steaks a re  recom ­
mended fo r  hroiling if  they are  
cu t  from  prime, choice o r  good 
grade  beef, Mrs. C lyatt  says.
