when one is exposed to chemicals 
in the form of dusts, sprays or 
vapors, explains the eounty agent.

I cepted, the way the accep­
tance and expenditure o f the 
money is administered, and 

I the purposes for which the 
j state agencies may expend the 
j money. Money accepted under 
this subsection for  a purpose 
prohibited by the Legislature 
•shall be returned to the entity 
that gave the money.
