But voters must register dur-
ing this period if they want to
vote in next year's elections,

Unlike previous years, however, |
those who become eligible to \‘Ht(-"‘
during the year are not permitted
to get a late exemption . . . they|
must register during the regulax
time provided. This applies es-
pecially to those who became 21
during the year, and to those
who complete a year of residence
during the calendar period.

Before the January 31 deadline,
those who will become 21 after
that time, and those who will
complete a year's residence in
Texas after that time, must secure
a registration receipt which will
be marked for the date when it
will become effective.

Unlike the poll tax requirement,
however, a person need only reach
voting age by election day . .
not on the previous January 1.

The over-age exemption for per-
sons who are 60 years old or old-
er is the same as it was under
the poll tax system . .. residents
in towns of less than 10,000 pop-

lulntion are not required to ob-
tain exemption receipts.
Registration receipts must be

written out by the tax assessor-
collector’s office staff . . . there
will be no special deputies ap-
pointed, and application must be
made at the court house office.

An application for voter regis-
tration certificate may be made
by mail if the qualified voter is
unabie to go to the court house,
but the application must either
Le mailed or handed in person by
the individual requesting it.

A qualified voter may register
for himself and members of his
immediate family wife or
husband, son or daughter, mother
or father , . . provided that these
family members are otherwise
eligible voters.

But in Texas next year, voters
will have to be registered, prior
to January 31, in order to quali-
fy as voters. It's free . .. but it's
necessary.
