Rep. Heady Has 

Longevity Record 

of Service in House
The Texas Legislature is made 

up of 31 Senators and 160 Rep­
resentatives. Most of them come 
from heavily populated sections. 
Notwithstanding th a t fact, how­
ever, one representative from a 
West Texas county which has few­
er than 5,000 inhubitant.s has a 
longevity record of service on key 
committees unequaled in the 
.state’s history. This was reveal­
ed with announcem ent of House 
committees by Speaker B e n  
Barnes to  complete organization 
of the House of Representatives.

The legislator with this unusual 
record is W. S. (Bill) Heatly of 
Paducah, now serving his seventh 
term  as Representative of the 
82nd d istnc t, composed of Bris­
coe, Childress, Cottle, Dickens, 
Foard, Hall, Hardeman, Motley 
and W ilbarger Counties.

He was elected for the first 
time in 1954. As a freshman leg­
islator he was appointed to the 
.Appropriations Committee. As­
signments to key House commit­
tees normally go to  veteran mem­
bers, but Mr. Heatly made it hi.s 
first term  and has remained on 
the Appropriations Committee 
continuously since, except for one 
term.

In 1956 he was named a mem­
ber of the budget board, which 
studies state finances between .ses­
sions, holds hearings and makes 
recommendations to the governor 
on financial mutters. The lieuten­
an t governor is chairman with 
membership divided e(|ually l>e- 
tween House and Senate.

In 1957 he was appointed chair­
man of the S tate A ffairs Com­
mittee, probably the most impor­
tan t policy-making group in the 
Hou.se, and remained a member

of the Budget Board. Two years 
later he received the coveted asi 
signment to  the chairmanship of 
the Appropriations Committee and 
has held this position under three 
succeeding Speakers.

Mr. Heatly has ju s t been nam­
ed by Speaker Barne.s to an un­
precedented fourth term  as head 
mittce. This record is unique in 
of the Hou.se Appropriations Com- 
the history of the state. Only one 
other Repre.sentative served three 
teim s in this po.sition.

In 1959 the Legislature created 
a six-membei Legislative Audit 
Committee with authority  to check 
on expenditures of ail state agen­
cies to determ ine whether intent 
of the Legislature is being ob.serv- 
ed in day-to-day operations. The 
committee is composed of the Lieu­
tenant Governor, Speaker, two 
Senators and two Representatives. 
Except for the 1961-63 biennium, 
Mr. Heatly has been a member 
of this committee since it.s crea­
tion.

The explanation of why this 
unusual record has been achieved 
by a member of the House from 
a .sparsely settled section of the 
state is an interesting commen­
tary  on generally unrecognized 
facts of the political .setup in Tex-

Goats H«lp H«ad 
Count of Aoudads

Three mischievous goat.s, play­
ing hookey in l U g g e d  Palo Duro 
Canyon, took up with wild auodad 
.<*heep and have contributed con­
siderably toward herd head counts.

Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partm ent biologists had been hard 
pressed to spot the wary aoudads.

I But the goats, escaping from a 
ranch near Claude, have very def­
inite markings and cun be spot­
ted from the air. .Also their coat 
colo.' does not blend into the can­
yon wall like that of the aoudad.

One goat is a black and white 
colored female with a very mark­
ed arrangem ent of the colors. .An­
other, a male, has a black and 
brown brindle coloring. The third, 
a male, is reddish roan color.

Two of the goats were spotted 
with seven sheep during a 1965 
spring census. During last sum­
mer’s helicopter check, the same 
two goats were obseiwed along 
with 13 aoudad.

Less than a month later, the 
same pair of goats was noted with 
live sheep about one-fourth mile 
west of the earlier sighting and 
in the .same general area us the 
1965 detection.

Oranges Take 
Plentiful Food 
Spotlight for January

Oranges spotlight the foods in 
big supply during January.

T hat’s the report from the Tex­
as Agi-icultural Extension Ser­
vice.

W inter pears, grapefruit, broil­
ers, dry beans and green split 
peas also are reportexl especially 
plentiful by the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture.

The 1966-67 orange crop, ex­
cluding California Valencias, w-as 
estimated on November 1 a t 162.3 
million boxes, up nearly one-third 
from  last year and about 85 per 
cent over the 1960-64 average.

Florida and Texas show the 
largest increase.

W inter pear production is also 
set a t w-ell above average, with 
D’Anjous making up 80 per cent 
of the supply.

G rapefruit stocks are up about
10 per cent over last season and 
31 per cent above the recent 5- 
year average. Florida, California 
and Texas show across-the-board 
increases.

Broiler production is expected 
to  continue well above average 
throughout the winter. Market­
ings based on head slaughtered 
under federal inspection during 
October and early November ran
11 per cent above the same 1965 
periiMl, according to USDA’s Con­
sumer and M arketing Service.

Dry bean production is a t a 
record high, or nearly one-third 
above last year. A large carryover 
and a larger 1966 crop has pushed 
prices on green split peas to the 
lowest level in over 6 month.s.
