Setliff .«aid that 
his interest in atomic research 
was heitrhtened by information 
received at the symposium he at­
tendisi. He used the money from 
his T.AKRF lab work to help fi­
nance his collejre education.

The Texas .Atomic Eneriry Re­
search h'oundation (T.AF.RF) is 
an onranization inaile up of ten 
Texas investor-owned electric util­
ity companies anil the University 
of Texa.'. The ultimate iroal of 
the T.AF.RF is to harness the tre­
mendous miirht of nuclear power 
for peaceful purposes and thus 
assure a source of enersry that 
could meet all o f the power needs 
of the world for millions of years.

“ Skmieday we will be able to 
control thermonuclear jiower for 
use in industry,” Setliff said. " It  
will be awhile before we do. We 
are still developing techniques 
for study, and patherinj; data. 
-Most o f the lab work right now 
is gathering data.”

Setliff’s work with TE.ARF is 
in research on plasma diagnostic 
methods for high temperature 
plasma research. It deals with 
methods o f time and space reso­
lution o f plasma parameters —  
such as energy, density, and mag­
netic field in a cylindrical geom­
etry using lasers as probes. It 
also includes measurement of neu­
tron production <iue to trapped

' magnetic fields. "The work is in­
teresting and I enjoy it," Setliff 
said.

The TAERF undergraduate pro­
gram offerwi Setliff the oppor­
tunity to work with graduate stu­
dents in the lab. His project dealt 
with a small aspect o f the over­
all problem of atomic research. 
.Many projects in plasma research 
are being conducted. Plasma is 
what nuclear power comes from. 
Pr'sent research with plasma has 
met with the problem of contain­
ment. Plasma gets so hot it va- 

! porizes w hen it touches anything, 
i .A way must be found to contain 
j the plasma long enough to get it 
to fuse aixl extract energy from

it.
Setliff will receive hi» B. S. 

E. E. degree in Auguit, 1967, 
and will enter the Univeriity 
of Te»«» Graduate School to 
study computer science when he 
return» in the fell.
