It Tak«s 20 
Y«ors P«r Foot

Leadintr foot doctors and mem­
bers of the National Foot Health 
Council .say it takes twenty years 
to grow a foot.

Most babies are born with per­
fect feet, but by the time they 
reach their first birthday, S per 
cent o f them have foot defects. 
The percentage rises as children 
advance in age, says .Miss Fannie 
Brown Eaton, Extension clothing 
specialist at Texas .\,kM.

Permitting children to walk too 
soon, or develop poor walking 
habits start.# them on their way

to a lifetime of foot trouble. Buy- 
injr the wronir size ami kind of 
shoe# or letting a child w a r  out­
grown or ill-fitting .shoes further 
increases the possibility of per­
manently injuring a developing 
foot.

.■\ child first needs shoes when 
he begins to stand. High laced 
shoes are best, because they pro­
vide ample toe room and have 
flat pliable soles matle o f leather.

The material from which chil­
dren's shoes are nuuie shoubl be 
porous enough to allow perspira­
tion to evaporate, and flexible 
enough to allow the foot to beini 
easily.

Summer .-hots or play shoes

should provide the same support 
as shoes worn to school or for 
dress wear. Sneakers and canvas 
shoes, which do not give as much 
support as other shoes, can be 
worn for short periods o f time.

,\s every j'arent knows, young 
feet grow rapitUy. 1 he National 
Foot Health Council recommends 
that new shoes should be provided 
for youngsters often.

To insure a correct fit, have 
both feet measured for length and 
width, with each foot bearing 
weight, each time a pair o f shoes 
is purchased. Straighten the child s 
toes and socks. The correct .size 
should fit the larger foot. .Allow 

to 3 4 inch between end o f

the toe and end o f the shoe.
The widest part o f  the foo t 

should tit into the widest part o f  
the shoes. The arch o f the shoe 
should fit well up under the arch 
o f the foot. The heel counter 
should hug the heel. It should not 
slip up and down when the child 
walks.

The toe boxing should be high 
enough to clear the toes, and the 
toe o f  the shoe .should be round­
ed. Take your time selecting a 
chiUr# shoe. Consider fit before 
.style and apfiearance. .A good fit­
ting shoe does not have to be 
“ broken in."

Bull Beef: Not So 
Tough After All

.\Lrricultural .scientists are find­
ing \-uuiig bull beet is just as 
"»•atiible”  as meat from steers 
or heifers.

.And what's more, say research­
ers at Texa.- A&M L'niveisity, 
luill beef is leaner and has less 
fat trim— both qualities demanded 
hv consumers.

’ An article by G. T. King and 
Z. L. Carpenter in .A&AI’s Agi-i- 
cultural Progress magazine, elab­
orates on the increasing accept­
ance o f bull beef.

The article says with beef con- 
sumi>tion at an all-time high, cat­
tlemen are looking for more e f­
ficient beef production practices 
to meet the predicted 25 per_cent 
increase neetled by 11*80.

Researchers at A&M did me­
chanical tenderness tests on bull, 
steer and heifer beef. The ma­
chine .-cored steers slightly over 
bulls and heifers in tenderness. 
But all three ware above aver­
age and entirely satisfactory, the 
article points out.

The Texas .Agricultural Exper­
iment Station has done several 
te.-ts comparing the feeding o f 
hulls, steers and heifers. In all 
test.-, bull calves were .-uperior 
to steer aiul heifer calves in w-ean- 
ing weights; bulls gained more 
economicall.V aiul faster th.m 
.steers or heifers; bulls had larg­
er ribeyes; and little difference 
was noted in tenderness.

.A six-member taste panel gave 
bull beef the final test. They rat- 
e»l it acceptable in all categories; 
teiKlreiies.-, juiciness, flavor and 
overall satisfaction.

If the demand for beef is in­
creasing— and it is; if bulls can 
be produced more efficiently —  
and they can; it seems evident

Although the money printing 
business is strictly legal, prison 
officials point out that this clev­
erly-designed currency cannot be 
exchangee! fo r  cash.

If .vou are worried aliout your 
heirs owing an estate tax on your 
property when you die, here are 
the rules; An estate tax return 
must be filed if  the fair market 
value o f  your property is more 
than $60,000 on the date o f your 
death. However, the community 
property laws usually allow the 
esUte to be worth $120,000 in 
community property since each 
spou.se is entitled to a $60,000 
exemption. Remember these rules 
apply only to Federal estate tax 
and not to Texas State inheritance 
taxes.
