Two Minutes With the Bible

(Rom. .'1:17> which <jod in love 
he.stows upon all who trust in His 
Son for salvation.

Quoting from two P.-alms, the 
apostle says in Romans .‘J:JO: "It 
is written.

This is why Paul pitie.- those 
who continues! to go aiiout "to  
establish their own righteousness” 
(Romans He knew that
their struggle was utterly futile 
— that they needed to be saved 
(see verse 1).

Let us thank God that the Lord 
Jesus Chri.-t took the condemna­
tion and judgment o f our sin.s 
upon Himself at Calvary .-o that 
righteousness might lie bestowed 
upon us by grace through faith.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

X I MBER SIX O.N THf; R.M.I.OT
BE IT RK.-^OLVFD BY TIIF

LEGISLATURE OE THE
ST.VTE OE TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section SiJ. 

Article XVI. Constitution of 
the State of 'fexas. be amended 
to rtad as follows:

“ Section :t'i. The .Accounting 
Officers of thi.s State shall 
neither draw nor pay a war­
rant upon the Treasury in 
favor of any person for salary 
or compensation ns agent, 
officer or appointee, who holds 
at the same time any other 
office or position of honor, 
trust, or profit, under this 
State, except as prescribed in 
this Constitution. Provided, 
that this restriction as to the 
drawing and paying of war- 
rants upon the Treasury shall 
not apply to officei-s of the 
National Guard or .Air Na­
tional Guard of Texas, the Na­
tional Guard Resei-ve, the Air 
National Guard Reserve, the 
.Air Force Reserve, the Of­
ficers Reserve Con>s of the 
United States, nor to enlisted 
men of the National Guard, 
the -Air National Guard, the 
National Guard Resene, the 
-Air National Guard Reserve, 
the .Air Force Resen'e, and the 
Organized Reserve of the 
United States, nor to retired 
officers of the United States 
■Aimy, -Air Force, Navy, and 
Marine Corps, and retired 
warrant officers and retired 
enlisted men of the United 
States -Army, .Air Force, Navy, 
and Marine Corps. It is further 
provided, until September 1, 
1909, ami thereafter only if 
authorized by the Legislature 
by general Law under such re­
strictions and limitations as 
tlie Legislature may prescrilie, 
that a non-electivo ,' t̂ate o f­
ficer or employee may hold 
other non-elective offices or 
jiositions of honor, ti-ust, or 
profit under this State or the 
United States, if the other 
o ffic 's  or positions .are of 
benefit to the State of Texas 
or are required by State or 
federal law. and there is no 
conflict with the original o f­
fice or position for which he 
iTeeives salary or compensa­
tion. No momlier of the Legis- 
1«tuia> of this State may hold

any other office or '.-itinn of 
profit under this slate, or the 

, United States.”
I Sec. 2. The foregeing con­

stitutional amor.dment shall be 
I submitted t" a v..te of the 
qualified e!ect"rs nf this state 
at an election to lie held on 
November 11. liotT. at which 
election ail liallets shall have 
printed thereon the following: 

"T'OR tile constitutional 
amendment allowing non- 
clective state officei-s and 
employees to sene in other 
non-elective offices or posi­
tions under this state or the 
United States until Septem­
ber 1, 1969, and thereafter 
only if authorized by the 
Legis’ature, if the offices or 
positions are o f lienefit to 
Texas or are required by 
state or federal law, and 
there is no conflict of inter­
est with the original office 
or position; prohibiting 
elected officers under this 
state or the United States 
from holding any other o f ­
fice or position under this 
state; and adding members 
o f the .Air National Guard, 
.Air National Guard Resene, 
.Air Force Reseiwe, and re­
tired members of the Air 
Force to the list of persons 
exempted.”
“ AG.ATNST the constitution­
