Q— I am an alien tloctor, age 
32, w’ho ha.s been in the U. S. 
three years. My classification was 
changctl from V-.A to l-.A. Why?

A — You were originally placed 
in V-.A under the law then in e f­
fect, as you were over age 26 
when you registered with Selec­
tive Service. Your liability was 
not extended to age 3.5, as you 
had not been deferred. The Mili­
tary Selective Serv-ice .Act o f IPfiT 
provides that any person in a 
medical, dental, or allied special- 
i.st category shall be liable for 
service until age 35. In view of 
this, you are no longer eligible 
for V-A.

Q— How much active service 
must a man perform who volun­
teers fo r induction.

A — The same as the non-volun­
teer, 24 consecutive months, un­
less sooner terminated by the uni­
formed service.

Q— I recently moved from Dal­
las to New Orleans. How do I go 
about changing my local board to 
one in the vicinity o f my current 
residence?

A — The draft board having jur­
isdiction over your place o f resi­
dence at the time you registered 
will always be your board. You 
may transfer for physical exami­
nation or induction to the local 
board nearest you, however.

Q— I'm a graduate engineer. 
The State Highway Department 
has offered me a job. May I get 
a deferment for that?

A— That depends. Your board, 
after considering the facts, may 
defer you if it concludes this 
would contribute to the national 
interest.
