The Texas Industrial Commis­
sion lias announced llie lauiuhin).' 
this iiimith of a new feature in 
their I'ontinuiiiii piop'ram of as- 
-istiiii.' Texas eomniunities alon^' 
the lliKhly eompetitive foail to in­
dustrial development.

The new feature is a very seri­
ous (ranie eallcd "prospeet stlinu- 
lalion" or "FS" for short. In the 
" I ’S," a team of two or inoie 
Texas Industrial Commission 
staff men eonie liefore a eommu- 
iiity's indu.strial <leveloi<meiit com-j 
mittee just as thoujrh they were 
indu.strial site finders eolisiileriníT 
the community for a new plant 
loealion. They pose as specific in­
dustry represeiitalives and put to 
the JommiUee all the «lue.stions 
that the real industrial prospect 
would.

.Actually this "(rame" is a dress 
rehearsal for a community's in­
dustrial development committee 
before they entertain their  first 
real out of town prospects. The 
Texas Industrial Commis.sioa team 
criticiues the performance of the 
committee on all points a f te r  the 
" I ’S" session is over. This will 
lie extremely valuable, because 
iioiiuiiliy ¡I ooniniunity noM*i 
knows why an industrial prospect 
passisi them by. The " I ’.S" points 
out that it could he a jrap in the 
inform:ition or a flaw in the 
town's presentation that turns 
iiulustry away. It is designed to 
catch such errors and sucjrest 
ways to lo r rec t  them in advance.

.-A se.ssion will lie available to 
any eommunity in Texas which 
has a w'orkinjr industrial develop­
ment committee. However, it is 
anticipated tha t most of the com­
munities requestion>r “ I’S" will 
have already participateil in the 
first pilases of the Industrial Com­
mission's program.

The first of these is the 
Community Consultant A'lsit. The 
In.iustnal Commission employs a 
staft of three full-time traveling 
community consultants whoso to ­
tal le.'pon.silulity is the eticour- 
ayemenl of industrial ilevelopmelil 
pios.am s. The consultant contin­
ues hi.s calls throu^rhout the pro- 
1,'iam, 1 rovidinir professional as­
sistance.

The second step usually comes 
when a community shows the first 
cleineiUs of industrial «levelop- 
ment organization. Then a small 
kTioup on the industrial develop­
ment committee may arrange to 
x'o to .Austin for an intensive oiie- 
liay Texas Industrial I’lanninu 
.•ieminar. or "T H ’B. " This is con­
ducted by’ the s ta ff  of the Indu.s­
trial t  ommission and members of 
other state airencies, such as the 
Tourist Development .A}rency or 
the Texas Employment Commis- 

' sion. which would have an in ter­
est in the particular community.

I The third step, with coiisult- 
I an t s visits in between, is the 
I Economic Development Clinic, 
I which is conducteil by the Indus^ 

ti ial (-ommi.ssioii in the community 
with a broader audience of its 
residents present. In this clinic 
a community's allies, the local 
electric power company, na.- com­
pany. or railroad are hroutjht in 
to explain what they c*.n offer 
to the indu.stiial development e f­
fort.
