— S ta te  XX’elfare  D epartm en t can 
pay medical aid directly to  recip­
ients of services o r  to physicians, 
Atty. Gen. Craw ford  C. Alartin 
has held.

In other recent opinions, Alartin 
concluded that:

•  An anhydrous ammonia pipe­
line is subject to jurisdiction of 
the Railroad Commission.

•  A qualified agricultural engi­
neering major can be licensed as 
a professional engineer.

•  Cochran County Alemoiial 
Hospital District can pay expenses 
of sending needy persons to out­
side hospital facility  where it can­
not discharge its full responsibility 
to provide adequate medical care.

•  Requirement o f  newspaper 
advertisem ent (or posting) to take 
competitive bids does not apply to 
county expenditures for purchase 
of equipment for general use by 
the county payable out o f current 
funds. Where the county wants to 
make a contract under competitive 
bidding requirements, bids must 
be stated in terms of gross price 
without “trade-in.”

POLICY CANCELL A T I O N 
GUIDELINES SET —  State Board 
of Insurance announced these gen­
eral guidelines for cancellation of 
certain insurance policies or com­
pany refusal to renew coverage:

•  Family auto policies and auto 
coverage should be cancelled only 
for premium non-payment or for 
license suspension or revocation.

•  Companies should not balk 
at renewing fam ily auto policies 
strictly on account o f ages o f in- 
sured.

•  Thirty days’ notice of non­
renewal should be given before 
declining to renew fam ily auto pol­
icies and auto coverage, homeown­
ers policies and standard fire pol­
icies on one-family dwellings.

•  Cancellation cannot be order­
ed on home owner and standard 
fire policies for one-fam ily dwell­
ings solely because the company 
changes underwriting requirements 
during the policy term.

Q— I am now deferred in clas.s 
II-S as a college student. If I 
enlist in the National Guard, what 
v ill happen to my student defer­
ment?

A— XX'hen your local board is 
notified that you’ve enlisted, you’ll 
be reclassified from class II-S to  
class I-D (member o f a reserve 
com ponent).

Q— I’ve received my induction 
order. Is it too late to enlist in 
the Regular Navy?

A— If a representative of the 
Regular Navy presents evidence 
that he is prepared to enlist you 
by your induction date, your order 
'W ill be cancelled.

Q— My local board has classi­
fied me in class I-S (C ). I’m a jun­
ior in college and was wondering 
how long 1 may retain that clas­
sification?
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A— You may be retained in 
class I-S(C ) until the end o f  your 
academic year, or until you cease 
to pursue satisfactorily your 
course o f  instruction, whichever is 
the earlier.

()— I’ls  a full-tim e trade school 
student studying mechanical draw­
ing. Can I qualify for a defer­
ment?

A— Yes, you may be considered  
for a class I-A occupational de­
ferm ent.

q —-I’ll g e t  my B. A. degree in 
January 1968. Can I be deferred  
in Class II-S for  law school in 
the spring?

A— No, not under present reg­
ulations. You would have to have 
been in law school by October 1, 
1967.

Farmers who earned at least 
two-thirds o f  their 1967 gross in­
come from farm ing should file 
their declaration o f estim ated fed­
eral income tax (including self- 
em ployment) for 1967 on or be­
fore Monday, January 16, 1968.

“Farmer’s Tax Guide,” (Publi­
cation No. 2 2 5 ), which furnishes 
information on this subject, may 
be obtained from the Internal 
Revenue Service or from the 
county farm agent.

Q— My son write.« that his local 
board has refused to permit him 
to appeal to the President. Why 
i.s this?

A — .An appeal to the President 
is not permitted in every ca.se. If 
the decision o f a state appeal board 
is unanimous, the individual does 
not have a right o f appeal to the 
Presiilent. The .=tate director of 
Selective Service for the state in 
which the man's local board is lo­
cated, the state director o f Se­
lective Serwice for the .state in 
which the appeal board is located, 
or the national director o f Selec­
tive Serv’ice are authorized to make 
further appeal in such cases if 
they consider it appropriate. The 
local board does not have auth­
ority to take such action.

Greenbugs Are 
Showing Up in 
Wheat Fields

Greenbugs are beginning t o ' 
show up in wheat in Foard Coun-| 
ty. Heavy infestations have shown 
up in Knox, Hall, Motley, Briscoe, 
Crosby, Floyd and Hale Counties, 
according to Joe Burkett, County 
Agent.

Burkett cautions farmers to 
keep a close watch on their wheat 
for dam aging infestations.

Burkett .saj’s  it takes more than 
freezing weather to kill greenbugs.

In Texas this insect passes the 
winter in the active nymphal and 
adult stages. If the temperature 
goes as low as zero or as high 
as 105 degrees F., some will be 
killed. Population reduction will 
also occur at temperatures o f 25 
and below for extended periods 
of time. From 55 to 80 degrees 
is the optimum temperature range 
for greenbug reproduction. Lady 
beetles, nabids and lacewings prey 
on greenbugs, which are also para­
sitized by a tiny wasp. When tem ­
peratures are below 65 degrees, 
most greenbug enem ies reproduce 
slowly or hardly at all. Long per­
iods of cool weather thus permit 
the greenbug to increase in enor­
mous numbers while its natural 
enem ies increase very slowly.

Board s ta f f  said last week a t  least 
18 more public ju n io r  colleges are  
feasible in Texas du r ing  the  nex t 
ten years.

Counties in the  18 proposed 
regions include Region No. 28 
which includes Cottle, Hardem an, 
F’oard  W ilbarger, Wichita, Clay, 
King, Knox, Baylor, Archer, 
Stonewall, Haskell, Throckm orton 
and Young.

Dr. Ja ck  William.s, commissioner 
of h igher  education, p resented  p re­
liminary s ta f f  proposals fo r  co­
o rd inat ing  board policy on commu­
nity  ju n io r  colleges a t  a meeting 
of  presidents  of two-year  colleges.

The board ’s s ta f f  recommended 
th a t  no com munity ju n io r  college 
he au thorized until it can enroll 
a t  least 500 full-time s tuden t 
equivalents in freshm an and  soph­
omore academic work by its third 
yea r  and  has a potential o f  a t  least 
1,000 full time s tu d en t  eiiuivalents 
in all program s by the  s ta r t  of 
its fifth year.

Based on these s tandards,  the 
s ta f f  proposed th a t  the s ta te  be 
d 'vided into 52 geographic regions 
each of which could suppo r t  a t  
least one ju n io r  college.
