Increased Social Security Benefits 
to Be Paid to Foard County Residents

The changes in the social se­
curity law signed by President 
Johnson on Tue.“day, January 2, 
will mean a benefit increase of at 
least 13 per cent in the social 
security checks of about 500 men, 
women and children in the Foard j 
County area, according to Edwin 
Draughon, manager o f the Ver­
non Social Security office.

The Social Security Administra­
tion’s high speed electronic com­
puters are figuring the increases 
for all 23,700,000 social security 
beneficiaries around the country 
and will finish the task in time 
to include the increases in the 
checks delivered early in .March.

Beneficiaries need not take any 
action to get the increase. It will 
be sent to them automatically.

Residents of the Crowell area 
can expect the first increaserl check 
on Saturday, March 2, one day 
earlier than the usual 3rd of the 
month delivery of social security 
benefit checks. Under a recent 
arrangement with the Treasury

Some social security beneficiar- 
io.s will receive more than a 13 
per cent increase. The minimum 
l)enefit for workers retiring at 
|!5 is increased from $44 to $55.

The average benefit payable to 
a retire worker, about $86, will 
be raised to $1»8, an increase of 
$12 a month. The average couple's 
benefit, now $145, will go up to 
$165; and the current average 
of $75 to $86.

The last increase in social se­
curity benefits amounted to 7 per 
cent, and was effective January 
11165.

About 3 out of every 10 bene­
ficiaries receiving an increased 
check early in March will be some­
one under 65, many of them the 
children of working fathers who 
have died.

Under the amended law, maxi­
mum payments to families now 
on the social security benefit rolls 
will go up from the currently pay­
able maximum of $301».20 a month 
to $322.40. In the future, the max­
imum payable monthly to any one 
family can be as high as $343.40.

The law governing the wearing 
of proteetive hemigear for motor- 
lycle operators and passengers 
went into effect January 1, H*6H, 
announced Major Luther Moore, 
Kegii lial Commander of the Tex­
as Department of Public Safety.

Major Moore stated, “ Effective 
January 1. I'.'di', no person may 
operate a motoreycle on a public 
stieet or highway of this state 
unless he wears protective head- 
gear which has been approved by 
the Department of Public Safety, 
nor may any person carry a pas­
senger on a motorcycle on a pub­
lic street or highway of this state 
unless the p'.assenger wears pro­
tective hca igea.- which has been 
aiiproved by the Department of 
Public Safety, nor may any per­
son ride as a passenger on a mo- 
toicycle on a public street or high­
way of this state unle.s.s he wears 
a protective headgear which has 
been approved by the Department 
of Public Safety."

The major also added any peace 
officer may stop and detain any 
motorcycle operator or passenger 
for the purpo.se o f inspecting his 
protective headgear to determine 
if the headgear is of a style and 
make approved by the department. 
.4 person who violates this law is 
guilty of a misdemeanor and upon 
conviction is punishable by a fine 
of not less than SI0.00 nor more 
than S.'rO.OO.
