• Los .Angeles first grailers are
in the bottom 7 per cent of the 
national noun in reading. '

• H\ the time they reach the
thiiii g.ade, they are one year 
behind the norm for reading abil­
ity. I

• Los Angeles ranks last among 
the state's 10 largest school dis­

tricts in reading achievement in 
the first, second and third grades.

It has to be a welcome change. 
The "word method,”  intriHluced 
as the only nu>vlern way to do 
things back in the thirties and 
lo.ties. was absurdly boring and 
ineffective.

In his attack on the .-y.-tein, 
"Why .lohnny Can't Kea<i,” Hr. 
Kudolf Flesch charged that .Amer­
ican .'chools luul "thrown 3,.100 
years of civilization out o f the 
window”  by adopting the word 
methovi. The Chinese, he said, 
tried it and ended up with a te­
dious language system containing 
thousands of characters.

Wilbai-ger and Hanle- 
inan counties who received new 
or improved homes as a result of 
$233.110 in insured loan funds 
advanced through Cie Farmers 
Home .A<iminist.ation in the past 
two years, Hubert J. Leslie, coun­
ty sui'ervisor of these counties, 
reporte«! la-t week. During 1007. 
$17,i>-jH was aelvanced for this 
purpose.

The rural housing program was 
greatly - .vpanded in I'.'OI when, 
as iiart . f I’ e.-i.ient Lyndon R. 
.I'lhiis.in'- effort to -trenglhen lur- 
al .\meiica. the ftnar.cing was

switched from federal to private 
sources. .Not only did these private 
sources proviile funds for the 
housing, but additionally, were 
u.-ed for other real estate loans 
such as farm purchase, soil and 
water loans to individuals, as well 
as water and sewerage loans made 
to rural communities and associa­
tions. This not only benefitted the 
local lender through their guar­
anteed repayments, but also re­
duced considerably direct appro­
priations that had been the pri­
mary .source o f funds in the past.

In addition to the rural hou.<- 
ing loans made, activities in other 
type credit advanced were signif­
icant. During 13(57, there were 
1 17 families who received operat­
ing type credit amounting to 
$71*5.'.<50. These loans were ad­
vanced for normal annual farm 
operating expenses and for items 
of equipment and livestock. Terms 
of up to >even years may be giv­
er. on the capital expenditures.

The Office of Economic Oppor­
tunity has issued new guidlines 
enabling local elected officials to 
take greater control of commu­
nity-action agencies.

OEO’s critics in Congre.ss pro­
posed many changes last session 
— some proposing that the anti­
poverty agency be abolished. Most 
of the proposals failed to win pas­
sage, but Congress did approve 
the idea that elected officials be 
given more say in the more than 
1,000 community action agencies, 
which are financed primarily with 
federal anti-poverty funds.

New A’ork, Chicago and a hand­
ful of other cities already con­
duct their anti-poverty programs 
through public agencies, but 80 
per cent o f the nation’s commu­
nity-action agencies are private, 
non-profit groups.

The territory servisi by a single 
agency may 1h' a city, a county, 
or :i number of counties.

The guidelines issue«! F'riday 
.-pell out in detail the implemen­
tation o f the new legislation.

“ The over-all effect of the.se 
changes.”  said OFIO Director Sar­
gent .Shriver in an accompanying 
me.'.sage, "is to require greater 
involvement o f state and local o f­
ficials while at the .«ame time in­
sisting on meaningful participa­
tion by tne poor.”

•A political jurisdiction dissat- 
islieil with its exi.sting commu­
nity-action agency has two 
choices; It may name itself a.« 
the successor agency or design;ite 
a public or private non-profit 
agency.

The choice will probably be de­
termined in each instance by the 
extent to which elected officials 
want to involve themselves in the 
work of the agency.

If the political jurisdiction 
names it.self as the agency, it will 
ordinarily take over most of the 
significant decisions on policy, pro­
gram and .staffing.

By July 1, each governing 
board, newly created or held over 
from an existing agency, must 
comply with these rules:

— .A maximum o f one-third of 
the board members are to be 
elected or appointive public o f­
ficials designated to serve on the 
board by the local government.

— -At least one-thinl must be

$1 Increase to Be 
Paid in Voluntary 
Medical Insurance

A $1 increase— from $3 to $4—  
in the monthly premium to be paid 
by enrollees in the voluntary medi­
cal insurance program of Medicare 
has been announced by the De­
partment o f Health, Education, 
and Welfare.

The increase does not apply to 
the regular coverage for hospitali­
zation paid for by Medicare.

Secretary John W. Gardner said 
the increase was based on a review 
of cost experience and actuarial 
projections o f the voluntary pro­
gram. The secretary is required 
by law to make such a review and 
to determine the necessary pre­
mium rate. The |4 figure is the 
one that the secretary indicated 
in September to be necessary. En­
rollees and the federal govern­
ment pay equal monthly shares 
for the cost o f medical services 
under the voluntary program.

The new $4 rate is effective 
April 1, 1968. The monthly $4 
premium will be matched by fed­
eral funds. The $3 rate, in effect 
since Medicare began on July 1, 
1966, will continue for three 
months, through March 31, 1968.

Nearly 18 million Americans—  
92 per cent o f the population aged 
65 and over— are enrolled in the 
voluntary progi'am.

Part A o f Medicare provides 
basic hospital insurance financed 
primarily by payroll contributions 
and is not affected by the premium 
rate. Part B, to which enrollees 
contribute monthly payments, sup­
plements Pan  A coverage. Part B 
covers a wide variety o f medical 
service.s, primarily physician’s ser­
vices, whether at home, in the o f­
fice, hospital, or elsewhere.

Administrative expenses are ex­
pected to continue at the rate of 
9*-i per cent o f premium income.

One-.sixth of the telephone call­

ers to taxpayer assistors at In­
ternal Revenue need a tax form. 
The good tax folks point out that 
you should use the tax forms sent 
to you by IRS, that have your 
name, address «ml taxpayer iden­
tification number printed on the 
form. Using the label printed by 
the Service Center assures that 
you will be on speaking terms 
with the computer.
