Why 
did God forsake Hi.s Son? You 
will find the answer when you a.<k 
why mankind, representt-d by Saul, 
forsook and even peisecuted God’s 
Son.

Christ’s death was the 
remedy for man’s sin. It was be­
cause o f the utter unreasonable- 
ne.ss o f m:in’s sin that God, to 
save him, had to be more than 
reasonal)le.

Saul had led his nation and the 
world in lebellion against Christ, 
but this is just why. in infinite 
love Go<i chose him to become 
the great apo.stlc o f grace, telling 
the worUl that "Christ tiiod for 
our sins.”

Hear him tell how he had been 
“ a bla.sphemer, and a persecutor, 
and injurious”  but how "the grace

“ Christ Jesus came into the 
world to save sinners, o f  whom 
I am chief.

Grant Received to 
Train Teachers for 
Mentally Retarded

Region L\ Kducation Service 
Center in Wichita Falls has se­
cured a 3J4.C50 federal grant to 
establish a program to train teach­
ers for educuhlc mentally retard­
ed children residing in the re­
gion’s 1 ¿-county North Texas 
area. Dr. James C. .McBride, di­
rector, announced this week.

Foard County is a part o f the 
12-county region.

Dr. McBride, who has just re­
turned from a meeting o f the 
Texas Klementary and Secondary 
School Planning Council in Aus­
tin, .said the training o f as many 
as 50 teacher.' for the 47 school 
districts in the region would start 
this summer.

The initial appropriation, allo­
cated by the Texas Education 
.Agency under Title VI, Elemen­
tary and Secondary Education 
.U-t (ESE.Vl, would finance the 
prog, am from June 1 through 
•August .‘>1 and supply teachers 
to the distiicts at the start o f 
the lioih school term. .Additional 
funds to continue inservice train­
ing during the year are anticipat­
ed by mid-summer, l)r. McBride 
.'uid.

The Center, Dr. McBride dis- 
clo'C'd, would contract with Mid­
western I ’ niversity to conduct 
three weeks of intensive training 
for the selected teachers in col­
laboration with the Center.

l»r. .McBride said the need for 
.special e<iucation teachers was 
deemed critical in the North Tex­
as region. Three per cent o f the 
population in the U. S. can be 
classified as mentally retarded, 
uicoidiiig to statistical definition, 
and this percentage is generally 
applicable to subpopulations such 
as Region IX. Applied to the 42,- 
0(b) scholastics in the region, this 
ratio would involve l,2t>0 chil­
dren of .school age in Region IX.

"Districts in the region always 
have had the problem o f educating 
those ehild.-en hut have had no 
facilities to train teachers,”  Dr. 
McBride pointed out. Some dis- 
tiicls, he said, have gone so far 
a.s to set up special education 
units, and then could not staff 
them, since "special education 
people are in critically short sup­
ply."
