St. Paul's gieat F^pistle to the 
Romans has much to say about 
"the rigliteousness o f God;’’ in 
fact, this is theme o f the Book 
vif Romans. Sail to .-ay, however, 
the Bilde is so little reail and 
.'tudieil of late that many people 
do not even know what the word 
"righteousness’’ means.

.Actually, every man, woman 
and child -houlvi know about the 
righteousness o f God— or, to sim­
plify the word— the rightness of 
God. It is most inijiortant to un- 
derstami that God does always 
and only that which i- right. He 
can ilo nothing and will elo noth­
ing that is not right.

Thus God cannot and does not 
merely forgive sinners and smug­
gle them into heaven, for this 
vvoulii not be right. .As Job 8;20 
rightly .«ays: "Behold, God will 
not cast away a perfect man; 
neither will He help evil doers,”  
for neither would be right.

It was Bildavl who .said this 
to Joti, and Job replied, almost 
exusperatevl: “ 1 know it is so o f 
a truth, hut how shall a man be 
ju.st with God?”  In other words, 
how can a holy God look upon 
a sinner and pronounce him right­
eous?

With this background, let’s con­
sider Paul’s great declanition in 
Romans 1:1(1,17:

"1 am not ashamed o f the Gos­
pel o f Christ, for it is the power 
of God unto salvation to every­
one that helieveth . . . for there- 
is the righteousness <i. e., the 
rightne.-s) o f G(hI revealesi . .

For older people and other ben­
eficiaries who continue to work, 
the recent changes in social se­
curity will enable them to make 
more money and still draw some 
or all of their social security ben­
efits, Edwin Draughon, manage) 
of the Vernon Social Security o f­
fice, said this week.

The amount of money a person 
can earn in a year and still di’aw 
all his social security benefits has 
been I'aised. Beginning with 
IDflH, a person who makes as 
much as $1,(>80 can still collect 
all of his social security benefits. 
Even if he earns considerably 
more than that, he may still draw 
some benefit.-:. 'Phe oUl law had 
set that limit at $l,.'i00, through 
l!»»)7.

Here’s how it now works. I f .  
you are working regularly and do 
not esirn more than Sl.fiMO a year' ^  
in wages, you will receive all o f | y. 
your social security benefits each j Jy 
month. I f  you are working reg-1 ¡j 
ularly and make more than $l.fi80 j 
a year, SI will be withheld from 
your benefits for each S2 you make 
over $l,fiK0, and up to S2,a'sO.
If  you make more than $2.8h0.
$1 will be <ieducted from you.- 
benefits for each $1 you make 
above that amount.

However, regardless of your to­
tal earnings for the year, you 
will receive your .social security 
check for any month in which you ; 
do not earn more than .Sll<> in, 
wages and are not active in -e lf- ' 
employment. This means that you ' 
could make any amount ovt >'
SI.(580 a year, and still receive 
your checks for any month thiit 
you do not work, but with deiluc- 
tions against the months that you 
do work.

Remember, these new provisions 
apply to earnings in 1908, The 
old law applies to earning- an<i 
benefits in 19(57. .As in the old law. 
there are no deductions
