Over one hundred members of 
the Rolling Plains Wheat (¡row­
ers As.«ociation gathered in Crow­
ell last Thursday- night for the 
organization’s annual spring meet 
ing.

John Cogdell o f Crowell is the 
newiy-elected president of the As­
sociation and he stre.«sed that the 
wheat growers association is not 
an organization to help grow bet­
ter wheat, but that it is only in­
terested in the price. Mr. Cogdell 
explained that the Rolling IMains 
Wheat Grow-ers Association is a 
member o f the Texas W. G. A. 
and also works closely- with the 
national association.

Another local speaker, Monroe 
B. Karcher, a member of the Na­
tional Wheat Growers Association 
board of directors, said that 60 
per cent o f the nation’s wheat pro­
duction— from a price standpoint 
— is in serious trouble. The Foard 
County producer said the national 
association w-as helpful in obtain­
ing certificates for 40 per cent 
o f the crop in past legislative bat­
tles and this amount will return 
100 per cent o f parity- to the 
wheat farmer.

Mr. Karcher said the national 
association also was instrumental 
in getting Public Law 480 put 
on the books to allow overseas 
shipment o f millions o f bushels 
o f wheat.

However, he said, on the other 
side, the association a.sked for 
an export certificate on the 60 
per cent of wheat not used in 
domestic consumption, but failed 
to get this from Congress. He 
added that the association also 
had endor.sed a gi-ain reserx-e bill 
w-hich failed to pass.

Dwight Hamilton of Olney, the 
immediate past president of the 
RPWG.\, told of a recent trip to 
Washington representing Texas 
wheat growers. He explained that 
the 1965 wheat program will ex­
pire after the 1969 crop. Hamil­
ton said the association went on 
lecord as endorsing an extension 
of the present wheat program, 
with a few modifications such as 
a 65 per cent export subsidy.

The Olney wheat official also 
explained how the grain reserves 
will will work and how- it would 
improve the wheat market if it 
were to be passed.
