A great deal of w heat yet rem ains 
to be cut, especially  in the east part of the 
county w here over an inch of rain  w as  
received last Friday night, and fields have  
been too w et for combines to operate.

This w eek, a large number of the 
combines in the a rea  for the harvest have  
moved on to other w heat a reas to the 
north and w est and ea rly  this w eek some 
local farm ers w ere having trouble locat­
ing combines to cut their w heat.

Late in the afternoon for the post 
several d ays, fa ir ly  long lines of trucks 
have formed at the e levators with about 
30 trucks being the most w aiting at an y  
one time.

One elevator operator said Tuesday  
that most fields w ere cutting about 20  or 
25 bushels per acre, w ith scattered fields 
yield ing more and, of course, others y ie ld ­
ing less.

Although a  great deal of w heat yet 
rem ains to be cut, w ith favorab le  w eather  
prevailing  for the next few  d ays, the har­
vest should wind up shortly.

I bottle individually taxed, and pri- 
j vate clubs a.sses.sed a 10 per cent 
gross receipts tax ($14,500,000).

•  Transfer o f $7,500,000 from 
the operators and chauffeurs li­
cense fund to the general fund 
spending pocket.

•  A realty transfer stamp tax 
($1,000,000).

000 in new revenue may be need­
ed if a federal income tax sur­
charge is passed by congress, 
slashing purchasing power and 
thereby cutting the state’s sales 
tax take.

A fter all tax items are taken 
care of, Connally has promised 
to open the legislative hopper to 
such other issues as the lawmak­
ers desire— if  there’s time left in 
the 30-day special session.

LIQUOR LAW  REVISION —  
Core o f the Legislature’s revision 
o f the Liquor Control Act prob­
ably will be the recommendations 
o f the liquor-law-revision sub­
committee o f the House State 
A ffairs Committee. Speaker 
Barnes turned the problem over 
to the sub-committee during the 
LCB controversy.

Rep. Dick Cory o f Victoria, 
chairman o f the sub-committee 
and the full committee, reported 
to the committee on the first day 
ot the session, and the reaction 
indicated that one major problem 
could be whether to allow posses­
sion o f alcoholic beverages and 
private clubs in dry areas.

Rep. Jake Johnson of San An­
tonio, a supporter o f liquor-by- 
the-drink, asked the committee to 
reject the sub-committee’s report 
because it did not include those 
prohibitions, which he thinks 
would provide incentive fo r liq- 
uor-by-the-drink.

Cory, however, closed the meet­
ing before John.«on could get the 
record vote he sought.

Committee report included 31 
points, many o f them recommen­
dations to change the law.

.Main recommendations included 
prohibiting legislators from prac­
ticing before the LCB; opening 
all LCB records on violations and 
complants to the public; a mini­
mum of 50 members for a private 
club; a fine for parents whose! 
children are convicted on liquor | 
violotions twice; immediate salej 
o f consficated liquor; increasing' 
LCB agents’ salaries; and provid-i 
ing graduated ptenalties for re­
peated liquor violations.
