Their votes will be reported to 
the (ieneral Services Administra­
tion, which will gather them and 
turn them over to the U. S. Sen­
ate, where a joint session of Con­
gress will be held, and the returns 
from the 5(1 states will be opened 
an(i counteil. If any one of the 
three candidates gets a majority 
in the Electoral College, he will 
be declared to be electe-i presi­
dent.

Either of the parties could make 
changes in its list of electors at 
the state conventions to come up 
on Sept. 17 because of resigna­
tion.- or perhaps even removals, 
in view of some intra-party fusses 
going on. But as things stand now, 
in.-tead of voting on Wallace, Nix­
on an d Humphrey. Texans will 
really be choosing between three 
slates of candidates for elector 
to .see which gets to cast the 25 
Texas votes in the electoral college 
Dec. 16. If the Democrats carry 
Texas, Mr. Shirley will be voting 
in the electoral college.
