When a person files a claim for 
social security benefits, whether 
it be a retirement, disability, or 
survivor’s claim, the thing fore­
most in his mind is quick process­
ing of his claim and prompt pay­
ment.

Jack Ashcraft, social security 
representative for the Crowell 
area, said recently that speedy 
payment of benefits is also the 
primary goal o f the Social Secur­
ity Administration. However, Mr. 
Ashcraft pointed out the law re­
quires that certain facts be estab- 
li.shed in each claim for social se­
curity benefits. Thus, employees 
o f the Social Security Adminis- j 
tration have a two-sided responsi-1 
bility— to see that claims are paid' 
promptly, but in accordance with 
the law.

Mr. Ashcraft listed three areas 
that cause problems and delays in 
the processing of social security 
claims: ( 1) lack o f sufficient age;! 
(2 ) employees whose wages are i 
incorrectly reported or not report- i 
ed at all; and (3) self-employed 
persons who do not file their tax 
returns correctly or do not file 
returns at all. All o f these matters 
have to be cleared up before a

claim can be completed.
It is very important, Mr. Ash­

craft emphasized, that anyone who 
has doubt about the evidence of 
his age, or about his status as an 
employee or self-employed per­
son, contact a social security rep­
resentative before time to file a 
claim so that problems can be 
cleared up in advance.

Mr. Ashcraft will be in Crowell 
again on Dec. 12 at the community 
center from 10 a. m. to 12 noon.

IRS 
points out that an oil lease bonus 
payment will qualify for the 27 H 
per cent depletion allowance. The 
annual rental does not. (The an­
nual rental is usually $ 1.00 per 
acre). Most folks who have had 
a lease look forward to it running 
out without the oil company drill­
ing a dry hole, so they can get 
another oil lease bonus. However, 
two lease bonu.«es are not quite 
twice as nice as one. You have to 
restore the depletion allowance 
that you claimed back several 
years ago when you got your first 
lease bonus as income, and pay 
taxes. Your oil was not depleted 
during the lease, and the law re­
quires you to give the tax deduc­
tion back. This is true regardless

i of whether jou  have a dry hole,' 
get a new lease, or the oil people 

' just go away. It hurt«, but that’s 
jthe way the law reads. j

In Chapter 3 o f St. Paul’s let­
ter to the Romans he declares that 
God has set forth Christ as a sat­
isfaction for man’s sin and that 
redemption is obtained by faith 
in “ His blood,”  or His payment 
for sin at Calvary, entirely apart 
from works, religions or other­
wise (Rom. 3:21-26).

But in this same passage he 
states that “ remission”  concerns 
the “ sins that are past” (ver. 25). 
What does he means by this?

Some have taught from this 
verse that when a sinner turns 
to God for salvation all his sins 
are forgiven up to that time and 
now that he is saved he is hence­
forth responsible for himself. But 
this would mean that God saves 
men by His grace only to turn 
them over again to their own weak 
and sinful natures. If this were 
the case, the converted sinner 
would be lost again the same day, 
for what Christian believer is 
wholly free from sin?

Paul rather looks back here at 
past ages and declares that we 
now know and proclaim that men 
like Abel, Noah and Abraham, and 
also like Moses, David and Daniel 
(who lived under the law) were 
actually saved by the redemption 
wrought by Christ, although this 
was still future in their day. In 
other words, Christ died, not only 
for sins which we have commit­
ted, but also for the "sins which 
are past.”  The believers of past 
ages simply believed what God 
told them then, and God counted 
them righteous (Gen. 16:6) on 
the basis o f Christ’s coming pay­
ment for sin.

We have the same truth set 
forth in Hebrews 9:15, where we 
are told that Christ’s death avail­
ed also “ for the redemption o f 
the transgressions that were un­
der the first covenant,”  i. e., the 
law.

How blessed we are to live at 
a time when God’s plan o f salva­
tion has been fully revealed, and 
that we can now look to the Lord 
Jesus Christ and exclaim with 
Paul: “ He loved me, and gave 
Himself for me”  (Gal. 2:20).
