Most o f us know good and well 

that we have to file an income tax 
return between now and April 15. 
However, i f  you are well-heeled 
and have reached the stage in life 
where you want to give your chil­
dren, your friends, or others, sub­
stantial amounts o f money or 
property, you may have another 
tax filing problem; g ift tax re­
turns on all the gifts that you 
made over $3000 to any one indi­
vidual ($600 i f  both spouses gave 
out o f community funds) are due 
before April 15, 1969, as well as 
the income tax returns. You have 
a lifetime exemption for making 
tax-free gifts amounting to $30,- 
000 over and above your annual 
exemption o f up to $3000 (or 
$6000 community property.) You 
must, however, file a g ift tax re­
turn, form 709, on the $30,000 
worth o f gifts. I f  you need addi­
tional information, contact Inter­
nal Revenue.

Sober Christians

“ Let us, who are o f the day, 
be sober . . . ”  ( I  Thes. 5:8).

Many people entertain the er­
roneous idea that truly spiritual 
Christians must always be solemn 
and long-faced. In fact, they sup­
pose that such Scripture pas.sages 
as the above teach this.

Nothing could be farther from 
the truth, for the word, “ sober,”  
in our English New Te.<ta’ment 
does not mean solemn, but com­
pletely under control. This is also 
true o f the original Greek word 
from which the English word “ so­
ber”  is translated.

Sobriety in Scripture, as in 
modern English, is the opposite 
o f drunkenness.

This is brought out in the rest 
of the pa.-̂ sage cited above. Along 
with its context, this passage 
reads as follows:

“ For they that sleep sleep in 
the night; and they that be drunk­
en be drunken in the night.

“ But let us, who are o f the 
day, be sober, putting on the 
brea.stplate o f faith and love, and 
for an helmet the hope o f salva­
tion.

“ For God hath not appointed 
us to wrath, but to obtain salva­
tion by our Lord Jesus Christ,

“ Who died for us that . . . we 
should live together with Him”  
(I  Thes. 5:7-10).

Thus those who are “ o f the 
day,”  and know Christ as their 
Savior, should not “ sleep”  on the 
one hand, or “ be drunken”  on 
the other, but should be awake 
and alert, their faculties com­
pletely under control, so that they 
might witness the more effective­
ly to the saving grace o f Christ.

I f  ever there was a time when 
true Christians should “ watch and 
be sober,”  it is now.

When a girl marries, it’s an 
occasion for joy— but when a wid­
ow receiving federal government 
benefit payments remarries, it’s a 
headache for the taxpayer, accord­
ing to “ Washington Report,”  o f­
ficial publication of the Chamber 
o f Commerce o f the United States.

What’s been happening is that 
many (nobody knows how many) 
widows receiving benefits have 
been failing to notify the author­
ities when they make the trip to 
the altar again. The law says that 
when these widows remarry, they 
are no longer eligible for benefits.

Congress’ bloodhound agency, 
the General Accounting Office 
(G A O ), recently looked into the 
matter and found some widow­
hoodwinking o f 5 federal agencies 
which make substantial widow 
payments. They are the Social Se­
curity Administration, Veterans 
Administration, U. S. Civil Service 
Commission, Railroad Retirement 
Board and the Bureau o f Employ­
ees’ Compensation.

GAO was able to conduct only 
a limited study, but what it found 
is very revealing. It identified 147 
widow beneficiaries who had re­
ceived payments but who had be­
come ineligible because o f another 
“ I do.”  They had been overpaid 
$82,000, and future payments o f 
about $1.2 million might have been

made i f  their new marital status 
had not been discovered.

When you consider that in 1967 
the above-named agencies nude 
payments o f about $1.6 billion to  
1.8 million widows, the significance 
o f GAO’s spotrheck results be­
comes apparent.

Blood from March of Dimes Ceiitet’ 
Proves Lifesaver for 5-Year-Old Girl

When most five-year-olds 
have an ”off" day, as all 
children do from time to 
time, adults tend to blame 
it on a need for more rest.

But when pretty, brown­
eyed Angela M. of Augusta, 
G a, gets cranky, they’re apt to 
think she needs a blood trans­
fusion.

Angela has an hereditary 
birth defect of the blood called 
“ thalassemia major" or Cooley’s 
anemia. By the age of four, she 
had received a total of 60 pints 
o f blood, and still requires a 
transfusion about every two 
to three weeks.

” Transfu»ions are such a 
“way of life' for Angela that 
people tend to feel sorry for 
her and excuse pierfectly nor­
mal misbehavior,” says Dr. 
Dorothy Hahn, chief clinic 
physician of the March of 
Dixnes Birth Defects Center at 
the Medical College of Georgia 
where Angela is a patient.

“ Instead of the mild disci- 
•pline needed at school or else­
where, she often gets misplaced 
sympathy. Like all bright, ob­
servant children she quickly 
learn.' to take advantage of this 
with adults outside her home.” 

Angela’s young parents. East 
Indians who came to Augusta 
from New Delhi, cope very 
w ell ■with her condition and 
upbringing. Her father, an Ox­
ford-trained biochemist on the 
faculty of the Medical College, > 
and her attractive, sari-clad 
mother, treat their youngest 
child as firmly as they do her 
brother and sister—despite the 
acrioushess of Angela’s condi­
tion. Good behavior is imparti­
a lly  expected of each member 
o f  the family.

Victims of thalassemia major 
tend to die in their first or sec­
ond decade. Their red blood 
cells last only one-third to one- 
half of the normal len^h of 
time. Frequent transfusions 
help, but children with the 
disease are vulnerable to infec­
tions and even a mild cold can 
develop into fatal pneumonia. 
A n  estimated 25.000 children 
and young adults in the United 
States are believed to have 
thalassemia.

Angela is too young to 
understand the word.« ‘sur­
v iva l’ and ‘transfusion.«’ in the 
sense adults do. But she does 
understand that she is different 
from normal children and

slowly.

Q. I ’m expecting a bonus this 
year at the office.

<J. The holiday job our son is 
taking may put his earnings over 
$600 when it is added to what 
he made last summer. He’s a full- 

I time college student and I pay for 
his room, board and tuition. Could 

I his earnings cost me the deduction 
I ’ve been taking for him?

A. I f  your son is under 19 at 
year-end or was a full-time stu­
dent during some part o f each 
o f 5 calendar months o f the year 
and you provide more than half 
his support, his earnings will not 
cause you to lose the exemption 
you claim for him. Your son must 
file a return i f  he has gross income 
o f $600 or more. He should also 
file a return if his income was 
less than that but taxes were with­
held from his wages. He cannot 
obtain a refund o f these taxes 
unless he files a return.

Q. Do I have to report tip in­
come to my employer?

A. I f  you have tip income o f 
$20 or more a month while work­
ing for any one employer then 
be sure you report it to this em­
ployer each month. Otherwi.se, you 
may be subject to a penalty o f up 
to 50 per rent o f the social secur­
ity tax on the tips.

Q. I am a farmer and I donated, 
a young steer I rai.sed to a church 
bull roast. How do I figure the 
value o f this contribution?

A. Use its fair market value 
at the time o f the donation as the 
amount of your charitable contri­
bution. However, the costs and 
expenses o f the steer incurred in 
the year o f contribution must be 
removed from your deductible 
farm expenses.

Q. Can I .spread over sevei'al 
years the profit I made on the 
sale of farmland?

A. Yes, you may be able to re­
port your profits on the install­
ment basis. Then you would only 
be taxed on that part o f the prof­
it you received in 1968. This in­
stallment method can only be used 
when you receive payments o f not 
more than 30 per cent o f the sell­
ing price in the year o f sale. I f  
you receive more than 30 per cent, 
the entire gain must be reported 
in the year o f sale.

Q. My brother and I help sup­
port our mother. Who gets to 
claim her as a dependent this 
year?

.A. Under the support test for 
claiming a dependent, the person 
who provides more than half the 
total support for the calendar year 
is entitled to claim the exemption. 
To determine whether you or your 
brother qualify, add up your moth 
ers’ food, clothing, shelter and 
other items o f support for the 
year. Then find out whether you 
or your brother supplied more 
than half o f them. I f  neither you 
nor your brother furnished more 
than half o f this support but your 
combined contributions totaled 
over half the support, then you 
may want to consider the multiple 
support agreement. Such an agree 
ment enables one o f you to claim 
your mother as a dependent pro­
viding certain conditions are met. 
Be sure to check this provision 
o f the law, as well as the other 
dependency test.«, before you file 
your return.

Social Security 
Deductions Go Up 
Wednesday, Jan, I

“ Listen, I can speak again”
Says stage and screen star William Gargan

In  1960 I was in San Fran­
cisco in a play called T H E  
BEST M AN . 1 was playing 
the part of a president sut 
fe t in g  from  cancer. For 
weeks a sore throat had 
plagued me, I  couldn’t seem 
to shake it.

When the show closed, my 
wife, Mary, insisted that I 
see a doctor. After an exam­
ination and tests, he said I 
had cancer of the larynx, 
and recommended an op­
eration , to save my life . 
Thirty-six hours later, the 
'surgeon operated on my 
throat; I  was speechless-lit- 
crally. I  had lost my voice.

Starting with the first pay 
checks they receive in the new 
year, the nation’s working people 
will pay 4.8 per cent o f their earn­
ings toward their social security 
protection, an increase of 0.4 per 
cent over the contribution rate 
in effect since the beginning of 
1967.

Social security contributions 
are .still payable on only the first 
$7,800 of annual earnings, Edwin 
Draughon, social security district 
manager, said this week. For a 
person earning $7.800 or more 
a year ($150 a week or over), 
the increase will amount to 69 
cents a week; a worker earning 
$100 a week will pay 40 cents 
a week more.

The increase that goes into e f­
fect January 1 was scheduled in 
the social security amendments of 
1967. These amendments increas­
ed cash benefits for all beneficiar­
ies by at least 13 per cent. The 
increase in benefits payable to 
workers and their families in the 
future will be even greater, Mr. 
Draughon said.

Retirement protection for woi’k- 
ers and their families is increased, 
and so is the protection wives and 
children have if the worker should 
die. There is also improved pro­
tection for the entire family if 
the family breadwinner should be­
come disabled for work for a per­
iod of 12 months or more.

Gradual increases are scheduled 
in the contribution rate until, for 
1987 and later, the rate will be 
5.9 per cent.

This rate includes 5 per cent 
for retirement, survivors, and dis­
ability insurance, and .9 per cent 
for hospital in.-»urance.

Q. M’hen meeting an oncoming 
vehicle at night, at what distance 
does the law require you to dim 
your headlights?

A. The law requires you dim 
your headlights when approaching 
within 500 feet of an oncoming 
vehicle. A courteous, defensive 
driver will dim before this.

Q. Does the law require you to 
dim your headlights when follow­
ing another vehicle at night?

A. The law requires that you 
dim your headlights when follow­
ing a vehicle within 200 feet at 
night. This does not apply when 
you are in the act o f overtaking 
and passing.

Q. When and on what type ve­
hicles does the law require safe­
ty flaps or guards (commonly re­
ferred to as mud flaps) ?

A. Every truck, road tractor, 
truck tractor in combination with 
a semi-trailer and trailer having 
4 or more tires (dual wheels) on 
the rearmost axle shall be equip­
ped with safety flaps o f a material 
and construction prescribed by 
the Texas Dept, o f Public Safety, 
located and suspended behind the 
rearmost wheels and they shall 
come to within 8 inches o f the 
surface o f the road. This does 
not apply to pole trailers, truck 
tractors operated alone, nor to 
trucks on private property. These 
flaps are required at all times 
when the vehicle is operated on a 
public roadway.

Q. What is the law regarding 
mirrors on a commercial vehicle?

A. Every commercial motor ve­
hicle, when operated on a public 
highway, shall be equipped with 
a mirror, placed and maintained 
so that the operator shall at all 
times be able to see other vehicles 
approaching from the rear.

Q. What is the minimum age 
that a person can obtain a com­
mercial drivers license in Texas?

A. The minimum age is 17 years 
old provided the person has pass­
ed an approved course of driver 
education. Without driver educa­
tion, the minimum age is 18 years 
old.

Q. How far can the load on a 
vehicle extend past the front and 
the rear of a vehicle without a 
special permit?

A. No vehicle or combination 
of vehicles shall caiTy any load 
extending more than 3 feet to 
the front, nor more than 4 feet 
to the rear.

Lots o f citrus is on hand for 
the new year, according to the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice.

Fresh oranges, grapefruit and 
tangerines all are in big supply 
now. In addition to the fresh fruit, 
good supplies o f canned single­
strength grapefruit juice also are 
available. Production o f all three 
fruits is well above average, re ­
ports the U. S. Department o f 
Agriculture.

Other foods abundant during 
January include canned tomatoes 
and tomato products, potatoes and 
onions, broilers, canned salmon 
and dry beans.

The third largest fall potato out­
put on record is sending big sup­
plies o f this food staple to markets 
now. Production o f tomatoes for 
processing set a new record, as 
indicated by the large supplies 
o f canned tomatoes and such prod­
ucts as tomato paste, catsup, sauce 
and soups.

Canned salmon production dur­
ing 1968 more than doubled that 
o f the previous year. You’ll find 
especially ample offerings o f pink 
and chum salmon. Dry beans most 
plentiful now include pea beans, 
pintos, blackeyes and baby limas, 
according to USDA’s Consumer 
and Marketing Service.

During 1967 Internal Revenue 
audited the tax returns o f 3.1 mil­
lion taxpayers. 62.4 per cent or
1.6 million were found to owe an 
additional $33,313,800,000. How­
ever, 40.2 per cent, or 1.3 million, 
had no change in their returns. 
(These people had obviously kept 
good records and followed the tax 
instructions.) About 200,000, or
7.6 per cent o f those audited had 
the happy experience o f receiving 
refunds amounting to $190,600,- 
OOO. (O f course, these taxpayers 
had overpaid their tax to start 
with and would never have known 
o f the $190 million i f  they had 
not had the good fortune to get 
a tax audit.) Correcting tax re 
turns is a necessary part o f the 
Internal Revenue Service’s busi­
ness to assure that each o f us 
pays hia fair share. However,

Northern Texas taxpayers who 
do not have a city sales tax in 
their home town may use the state 
sales tax table included in the mail 
ed instruction booklet as a guide 
in preparing their itemized 1968 
federal income tax returns, ac 
cording to Ellis Campbell, Jr., Dis 
trict Director o f Internal Revenue 
He pointed out that special tables 
have been prepared for the four 
sets o f cities that began paying 
a city sales tax on Jan. 1, April 1 
July 1, and Oct. 1. These are post­
ed in local post offices and are 
available at IRS offices.

The tables are based on consum­
er spending patterns and show 
the average amount o f state sales 
tax (and city sales tax where ap 
plicable) paid by Texas residents.

State sales tax on automobiles 
purchased is not included in the 
tables. Taxpayers who purchased 
an automobile may add deductible 
sales taxes paid on the purchase 
to the amount shown in the table 

Taxpayers are not required to 
use the tables, Mr. Campbell point 
ed out. The tables are furnished 
as a guide for the convenience of 
taxpayers who want to deduct 
"standard”  amount for sales taxes 
without substantiation. Taxpayers 
who prefer to deduct the actual 
amount o f sales taxes paid during 
the year must have records as 
proof o f payment.

The growing group o f rural res­

The good tax 
folks point out that an expense 
for hog feed to produce meat fo r 
personal use is no more a deduc 
tible farm expenditure than an 
expense fo r bacon at the super­
market. Any farmer can deduct 
his expenses fo r produce i f  the 
produce is sold, but the suit the 
store owner takes from stock fo r 
his personal use is not a business 
expense— neither is the food you 
grow and eat on the farm.
