An Army spokesman said the 
three missing men were riding in 
a small sedan in the same gen­
eral area and have been unaccount­
ed for since about the same time 
the other men were killed.

There are several thousand al­
lied troops based in the area, most 
o f them Thais, but the spokesman 
said the ambush occurred “ out o f 
the range o f friendly outposts.’ ’

Austin— A statewide committee 
to represent rural landowners and 
those who enjoy living in the coun­
try during the expected struggle 
over school district consolidation 
in the current se.ssion of the Texas 
Legislature was announced here 
last week.

The group, known as “ The Lit­
tle Red School House Committee,”  
is composed o f a cros.s-section of 
farmers, ranchers and rural land- 
owners from throughout the state. 
Charles Schreiner III, a promi­
nent rancher from Mountain 
Home, is chairman of the com­
mittee.

“ We believe the forced consoli­
dation o f small school districts, us 
proposed in the report of the Gov­
ernor’s Committee on Public 
School Education, will go a long 
way toward destroying rural life 
as it is now enjoyed in Texas,” 
Schreiner said in a news confer­
ence last week.

Schreiner pointed out that the 
Governor’s Committee recom­
mends the forced consolidation of 
Texas 1,218 school districts into 
a total o f 353.

“ This would virtually wipe out 
866 community centers, since most 
rural schools are the primary sym­
bols of community identification,” 
Schreiner said.

He refuted the claim that big­
ger school districts would auto­
matically provide better education 
for students. “ Mere bigness is not 
an absolute guarantee o f excel­
lence,”  he said.

“ The Little Red School Hou-'e 
Committee has been formed to 
awaken rural landowners and res­
idents of small communities to the 
unseen dangers o f forced consoli­
dation and to acquaint legislators 
in .Austin with the feelings o f the 
rural people o f Texas,”  Schreiner 
said.

In addition to the erosion of 
rural communities following the 
closing o f their schools, Schrein­
er .said that other adverse effects 
would include the bu.ssing o f stu­
dents often many miles away; 
elimination or .«erious curtailment 
o f many outstanding programs de­
signed primarily for rural schools, 
such as vocational agricultural and 
vocational homemaking programs; 
the elimination o f athletic teams 
from Class AA  and below, with 
the resultant loss o f identity for 
those communities and a decrease 
or entire elimination o f a voice 
for the rural residents on .«chool 
boards which will be centered in 
urban areas.

“ The Little Red School House 
Committee and all its members 
certainly want to provide the best 
education possible for the young 
people o f our state,”  Schreiner 
said. “ But we don’t believe that 
this proposed forced consolidation 
program, requiring the elimination 
o f nearly 900 school districts in 
Texas, is the answer.”

It will take time to make a list, 
but it is the only accurate way 
to know what you posse.«s and 
their value, believes Burkett.

It is a good practice to keep 
a record o f the date o f purchase, 
name o f the dealer and cost o f 
each item. Keep the inventory in 
a safe place, outside the house 
i f  fireproof storage is not avail­
able. It ’s a good idea to keep at 
least two copies in different places 
and don’t forget to keep them up- 
to-date, reminds the county agent.

Austin, Texas— Texas legisla­
tors now are busy with committee 
hearings on dozens o f bills the 
181 members would like to turn 
into laws.

Even though Gov. Preston Smith 
may not have his budget and tax 
message ready this week, there is 
plenty o f business before the legis­
lative committees to keep them 
occupied.

Perhaps the most talked-about 
legislation is that dealing with 
the public school reorganization 
plan recommended by Gov. John 
Connally’s Committee on Public 
School Education.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes joined 
Governor Smith in doubting that 
the forced consolidation o f school 
districts would pass. And mail the 
legislators are getting from par­
ents and administrators in the 
smaller districts leads others to 
agree that the proposal will have 
to be modified.

Smith is urging reform of the 
basis on which state aid is given 
to local school districts.

PSE Committee’s study revealed 
that a great many school districts 
are getting bonanzas from the 
states by' failing to properly tax 
their own property. It seems that 
the less they collect locally, the 
more they get from the state.

Sen. A. M. Aikin, Jr. o f Paris 
and Rep. George Hinson of Min­
eóla have signatures o f more than 
half the members o f each house on 
the Texas State Teachers Associa­
tion pay raise bill for school teach­
ers. This package o f changes will 
cost the state’s taxpayers some 
$206 million a year, plus $20 mil­
lion increased state funds for 
school operation, maintenance and 
transportation.

Smith said that he will recom­
mend new taxes to finance proj­
ects he will recommend in his 
spending program. But he is not 
yet ready to say what sort o f tax 
he will suggest.

Joe Christie o f El Paso 
introduced a proposed constitu­
tional amendment to authorize the 
Legislature to legalize mixed drink 
sales on a local option basis, then 
minutes later, his own senate con­
stitutional amendments committees 
set it for hearing Wednesday, Feb.

for approval o f liquor-by-thc- 
drink as improving and added he 
feels “ people ought to have an 
opportunity to decide the issue’ ’ 
by popular vote.

Smith made an almost identical 
observation and noted the pro­
posal advanced by Christie and 
Davis gives voters “ several checks’’ 
through local option eiections.

Constitutional amendments must 
receive a two-thirds vote o f both 
houses o f the Legislature before 
they can be submitted for approv­
al or rejection o f a majority o f 
qualified voters.

The Christie-Davis proposition 
would delete the old constitutional 
ban on “ open saloons.’ ’ It would 
empower the Legislature to “ reg­
ulate the manufacture, sale, pos­

A  separate bill spelling out the 
recommended regulations to take 
effect on passage o f the constitu­
tional amendment will be intro­
duced later. I f  the amendment 
fails to get two-thirds support, 
the sponsors will try to pass the 
bill anyway and risk a law suit 
challenging constitutionality.

Barnes predicted some senators 
who oppose liquor-by-the-drink 
will go along with submitting the 
issue to a vote. One o f these. Sen. 
Oscar Mauzy o f Dallas, is a co­
author o f the proposed amend­
ment.

Austin—  Bulging enrollments, 
special high .school work for fu­
ture police officers and firemen, 
and a whole new methofl o f test­
ing the teaching pinpoint the 
growth patterns o f adult and vo­
cational education in Texas.

Enrollment is a story in it. îelf. 
The new biennial report published 
in January by the Texas Educa­
tion Agency shows a jump o f 18 
per cent between Sept. 1, 1966, 
and Aug. 31, 1968, or an increa'-c 
o f from 531,659 to 627,888 stu­
dents.

The increasingly varied scope 
o f the courses offered is another 
story. Some Texas high schools 
n>ay soon o ffer their students 
special one-semester courses in 
fire and police administration. 
This work will qualify graduates 
to continue their training at po­
lice academies or junior colleges 
offering advanced work in the.se 
two key vocations.

During the 1967-68 school year, 
schools offering vocational educa­
tion programs in six independent 
school districts volunteered for 
self-evaluation using a procedure 
developed by the agency. They 
include the Atlanta, Big Spring, 
Bryan, Gilmer, San Angelo and 
Tyler independent school districts.

This year, some 200 new schools 
will check out their programs in a 
similar manner, according to John 
R. Guemple, assistant commission­
er fo r  adult and vocational educa­
tion.

The evaluation, mutual benefit 
to the schools and to the agen­
cy, gave teachers a proven meth­
od for pinpointing strengths and 
weaknesses. Their suggestions 
were then incorporated into the 
revisions made by the agency.

Consultants from the agency also 
visited the schools to observe the 
effectiveness o f their programs.

The agency also sponsored a 
new instructional materials cen­
ter fo r homemaking occupations 
ut Texas Tech in Lubbock. These 
materials, especially designed for 
students planning careers as di­
etician aides, food service, child 
care, and clothing assisUints, were 
developed for the agency’s cooper­
ative training cla.sses. The student 
spends part o f her school day in 
the classroom and the rest in 
peid on-the-job training.

Two similar centers are under­
way in other area.<. The University 
o f Texas at Austin specializes in 
in.^tructional materials for ilistrib- 
utive education while Texas A&M 
University specializes in working 
with materials in vocational agri­
culture.

Cannot Exist as a 
Parmanent Form 
of Govornmont

Distributive education materials 
include high school work for auto 
parts counter man and a course 
in fibers and fabrics fo r students 
interested in piece goods and 
ready-to-wear occupations.

At the junior college level, they 
include mid-management courses 
now under way in Beaumont, Dal­
las, Fort Worth, Houston, Odessa 
and San Antonio. Short courses 
are also available for adults in 
supervisory courses, including one 
on how to “ Tell It Well to See It 
Well.”

During 1967-68, the Materials 
Development Center at Texas 
A&M completed curriculum ma­
terials for 32 occupations fo r use 
in agricultural cooperative part- 
time training programs. Study 
areas include dairy farm workers, 
agricultural machinery repairmen, 
veterinary assistant, wildlife con­
servation, and horticulture.

Adult education programs ac­
counted for more than 50 per cent 
of the adult and vocational educa­
tion enrollment, according to the 
biennial report. Enrollments climb­
ed from 295,000 in 1966-67 *.o 
321,000 students in 1967-68. The 
rest o f the enrollment is divided 
among secondary students, up 
from 209,000 to 238,000 students;

Q— Does it make any difference 
whether I file the red, white and 
blue tax form I got in the mail 
or one o f the plain ones the post 
office has?

A— Either form is acceptable, 
but the colored one is preferable. 
However, i f  you do not file the 
return mailed you, please be sure 
to remove the name label and put 
it on the return you do file. Use 
o f the address label will properly 
identify your return and speed 
any refund due. The use o f color 
on some o f the 19'68 tax returns 
is an experiment to determine 
whether the u.se o f color to high­
light certain sections of the form 
will reduce errors.

Q— Where can I hire someone 
to help me with my tax return?

A— Call your local accounting, 
legal or tax practitioner associa­
tion and ask them for the names 
o f qualified people. In choosing 
an advisor, here are things to look 
for; 1. avoid the man who “ guar­
antees”  you a refund. 2. Be on 
guard, if  he suggests the refund 
be sent to his address. You should 
never sign a blank tax return or 
one that has been prepared in 
pencil. You are legally responsible 
for every item on the return even 
though someone else has helped 
you prepare it. Your advisor 
should sign the return, too, indi­
cating that he helped you with it.

Q— Are gifts ever taxed?
A — The recipient has no fed­

eral income tax to pay but the 
giver may he taxed if the g ift 
is sizable. The law generally re­
quires a gift tax return to be filed 
by the donor when a gift or gifts 
to any one person during the year 
exceeds $3,000. However, income 
earned on gifts is taxable to the 
recipient.

Q— I sold my house just before 
my 65th birthday. Does that mean 
I won’t be entitled to the special 
benefits for the elderly on those 
sales?

A— The law requires you to ’oe 
65 or over before the date o f sale 
or exchange to qualify for these 
special benefits.

Q— I was married last month. 
Since my name has changed, do 
I have to change my social secur­
ity number?

A— When your name changes, 
notify your local office o f the So­
cial Security Administration as 
soon as possible. Your number will 
not be changed, but your record 
will be corrected to reflect your 
married name.

Q— Who can file the short form 
1040A?

A— This form can be used in 
the following circumstances: 1.
income is under $10,000; and 2. 
income con.sists entirely of wage.s 
subject to withholding and not 
more than $200 from dividends, 
interest, and other wages. The 
Form 1040A cannot be used by 
taxpayers who either itemize their 
deductions or who claim special 
tax credits or de<tuctions such as 
the retirement income credit, sick 
pay exclusion, or moving expense 
deduction. Further details on fil­
ing requirements are griven in the 
instructions that accompany both 
the 1040 and 1040A tax forms.

Social Security 
Disability Boiekts 
for Young Worker

Disability benefits under the so­
cial security program are now 
clo.ser to the reach of young work­
ers than they were last year No 
longer is it always neces.sBry to 
have worked in social seevrity for 
five years. A worker disabled pri­
or to age .31 may receive benefits 
for himself and his family if  he 
worked half the time between age 
21 and the date his disability be­
gan.

Thousands o f young men and 
women had their claims for dis­
ability benefits denied by the so­
cial security administration in past 
years because they had not work­
ed long enough to be insured. A 
recent change in the social secur­
ity law now makes it possible for 
these people to qualify for dis­
ability benefits with less work. 
This important change in the law 
affects workers disabled before 

'age 31. In all cases a new appli­
cation will have to be lilerl by the 
disabled person with the .social se­
curity administration.

Previously, it was neces.sary for 
disabled worker's to h:r\e worked 
under social security for at least 
five out o f the ten years ending 
with the onset of his disability i:t 
order to qualify for disability ben­
efits. A recent change in the so­
cial security law reduces the work 
requirements o f workers disabled 
before age 31.

Effective with February 1968 
those who became disabled prior 
to age 31 will need aarningi 
credits for just half the time 
between age 21 and the begin­
ning date of the disability. 
Those workers disabled prior to 
age 24 may qualify for benafits 
with as faw as six aarnings 
credits.

Estimates by the social security 
administration place at 100,000 
the number o f workers and de­
pendents who may be affected by 
this change. Further information 
and assistance in filing is avail­
able at the Vernon social security 
office or from the social security 
representative who comes to the 
community center in Crowell on 
his regular visits.
