Easter Seal Appeal 
Letters Being 
Mailed This Week

Easter Seal Appeal letters are 
being delivered this week in Foard 
County, according to Robert Kin­
caid, who is the Easter Seal rep­
resentative for the Easter Seal 
Society for Crippled Children and 
Adults o f Texas.

As representative, Mr. Kincaid 
serves as contact representative 
for disabled persons needing East­
er Seal rehabilitation services and 
also serves as treasurer of the 
Easter Seal appeal in Foard Coun­
ty.

The Easter Seal Society offers 
physical and occupational therapy, 
speech and hearing programs, and 
special equipment loans to enable 
disabled persons to make the best 
use of their abilities to overcome 
handicaps. These services are fi­
nanced by the annual Easter Seal 
appeal. ITie Society also provided 
for research into the causes and 
cures o f crippling conditions, fi­
nances public education programs, 
and provides scholarships for the 
training o f professional personnel 
to staff rehabilitation centers.

Mr. Kincaid pointed out that all 
o f these programs are important 
i f  Texas is going to continue to 
provide the best in rehabilitation 
services for its own disabled cit­
izens.

During 1968, the Texas Easter 
Seal Society helped to provide 
treatment and services to 11,390 
children and 6,232 adults who 
were in need o f  rehabilitation ser­
vices. These services are available 
to any disabled person who can 
benefit from help provided by the 
Easter Seal Society, Mr. Kincaid 
added.

The Easter Seal campaign will 
run through Easter Sunday, April 
6. Mr. Kincaid urged increased 
support for the Easter Seal Soci­
ety and its program o f  services 
to crippled children and adults.

bonds for the purchase, construc­
tion, acquisition, repair or renova­
tion o f buildings and improve­
ments and equipping the same for 
hospital purposes, and providing 
for the levy o f annual taxes at a 
rate not to exceed seventy-five

Also, if such a district were 
created by the Legislature and 
authorized by vote o f the people 
of the county, the tax rate would 
be only so much o f such 75 cents 
maximum as would be needed for 
sinking funds as well as operating 
and maintenance expenses. It 
should also be noted that bonds 
of such a district could not be 
issued without express authoriza­
tion o f the qualified voters o f the 
county,”  Judge Thomas stated.

Have you ever noticed that the 
Apostle Paul never speake o f his 
love for Christ? Rather, he keep« 
talking about Christ’« wonderful 
love to him. Neither does he ex­
hort us to love Christ, but keeps 
telling u.« how Christ loved— and 
loves, us. This is consistent with 
the message specially committed 
to him: “ The gospel o f the grace 
of God”  (Acts 20:24).

The law says; “ Thou shalt love 
the Lord thy God.”  This is the 
very essence of the law (Matt. 
22:37). And we should love God, 
but law cannot produce love, so 
God comes to us in grace and says 
“ I love you.”  This is why Paul’s 
epistles are so filled with “ the 
love of God, which is in Christ 
Jesus”  (Roin. 8:39).

The fact that God deals with 
us in grace does not mean that 
believers should not, or do not, 
love Him. The very opposite is 
true, for love begets love. It is 
when men come to know the love 
of Christ that their hearts re- 
spond to Him in love.

Peter, like Paul, had once been 
a strict observer of the law, but 
had since come to know the love 
of Christ in growing measure. The 
result: a deep love for Christ and 
the overflowing joy that accom­
panies such love. This is why we 
find in I Pet. 1 :8 those touching 
words that naturally overflow 
from the heart and lips o f one 
who has come to know the love 
of Christ:

Governor urged the following 
for education in addition to the 
teacher pay hike:

Vocational-technical education 
improvements totalling $26 mil­
lion more than previously recom­
mended; $12 million to hire more 
teacher aides; $16 million increase 
for special education o f handicap­
ped; $6 million to conduct a pilot 
eight-week optional summer school 
program; $3.3 million for teacher 
sick leave; $12 million more for 
junior colleges; $3 million to de­
velop regional educational closed 
circuit television systems; $8.3 
million each for new medical 
schools in Houston and Lubbock; 
$7.3 million for new dental school 
in San Antonio; $600,000 to ex­
pand Baylor dental and medical 
units and $600,000 for studies 
measuring results of public edu­
cation.

Governor thinks $11.7 million 
more is needed for medical assist­
ance programs; $6.6 million for a 
3.4 per cent state employee pay 
raise; $6 million more to pay em­
ployee group insurance premium; 
$2.2 million more for his own o f­
fice; $1.8 million to implement 
water planning; $200,000 for Wat­
er Rights Commission; $200,000 
each for urban studies at Arling­
ton and Houston; $300,000 for 
Parks and Wildlife Commission 
and $300,000 for centralized ser­
vices. Department of Public Safe­
ty would get $8.6 million more 
from special funds to hire more 
personnel, build additional facili­
ties and improve communications.

But on one o f the big issues 
of the legislative session, increas­
ed appropriations for higher edu­
cation, Smith stood pat with the 
Legislative Budget Board recom­
mendations. This is $73 million 
less on the seven “ formula”  items. 
College presidents told the appro­
priations hearing that they simply 
cannot handle the flood of new 
students without the $73 million.

On the proposals o f Gov. John 
Connally’s Committee on Public 
School Education for consolida­
tion and tax equalisation. Gover­
nor Smith drew a middle ground. 
He advocated a state stamp tax 
on real estate transactions as a 
way of studying the variation in 
assessment bases for local school 
tax purposes. He referred to the 
rural school consolidation propos­
als in critical terms, but did not 
come out against it or suggest to 
the Legislature any decision on 
the recommendations for consoli­
dation.

LEGISLATION MOVES ON—
Governor Smith has signed into 
law bills to raise state employee 
retirement benefits an average 10 
per cent and to raise from five 
to six and a half per cent the 
maximum interest rate on state 
and local bonds.

Senate passed 30-0 and sent to 
the House a compromise work­
men’s compensation reform bill, 
raising top benefits from $36 to 
$49 a week for injured or ill work­
ers. Senate also passed a propos­
ed constitutional amendment to 
authorise appropriation o f funds 
for governors-elect between gener­
al election day and inauguration, 
bills to create separate boards of 
regents for East Texas State and 
West Texas State universities, 
authority for county commission­
ers to furnish free office space 
and telephones to legislators in 
their home districts and tax ex 
emption for 600 non-profit rural 
water cooperatives and nursing 
homes.

House lagged far behind the
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Senate, but did complete action 
on the bond interest bill, create 

commission to operate the Fleet 
Admiral Chester W. Nimitz Mu­
seum in Fredericksburg and pass 

bill to permit local libraries to 
join in a statewide network for 
exchange o f books and services.

Liquor-by-the-drink constitu­
tional amendments landed on Sen­
ate and House calendars with fa­
vorable committee reports and pre­
dictions of support by two-thirds 
o f lawmakers. Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes 
appeared to be taking a personal 
hand in steering the senate legis­
lation.

Meanwhile, the Senate Consti­
tutional Amendments Committee 
unceremoniously killed another fa­
miliar measure— San Antonio Sen. 
V. E. (Red) Berry’s proposal to 
legalize horse race gambling in 
Bexar and Harris counties.

Taiqiayers Ask 
hternal Revenue

This column o f questions and 
answers on federal tax matters 
is provided by the Internal Rev­
enue Service and is published as 
a public service to taxpayers. The 
column answers questions most 
frequently asked by taxpayers.

0 — I received a package o f es­
timated tax forms in the mail. 
Does that mean I have to fill one 
out and send it in?

A— You do not have to file an 
estimated return for 1969 unless 
you meet the requirements as ex­
plained in the instructions that 
came with the estimated forms. 
Estimated tax forms have been 
sent to every taxpayer who filed 
an estimated return for 1968 as 
well as to those taxpayers who had 
a balance due o f $40 or more 
when they filed their 1967 return. 
The forms are identified with the 
taxpayer’s name, address and so­
cial security number just as they 
appear in IRS files. If you are re­
quired to file an estimated return, 
be sure to use the forms sent you. 
It will assure that your estimated 
tax payments are properly credit­
ed to your account.

()— Can I deduct the assessment 
I had to pay for a new sidewalk?

A— No, the law generally does 
not permit deductions for assess­
ments for local benefits that tend 
to increase the value o f your prop­
erty. The amount o f the assess­
ment can be capitalised, however, 
and added to the basis o f your 
property.

0 — Where can I get a copy of 
Your Federal Income Tax” ?

A— This publication can be pur­
chased for 60 cents at local IRS 
offices or from the superintendent 
o f documents, U. S. Government 
Printing Office, Washington, D. 
C. 20402. Ask for publication 17.

Q— What records should I keep 
on my 1968 return in case I’m 
audited?

A— Keep whatever you need to 
substantiate the income and de­
ductions on your return. Cancelled 
checks, paid bills, forms W-2 
(wage and tax statement), and 
1099 (U. S. information return 
for calendar year), bank books 
and similar records in addition to 
a copy o f the return, will be help­
ful.

Q— I’ve got a refund coming. 
Where should I send my return?

A— Send it to your regional 
service center. An envelope ad­
dressed to the center was provided 
in all 1040 tax packages. If you 
don’t have an envelope, check the 
tax return instructions for the 
address of your IRS service cen­
ter.

()— Can I deduct my medicare 
premiums?

A— Yes, premiums for medicare 
and other medical insurance are 
deductible if you itemize expenses 
on your return. Don’t forget that 
medical insurance premiums are 
handled differently than other 
medical expenses. One half of 
these premiums up to a maximum 
of $160 may be deducted without 
regard for the 3 per cent limita­
tion generally imposed on medical 
expenses. Details on deducting 
medical insurance premiums and 
other medical expenses can be 
found in the 1040 instructions.

Q— To help out my daughter, I 
took care of several o f the mort­
gage payments on her new house. 
Can I deduct anything for this?

A— No. The law does not allow 
you any deduction for taxes and 
interest paid for someone else, 
if you are not legally liable. If 
the mortgage vras in your name, 
you may deduct the interest when 
you itemize your deductions.

Q— I cashed in some U. S. sav­
ings bonds last year. What do I 
report as interest on them?

A—-Report as interest the dif' 
ference between what yon paid 
for the bonds, the issue price, and 
what you received when you turn­
ed them in. Some cash basis tax­
payers elect to report the interest 
earned each year on their bonds 
rather than all at once when they 
redeem the bonds. Either way o f 
reporting this interest income is 
acceptable. However, once the 
election to report the increment 
each year is made, yon must con­
tinue to do so for all discount 
bonds you own or acquire later.

Texans Urged to 
Buy 1969 License 
Plates Early

There will be approximately a 
quarter-million more vehicles on 
the state’s streets and highways 
this year. State Highway Engineer 
J. C. Dingwall said this week.

During the 1969 registration 
year, indications are that more 
than 7.2 million motor vehicles 
will be registered in Texas, Ding­
wall said. That compares to al­
most 7 million registered in 1968.

Texas license plates this year 
have black letters and numerals 
on a white background. For the 
Arst time this year, all Texas li­
cense plates are reflectorized as a 
safety measure.

Registration began February 1 
at county tax ofAces and sub-sta­
tions throughout Texas. Motorists 
have until midnight, April 1, to 
register and afAx license plates 
to their vehicles.

“ But we urge everyone not to 
wait till the last minute,’ ’ Ling- 
wall said. “ By registering now, 
motorists can avoid waiting in 
long lines during the last few 
weeks o f the registration period.’ ’

State law requires each owner 
to register his vehicle in the coun­
ty in which he resides and to pre­
sent his title as evidence o f own­
ership.

The vehicle title is one of four 
items motorists will need when 
registering. The others are last 
year’s registration receipt, cur­
rent residence address and cor­
rect zip code.

Making certain that the correct 
residence address appears on 1969 
registration records can mean a 
big plus in convenience to vehicle 
owners next year.

Texas motor vehicle registra­
tion records are being computer­
ized, and a new registration sys­
tem for 1970 will speed up the 
registration process considerably.

Next year, vehicle owners will 
be mailed ^ special pre-prepared 
registration form. Owners will 
have only to bring the form to 
the county tax ofAce or registra­
tion station, pay the fee and have 
the form validated with new li­
cense numbers.

Fees are the same this year as 
last year. Minimum fee for all 
vehicles including small trailers 
such as boat trailers, is $6.30.

Newly-Eligible 
Persons Should 
Apply for S. S.

Edwin Draughon, social secur­
ity manager in Vernon, said this 
week that many people who Arst 
became eligible for social security 
beneAts under the 1967 amend­
ments to the law stand to lose 
some beneAts if they don’t apply 
for these beneAts before March 1.

If a person applies for beneAts 
after the month he Arst becomes 
eligible, he may receive the back 
beneAts for up to 12 months be­
fore the month o f his application. 
The new types o f  beneAts were 
Arst payable for the month of 
February 1968. To be entitled to 
all back payments, a claimant must 
apply no later than February 28, 
1969, Mr. Draughon explained.

Under the 1967 social security 
changes in the law, beneAts may 
now be payable to the following:

1. Young disabled workers who 
previously didn’t qualify for dis­
ability insurance payments because 
they had insufAcient work credits;

2. Disabled widows and depen­
dent widowers age 50-62; and

3. Children o f women workers 
who were insured at the time of 
their death, disability, or retire­
ment, but who did not meet the 
recent work requirement.

Mr. Draughon said he is sure 
that there are some people in the 
Foard County area who may be in 
line for payments under the 1967 
amendments, but who have not 
yet applied for them. He said that 
despite extensive publicity given 
to the amendments, some people 
still may not have heard about 
the changes in the law. He urged 
those who believe they'or a mem­
ber o f their family might qualify 
for these social security beneAts 
to get in touch with the social 
security ofAce before the end of 
February. The ofAce is located at 
1728 Fannin Street, Vernon, ph. 
U2-9346.
