Greenbelt Cities
Are Offered New
Water Contracts

Crowell, along with the four
other cities in the Greenbelt Mu-
nicipal and Industrial Water Auth-
ority, will have about a month to
decide what to do about a new
proposition from directors of the
Authority which might lead to a
re-adjustment in the water rates
to the customer.

The proposition presented to
the mayors of the five cities, which
are Crowell, Childress, Quanah,
Hedley and Clarendon, was made
at a meeting in Childress Thurs-
day night of last week.

It called for payment of the
cities to be made on the basis of
meters being used. Once adopted
the plan would remain in effect
for a year.

Jimmy Kuhn, manager of the
Greenbelt, said that all cities must
adopt the program or it would not
be adopted. All mayors indicated
approval Thursday night with the
exception of Hedley. They are ex-
pected to take the proposition back
to the councils for action.

Kuhn said that 100 per cent
approval would be required by the
Texas Water Development Board
which underwrote the bonds of
the Authority.

Mayor Robert Kincaid explain-
ed the newly proposed contract
as a great improvement over the
present system. Each member city
would be billed on a per-meter
basis. This way, a certain amount
of money would be coming into
the Authority all year long, with
no ups and downs in receipts as
is normally found between sum-
mer and winter water usage.

Mayor Kincaid expressed the
opinion that the new method
would provide Greenbelt water
users with more water for less
money.

At the present time all of the
cities but Crowell are paying 75
cents per 1000 gallons. Crowell
pays 822 cents per thousand.

“We have plenty of water to
sell,” Kuhn said. He also report-
ed that about 3,000,000 gallons
of water a day were being allowed
to run down the river.

“Actually, we lose
evaporation than we use,”
told the group.

March 21 Is Final
Date to Sign Up
for Crop Programs

Foard County landowners were
reminded this week by Mrs. Jean
Reeder, manager of the Foard
County ASCS office, that March 21
is the final date to sign up for the
cotton, wheat and feed grain pro-
grams. Mrs. Reeder said this
should be done as soon as farmers
have decided what they intend to
do.

Another important date for
farmers is Saturday, March 8,
which is final date to request ad-
ditional cotton acreage and also
to release cotton acreage they
do not intend to plant.

The local ASCS office has re-
ceived authorization for approval
of advance payments on 50 per
cent of the additional diverted
acres under the feed grain and
wheat programs. Small cotton
farms are eligible for 50 per cent
advance payment based on a total
of 11.26 cents per pound on the
projected yield of 35 per cent of
the allotment.

Landlord-Tenant Provisions

Effective for the 1969 programs,
Mrs. Reeder said the following pro-
visions will apply concerning the
landlord-tenant relationship.

1. No payment will be made for
any farm until producers who are
entitled to share in a crop or pro-
ceeds therefrom are shown on the
program document with the appli-
cable shares shown and signatures
obtained.

2, No payment will be made
for a farm where the price sup-
port shares and diversion shares
are not the same, unless a proper
explanation is made to and ap-
proved by the county committee.

3. The number of tenants and
the shares received by those ten-
ants in 1968 will be compared with
the 1969 enrollment documents on
all farms. No payment will be
made when there are fewer ten-
ants or the tenant’s shares is re-
duced until a proper explanation
is made and approved by the coun-
ty committee,

4. Procedures also provide that
without exception a refund will
be required of any amount of pay-
ment erroneously made to a land-
lord which was earned by a tenant
or sharecropper. In such case the
correct payment will be made di-
rectly to the proper party even
though the erroneous payment
may have been credited to the
proper payee’s account.

“All of this does not mean a
landowner cannot replace an un-
satisfactory tenant or that a ten-
ant cannot voluntarily leave a
farm without being replaced by an-
other tenant. It does mean that a
satisfactory explanation must be
made and the county committee
must be satisfied that the land-
lord-tenant provisions have not
been violated before the intentions
to participate will be accepted,”
Mrs. Reeder added.

Contract Awarded
for Lake Kemp
Rehabilitation ;
