Extensive tree banding in the
past few weeks indicate pecan nut
casebearer larvae are now emerg-
ing in Foard County. Pecan trees
should be sprayed in order to pre-
vent the larvae from entering the

nutlet, causing extensive nut
loss, Burkett said,
The pecan nut casebearer is

the number one pest of pecans
in Texas, the agent added, and
thus becomes a determining fac-
tor in producing pecans, whether
on a few trees or in large groves,

To effectively control the pe-
can nut casebearer, it is neces-
sary to provide thorough insecti-
cide coverage of the nutlet clus-

The worst aspect this year for
the harvest season is the price of
wheat, which was $1.19 per bushel
Monday. About the beginning of
harvest last year, the price was
around $1.36 per bushel.

Fertilize Pastures

Postal Rates
Increased Asked
by Administration

l An “inherited” postal deficit of
(‘ 1.2 billion is responsible for the
| proposals to raise the postage bhill

for residents of Foard County and
other communities of the nation
according to Postmaster Ted Reed-
| er,

Reeder said he had been advis-
ed by Postmaster General Winton
M. Blount in Washington, D, C.,
that the record $1.2 billion 1970
deficit compelled President Rich- |
-fml M. Nixon to seek postage rate
increases,

Without higher rates, it was
explained, the department will be
left with a staggering deficit that |
would become an added public
tax burden,

In addition to increasing letter
mail from six to seven cents, as
proposed by the past administra-
tion, President Nixon asked that
second and third-class mailers help
reduce the large postal deficit, the
postmaster said.

For bulk third-class mail and
most magazines and newspapers,
the rates would be increased 16
to 20 per cent above today’s
levels, he said. These percentages
include rate hikes already sched-
uled by previous action of the
United States Congress.

The president’s recommended
increases will reduce the 1970 pos-
tal deficit by more than $600 mil-
lion, it is estimated.

The postmaster listed these de-
tails on the proposed increases:

First-class mail—Letters and
post cards would be increased one
cent, to seven cents an ounce and
six cents a piece, respectively, on
July 1, 1969, Airmail postage
would remain at 10 cents, This is
expected to yield $557.2 million
in new revenues.

Second-class mail—A handling
charge of three-tenth of a cent
per piece for circulation outside
home counties would become ef-
fective July 1, 1969, This is ex-
pected to yield $15.3 million an-
nually and would represent a 12
per cent increase in addition to
the 8 per cent rise scheduled to
take effeet January 1, 1970,

Third-class mail—For single
pieces, rates would be increased
one cent per piece. This is expect-
ed to yield $12.4 million. For reg-
ular bulk third-class, the minimum
would be increased to a uniform
rate of 4.2 cents January 1, 1970,
as contrasted with the present
rate of 3.6 cents. The 1970 in-
crease is expected to lift reve-
nues by $46.8 million annually.

Best Time for Quail
Season is Mid- Nov.,
Says Supervisor

An often-asked question, “why
open quail season on the second
Saturday of November?” is ans-
wered by Jack Parsons, wildlife
supervisor of Region I of the Tex-
as Parks and Wildlife Department.
He explains it as a matter of sim-
ple biological mathematics.

Biologists strive to recommend
season lengths and bag limits in
accordance with the amount of
hunting pressure a species may
tolerate without harm to the re-
productive potential of that spe-
cies, and to prevent waste of game
that should go into the hunter’s
bag.

A longer quail season will thus
give participating hunters more

time to harvest birds which would |

otherwise be lost to natural mor-
tality in any event,

Despite some mixed
over the possibility
birds classified by some as *“too
young,” Parsons says it is difficult
to distinguish 90-day-old birds
from adults,

From thousands of wing collec-
tions, biologists have nuted mi\i
July as the peak of the quail hatcl
in West Texas. This allows most
birds to attain the 90-day age be-
fore November,

Several years’ accumulated data
from various parts of the state
show from 89 to 98 per cent of
the quail are hatched prior to Aug-
ust 15. The Trinity Brazos, East
Texas and South Central Texas
areas vary from 89 to 91 per cent
young of the year hatched by the
middle of August.

An eight-year study in the
sum Kingdom Regulatory
sets the same occurrence at 95 and
96 per cent.

Parsons says that a 15-yea:
mass of data from the Panhandle
reveals as much as 98 per cent
of the hatch occurs before August
15. This provided huntable birds
by the time season opens.

Quail mortality, he says, begins
at the moment of hatch, and bird
numbers decline from then on, In
West Texas there is generally a
fall population shuffle. One of the
reasons for this is that some ranges
supporting quail in summer will
no longer do so in winter. Many
birds are lost from natural causes
during this period which occurs
from late October to early Decem-
ber.

Figures also show that approx-
lmateh 80 per cent of each sum-
mer’s hatch is lost before the next
nesting season and that, at best,
the hunter only bags approximate- |
ly 10 per cent of these birds.

[ Capsizing Is Major
Factor in Boating
Fatalities in Nation

According to the annual statis-
tical report on boating accidents
just released by the U. 8. Coast
Guard, capsizings are the major
cause of boating fatalities. Forty-
five per cent of the fatalities re-
| ported nationally in 1968 were
attributed to capsizings, The typi-
cal death results from the cap-
sizing of a motorboat less than
16 feet long, with one or two
people aboard.

In releasing the report, Admiral
Willard J. Smith, Cammandant of
the Coast Guard, stated: “We are
encouraged by the favorable
trends that seem apparent in boat-
ing safety. Though the boating
population continues to expand
at a fast pace, boating accidents,
injuries, and fatalities have been
reltatively stable over the past
five vears. But we cannot relax
our efforts. Having taken a hard
look at the boating safety record
we have identified areas where a
greater impact can be made.
Greater state participation is need-
ed as well as improved safety
| standards for boat construction
and associated equipment. Addi-
tionally, there is an ever present
need for law enforcement and
boating education if America is
to continue to enjoy the pleasures
| of safe boating.”
