Austin, Tex.— September 1 is 
the date suirgested by Gov. Pres­
ton Smith for the special commit­
tee, now invesiiKatiiiK auto insur­
ance rates in Texas, to report its 
recommendation.' to the srovernor.

Former Gov. Price Daniel, the 
chairman of the committee, has 
expressed doubt that the group 
will be able to make that dead­
line. But he says "we are going 
to try.”

Lots of insurance industry rep­
resentatives showed up to listen, 
chat with reporters, and specu­
late as to ju.<t what was likely 
to come out of the committee’s 
work.

Governor Smith, in his address 
to the committee, stressed that 
the investigation was not a "witch 
hunt”  nor was it an attempt to 
"punish”  the insurance industry. 
But he also said that unless in­
creases in auto insurance rates 
were “ absolutely essential,”  they 
should not be made— and if they

^were absolutely nece.<sary, the 
people deserved to know why.

Capital press rooms were delug­
ed with memoranda and bulletins 
from various insurance associa­
tions, giving background informa­
tion, stating positions and gener­
ally pledging support and assist­
ance to the committee.

First meeting o f the commit­
tee produced little information, 
except a show o f determination 
by its seven members to find a 
way to lower auto insurance rates 
or to present a “ concise and clear 
explanation”  to Texas drivers as 
to why their rates are going up.

And this will take a lot of ex­
plaining.

State Board of Insurance has 
agreed to a 30-day delay in its 
auto rate decision, usually made 
on August 1. Board has proposed 
a minimum rate hike o f 11.4 per 
cent. This increase would apply 
only to drivers of private passen­
ger cars. Individual rates would

EDUCATION —  Coordinating 
Board of the Texas College and 
University System has increased 
the rate for loans to students 
from six to seven per cent. This 
rate applies to all future loans 
granted under the Hinson-Hazcl- 
wood Act.

Board also approved a common 
calendar for all state supported 
colleges and universities. Such 
schools will begin classes the first 
week of September. Final exam­
inations for the fall seme.ster will 
end just prior to the Christmas 
holidays.

INTEGRATION —  More than 
thirty school districts around the 
state are threatened with losing 
federal funds if federal desegre­
gation guidelines, proposed by the 
Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare, are not followed.

A Houston Federal Court may 
have found a way for the Houston 
School Board to get around los­
ing funds because o f integration 
problems. It has ordered the Hous­
ton School Board and the Educa­
tional Desegregation Technical 
Assistance Center at the Univer­
sity of Texas to work out the in­
tegration problems.

Bob Reynolds, project director, 
said no contract has yet been 
made and noted that this is the 
first time the federally-financed 
center has been ordered by a court 
to work with a local board.

COURTS— Sundaco, the “ only- 
on-Sunday”  retail firm which 
leases other stores on a once-a- 
week basis, can stay in business 
until Attorney General Martin 
proves it is illegal.

State Supreme Court has turn­
ed down Sundaco’s appeal of a 
lower court’s refusal to say wheth­
er Sundaco is violating antitrust 
laws. And the Supreme Court en­
dorsed the appellate court’s deci­
sion not to issue an opinion on 
antitrust or Sunday closing laws 
until the State Attorney General 
takes action.

Sundaco “ buys”  merchandise 
from certain stores every Satur­
day night, and “ sells”  it back to 
the owner every Sunday evening, 
thus circumventing the Sunday 
closing law and allowing the mer­
chandise to be sold .seven days a 
week.

ATTORNEY GEN E R A  L 
SPEAKS— Schools that partici­
pate in diet experiments with 
white rats do not come under laws 
requiring their projects to be 
checked with the State Anatomi­
cal Board, says Atty. Gen. Craw­
ford Martin.

John C. White, Commissioner 
of Agriculture, requested the 
opinion to see if a bond had to 
be posted under the Anatomical 
Board rules and if the experiment 
could be considered as “ cruelty 
to animals”  as defined by law. 
Attorney General Martin ruled 
that no bond is needed and cruel­
ty would have to be decided on 
each individual case.

OIL DEPLETION— Most Texas 
government leaders publicly de­
nounced action by the U. S. Hou.se 
Ways and Means Committee that 
would, if accepted by both houses 
of Congress and the President, 
cut the oil depletion allowance 
from 27.5 per cent to 20 per cent.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes and Atty. 
Gen. Martin “ deplored”  the ac­
tion. Barnes condemned it, and 
cited the contributions the oil in­
dustry has made and will make 
to Texas.

Martin charged that it will cut 
the amount of state taxes coming 
from the oil industry.

James Wilson, a researcher for 
the State Comptroller, disagreed. 
He says more money would come 
to the state if  the depletion al­
lowance was lowered. He figures 
that the oil and gas companies 
will raise prices to make up the 
difference and since state taxes 
are based on the price, the amount 
of money coming in .should in­
crease.

Governor Smith is withholding 
comment until more action is tak­
en by Congress.

HUNGER— State Department
of Public Welfare officials declin­
ed to comment on a huge report 
o f hunger in Texas, as made by 
the U. S. Commission on Civil 
Rights, since they had nothing to 
do with the study.

Report says that out of every 
ten families who live in poverty 
in Texas, nine get no assistance 
from Federal food programs. It 
further estimated that 26 per 
cent o f the families in Texas live 
in poverty compared to a national 
average o f 15 per cent.

AUGUST 5 BALLOT— Attor­
ney General Martin says that 
Amendment No. 1 on the August 
5 ballot, proposed to remove ob­
solete provisions from the Texas 
Constitution, should not be adopt­
ed because of the effect it will 
have on land titles.

He agrees that some o f the Con­
stitution’s programs are obsolete, 
but believes that removal of one 
section would raise serious ques­
tions on the validity of some titles 
to land.

When the tax surcharge was 
passed, there was a small gap in 
what most taxpayers had with 
held and what they would owe. 
It appeared that many taxpayers 
would end up 1968 owing the gov­
ernment money. Based on this 
difference, IRS predicted slightly 
fewer refunds, and certainly a 
reduction in the amount of the 
average refund check. However, it 
didn’t work out that way, in the 
Dalla.s district, at least. By June 
30, 1969, Internal Revenue had 
issued 1,008,650 refund checks 
to North Texans, for a probable 
record amount of $170,206,756.- 
04. The best guess on the cause 
o f an increase in the number and 
amount of refunds rather than a 
decrease— North Texas taxpayers 
don’t like to end up the year ow­
ing Uncle Sam. As a matter of 
fact, a good part of the North 
Texans filing tax returns carefully 
arrange their withholding pay­
ments to make sure that they have 
a refund coming rather than ow­
ing taxes. Some o f these folks 
have a government-enforced sav­
ing plan which pays o ff  in the 
form of the refund check. Others 
just don’t want to owe the gov­
ernment "nothin’.”  At any rate, 
more than one million out o f 1 - 
600,000 returns filed ended up 
on the right side of Internal Rev­
enue’s balance sheet for their ac­
count.

Right in the heart of the Loop, 
on busy State Street, while all 
the stores were open for business, 
two masked robbers entered Le- 
bolt’s Jewelry Store. One of them 
did not even carry a weapon, but 
the other had a revolver in each 
hand, so while he kept the two 
customers and eight employees 
under control, the other went to 
the window and scooped up more 
than $250,000.00 worth of dia­
monds and jewelr>. And all this 
with an audience looking in at the 
window.

Roy Lloyd, Lebolt’s “ diamond 
man,’ ’ said; “ It was like a weird 
dream. Here I was watching the 
man shovel diamonds into his bag, 
and at the same time I could see 
people out on State Street, watch­
ing him do it.”

Something like this seems al­
most unbelievable, but actually it

is not, in the light of our times, 
for this is no isolated incident. 
Never has morality been at so low 
an ebb among nations and indi­
viduals— and never has the crime 
rate been so high. This should 
cause thinking people to recall 
what the Bible says about the 
closing days of the age of grace 
in which we live.

II Tim. 3:1-5: “ This know also, 
that in the last days perilous times 
shall come.

“ For men shall be lovers of 
their own selves, covetous, boast­
ers, proud, blasphemers, disobedi­
ent to parents, unthankful, un­
holy,

“ Without natural affection, 
trucebreakers, false accusers, in­
continent, fierce, despisers of 
those that are good,

“ Traitors, heady, highminded, 
lovers of pleasures more than lov­
ers of God;

“ Having a form of godliness, 
but denying the power thereoftt

Doesn’t this sound very much 
like the times in which we live? 
And should it not cause us to con­
sider whether “ the dispensation 
of the grace of God”  might not 
be drawing to a close? At this 
moment God is still sending forth 
His ambassadors to proclaim sal­
vation by grace, through faith in 
Christ who died for our sins, but 
more than ever should we heed 
the exhortation of St. Paul; “ Re­
ceive not the grace o f God in vain 
. . . Behold, NOW is the accepted 
time; behold NOW is the day of 
salvation”  (II Cor. 6:1,2».

Fanners Not to 
Blaine for Higher 
Food Prices

week’« edition o f the News. A 
brief explanation o f each follows;

No. 1 would repeal some of the 
unneeded portions o f the consti­
tution. Examples o f some o f the 
items to l>e removed are: author­
ization for the legislature to ap­
propriate funds for the 193« Tex­
as Centennial; the .section author- 
iiinfr pensions to veterans o f the 
revolution against Mexico.

No. 2 is the much debated pro­
posal to move vast amounts of 
water to Texas from other states. 
This amendment would permit the 
sale o f $:t.5 billion of water de­
velopment bonds to finance the 
project.

No. 3 would permit state lesis- 
ators to set their own salaries, 
without passing a constitutional 
amendment each time the solons 
ret a rniie in wares.

No. 1 would exempt non-profit 
water supply corporations from 
all ad valorem taxes, state and 
local.

No. h would raise the ceilinr 
on the amount which may be ex­
pended out of state funds per fis­
cal year money payments (rrants) 
to public assistance recipients 
from fCO million to $80 million.

No. fi would control maximum 
interest rates on bonds whose max­
imum interest-rate limits presently 
are set in various sections of the ' 
constitution.

No. 7 adds certain rovernment- 
al employees, officers and arents 
to the list of persons whose sur- 
vivinr spouses and minor children 
are elirible for assi.stance as pro­
vided by general law.

No. 8 would permit the Coordi­
nating Board, 'Texas Collette and 
University System, to issue and 
sell $200 million of additional 
((eneral obligation bonds, which 
would be u.sed to make loans to 
student-s who ha' e been admitted 
to any in.stitution o f higher edu­
cation in the state whether pub­
licly or privately owned or oper­
ated, and including junior col­
leges.

No. 9 would provide for an­
nual seiû iuns of the leirislature.

Negative Income Tax
The California Taxpayers’ Asso-. 

ciation ob.served that, “ A negative 
income tax is often offered as a 
solution to welfare problems,. The 
first state to try it is New Jersey 
where an experiment is being run 
on 80 low income families. The 
controlled experiment is being fi­
nanced by a $4 million federal an­
ti-poverty giant. Under the sys­
tem a minimum level o f income 
would be established. Families be­
low that would be paid from tax 
money to raise their income to the 
minimum. The experiment will 
take three years and should be 
watched by all governmental en­
tities concerned with taxing or 
welfare.”

Unlimited Power

Don’t blame the farmer for 
higher food prices. In fact, ex­
plains Dr. Wm. E. Black, exten­
sion economist at Texas AÁM Uni­
versity, farmers are the consum­
ers’ best friend.

The American agricultural in­
dustry, he points out, continues 
to produce more than commercial 
markets will absorb at prevailing 
prices and they can do even bet­
ter if the situation should war­
rant.

This unparalleled production 
has kept food prices from rising 
higher than they are while the 
prices received by the farmer have 
averaged no more, most often 
considerable less, than those of 
20 years ago, says the economist.

But, he adds, the food market­
ing bill has more than doubled in 
the last 20 years. And there are 
lots o f reasons. The increased pop­
ulation has upped the volume of 
food marketing by more than one- 
third. Marketing services have 
jumped by one-half because con­
sumers want and are getting more 
sorting, grading, trimming, pack­
aging, processing and storage, 
more built-in conveniences and 
they are eating more and more 
away from home.

He also noted that labor costs 
account for nearly half o f the to­
tal food marketing bill— and they 
have doubled. New plant and 
equipment costs along with trans­
portation, materials for packaging, 
interest, rent and taxes keep 
climbing as do production costs 
for the farmer. Our agricultural 
producers, he emphasized, are 
striving to meet this price-cost 
squeeze by producing more at low­
er cost and are today the most 
efficient producers in the nation. 
They too are pushing hard for 
more efficient marketing and prod­
uct promotion. Black says.

Consumers continue to be fa­
vored by increasing incomes while 
farm income lags. Despite higher 
food prices, consumers spend less 
of their incomes for food than at 
any time in history and are get­
ting the best, says the economist.

For comparison, consumers 
might ponder these figures, sug­
gests Black. For all items except 
food, the cost has increased 42 
per cent; transportation is up 60 
per cent; housing 42 per cent; 
rent 62 per cent, and medical care 
86 per cent while all food, includ­
ing eating away from home, has 
increased about 37 per cent over 
the past 20 years, says Black.

It's Black’s contention that con­
sumers should be ever grateful 
to this nation’s agricultural pro­
ducéis who have stayed on the 
job, cutting expenses wherever 
and whenever possible and putting 
on the dinner tables of this na­
tion the finest food in the great­
est abundance ever known. Black 
doesn't believe many consumers 
would be willing to trade places 
with a farmer in order to have an 
opportunity to share the odds a 
farmer faces every day in the 
operation of his business.

Employed Americans will work 
two and a half hours every eight- 
hour working day in 1969 to pay 
their tax bills— federal, state and 
local.

The 10 per cent surtax last 
year accounted for a big jump in 
federal taxes, but state and local 
taxes are also showing a distinct 
upward trend. This is revealed in 
a just-completed review by taxa­
tion and finance experts o f the 
Chamber o f Commerce of the 
United States.

To properly evaluate the rise 
in state and local taxes, it should 
be remembered that federal in­
come (individual and corporate) 
tax receipts are expected to reach 
$122 billion in fiscal 1969.

Income tax take 10 years ago 
— 1959— was $54 billion. In 1932, 
the total was slightly more than 
$1 billion. From 1932 to 1940, the 
figure doubled to about $2 billion. 
By 1950, federal income tax re­
ceipts reached $26 billion. Now, 
less than two decades later, they 
have more than quadrupled.

State taxes during 1968 went 
up in one form or another in 22 
states. State sales taxes, first im­
posed during the depression years 
of the 30’s, now exist in 44 states. 
In 1934, rates in 13 states ranged 
from .5 per cent to 3 per cent. 
Now 44 states impose sales taxes 
with 13 states maintaining rates 
of 4 per cent or higher.

Personal income taxes are now 
collected in .37 states and corpor­
ate income is taxed in 40 states. 
Seven states increased income 
taxes in 1968. State income tax 
revenue was about $7 billion in
1967, accounting for more than 
22 per cent of all state tax collec­
tions. Individual income tax reve­
nues were double those from thvj 
corporate income tax.

Other state taxes increased in 
1968 included those on cigarettes 
— up in eight states; alcoholic bev­
erages— up in three states; and 
gasoline— up in five states. Only 
12 states had real estate transfer 
taxes prior to 1965. Now the num­
ber is 36, with 16 enacting the 
revenue measures in 1967, four in
1968.

Local governments also are add­
ing to the growing tax buidens of 
American citizens. The property

tax— biggest local tax producer— 
accounted for $25 billion of the 
$29 billion which went into local 
coffers in 1967. The anticipated 
1969 property tax total is $30 
billion, or about $145 per capita.

This should severely lower the 
sights of those students o f taxa­
tion who for years have discussed 
the po.ssibility of eliminating the 
property tax.

The average American’s tax 
load has changed drastically since 
the beginning of the 20th Cen­
tury. In 1902, all taxes— federal, 
states and local— came to $17 per 
capita. In 1948 it was $349 and 
in 1958, $568.

For 1969, the estimated tax bill 
will be $1,000 for every man, 
woman and child in the U. S.

Q— Tka azamptien I claimad 
for my wifa’i sister is being 
disallowed. Is ikere anyone else 
at IRS I can talk to abevi this 
kasides tka agent tkat azamin- 
od my ralnm?

A— Notify the examiner that 
you do not agree with his disal­
lowance of the exemption you 
claimed and request that a district 
conference be arranged. At this 
conference, your side of the story 
as well a.s the agent’s will be re­
viewed on the basis o f the facte 
and law involved.

If the tax in question does not 
exceed $2,500 for any year, no 
written protest is needed to ob­
tain such a conference. Tho peo­
ple who handle these conferences 
are .specially trained and act in­
dependently of those examining 
your return. This helps assure an 
impartial review.

I want to bay my son a sket- 
gun so ke can go hunting with 
mo this fall. Is it against tka 
law to giro him tko gun sineo 
ko’s 16?

A— Since your son is under 18, 
he is not old enough to buy a rifle 
or shotgun under the federal gun 
statutes. However, you can buy 
the gun for him.

Q— When I sold my hensa 1 
had to pay a panalty on my 
mortgaga bacausa it was paid 
off early. Is tkora any dadne- 
tion for tkat?

A— 'The penalty for paying o ff 
a mortgage before the due date 
is considered an interest charge. 
Include it with your other inter­
est payments if you itemize de­
ductions.

Why did you raise the rat# 
on tho highway use tax?

A— The rate on this tax has 
not been raised, it is still $3 per 
lOOO pounds for trucks with a 
taxable gross weight of over 26,- 
000 pounds. The weight schedule, 
however, was revised effective 
July 1, 1969, to reflect the fact 
that trucks are larger and car­
ry heavier loads than previously. 
.September 1 is the filing deadline 
for trucks being used on public 
highways during July. Form 2290 
is used to file and pay the tax.

Q— I want to get rid of some 
old checks and bills. What onas 
should I keep for tax purposes?

A— Records that support items 
on an income tax return should 
be kept at least until the statute 
of limitations expiies. Oidinarily 
this is 3 years from the date the 
return was due.

Other records such as those on 
property acquisitions, capital im­
provements and the like should be 
kept much longer. For example, 
if you sell a house you bought 
in the 1940’s, you should have 
the records to establish what it 
cost when you acquired it, and 
the cost of any improvements 
you made.
