ended in financial failure in 1889 
and after scores o f workers were 
a fricted  with the deadly malaria. 
The U. S, negotiated a treaty with 
Panama and began construction 
in 1004 on a less expensive lock 
system canal instead of a sea lev­
el canal.

To picture more clearly the 
function o f and the advantage of 
a lock lyatem canal, imagine first 
that rather than being flat, the 
roughly 50 miles across the isth­
mus rises in the center with a 
chain o f  mountains. Rather than 
spend the extra millions required 
to dig deeply enough to achieve a 
sea level ditch especially through 
the mountainous region, the U. S. 
chose to employ the lock system. 
Basically the locks act as stair 
steps to raise the ship “ over the 
hump’* and back down to sea level 

The three sets o f  locks, Mira- 
flores, Pedro Miguel and Gatun, 
through which a ship traversing 
the canal passes raise the ship a 
total o f  86 feet above sea level. 
The lenfpth o f the canal is approx­
imately 60 miles and the average 
time for transit is 7-8 hours. Each 
ship passing through the canal 
displaces 66 million gallons of 
water to be spilled into the sea 
after use in the locks. Water for 
use in the locks o f  the canal comes 
primarily from Gatun Lake, a 
fresh water lake. Thus the tre­
mendous yearly rainfall is a vital 
necessity to the operation of the 
canal

The toll rate for passing through 
the canal has remained constant 
since its opening at 90c a ton for 
a loaded vessel. (There are other 
scales for empty ships and war­
ships). This fact alone is amazing 
considering the rising costs o f all 
phases o f transportation and ship­
ping. Another interesting fact 
about the Panama Canal i.< that 
although it is operated by the U.

S., it has been establi.shed for in­
ternational use. This doe, not ex­
clude Communist bloc countries.
I have on occasion seen both Rus­
sian and Red Chine.se ships trav­
eling through the canal. Theoret­
ically during World War II, u Ger­
man vessel Wr'ould have been allow­
ed to pass through the canal. For­
tunately none got this far.

The terrain around the Canal 
Zone IS largely jungle. In fact the 
jungles of Panama are said to 
more closely resemble those found 
in Vietnam than any in the world 
(except of course Vietnam). For 
that reason, the Jungle Operations 
Training Center at Fort Sherman 
conducts jungle tactical and sur­
vival training for many Vietnam- 
bound soldiers.

The interior of the country near 
the Costa Rican border is like a 
different world. Surprisingly it re­
sembles the mountainous parts of 
northern New Mexico and Colo­
rado with its mountains and its 
streams. Farming and cattle rais­
ing abound in this area of Pan­
ama. Brahman cattle are the most 
predominant.

Panama also offers beautiful 
beaches and is famous for its fine 
deep sea fishing. Sight seeing at­
tractions include historic Fort 
San Lorenzo. Some of the original 
cannon are mounted around the 
rock-walled ruins of the pictur 
esque old Spanish fort which dates 
hack to the early 16th century. Ft. 
San Lorenzo has a commanding 
and lofty view of the Chagres Riv­
er and the Caribbean Sea on the 
Atlantic Coast. Old Panama also 
offers the tourist a look at the 
past with remains o f a majestic 
cathedral tower and other rock- 
walled ruins serving as picturesque 
reminders of a once-thriving sea­
port city. Old Panama -was sacked 
and virtually destroyed by the 
English pirate, Henry Morgan, in

1671.
The population o f Panama i, al­

most international in nature. It 
can hardly be said that one race 
is the native Panamanian. Pana­
manians are Negro, Latin, Indian, 
Oriental and Caucasian. The vari­
ety of race, found in Panama is 
traceable to Panama’s role a, a 
world port and perhaps more di­
rectly to the influx of people who 
worked on the construction and 
operation of the canal. A large 
percentage of Panama City and 
Colon, the two principal cities of 
Panama, is Negro. The predomi­
nant language is Spanish although 
many Panamanians speak English.

One particularly interesting 
group of people found in the Ca­
nal Zone is the Cuna Indians who 
originated from the San Bias Is­
lands, about 75 miles o ff the At­
lantic Coast of Panama. The San 
Bias, as they are popularly known, 
are a small people with Indian fea­
tures. The women are particularly 
colorful in dress wearing costumes 
with hand-stitched designs called 
molas, head scarfs and brightly 
colored wrapping on their ankles. 
Highlighting their distinctive 
waidrobe is the wearing of a gold 
ring in their nose.

Shanty house, dot the hillsides 
along the Trans-Isthmian High­
way (speed limits range from 40 
to 50 MPH) from Colon to Pan­
ama City, a vivid reminder o f the 
large-scale poverty in Panama. 
Stands along the highway offer 
peppers, bananas and even an oc­
casional cayuca (a canoe made 
by hollowing out a log) for sale 
to passing motorists. Sections of 
both major cities are cluttered 
with shacks which seem hardly liv­
able. The minimum wage in Pana­
ma is 40c per hour.

In addition to the Trans-Isth­
mian Highway, the Atlantic and 
Pacific sides of Panama are link­

ed by a railway. The Panama Rail­
road is known as the world’s fast­
est train— only an hour and a half 
coast to coast! This ia less amaz­
ing considering that coast to 
coast in Panama is only 60 miles.

The history of Panama has had 
many outside influences. Early 
historic heroes include Christopher 
Columbus who sailed along the 
coast of Panama in 1502 (the 
town of Colon is the Spanish name 
for Columbus) and Balboa who 
crossed the Isthmus to first dis­
cover the Pacific Ocean in 1613. 
The English pirate Henry Morgan 
also figures in Panama’s past, al­
though in a negative manner, with 
his destructive raids on Old Pan­
ama and Fort San Lorenzo. Pan­
ama was early an important port. 
During the gold rush of the late 
1840’s, many o f the 49’ers cross­
ed the Isthmus partially by boat 
and on foot in preference to the 
long and dangerous trek by land 
to the gold fields of California.

The coming of the Canal 
brought new people and new he­
roes to Panama. President Theo­
dore Roosevelt, U. S. President 
during the construction of the ca­
nal, and Colonel William C. Gor­
ges whose medical techniques to 
combat malaria have almost elimi­
nated the disease as a serious 
health problem in Panama, are two 
examples. Today, many homes and 
businesses in Panama display a pic­
ture of President John F. Ken­
nedy, a mute testimony to the 
widespread affection for the late 
President in Latin America.

The past year the elected pres­
ident of Panama was overthrown

or rifles. They maintain a con­
stant alert to any threat to their 
power.

Rain is almost a way o f life 
in Panama. The average yearly 
rainfall is 130 inches. During the 
rainy season which lasts from 
April through December, you can 
expect at least one good rain storm 
every day. However, unlike in Tex­
as, the rain doesn’t virtually 
bring activity to a standstill. As a 
friend said, “ If you put o ff some­
thing because of rain you will 
never get it done in Panama.’ ’ So, 
if it rains, you move under a bo- 
hio (an open air, thatched roofed 
structure covered with palm 
leaves) or open your umbrella and 
carry on.

A typical weather summary re­
cently printed in a local news­
paper gave these figures for the 
month of August. The average 
temperature was 84 degrees and 
the average relative humidity 
was 86 per cent. Rainfall for the 
month was 22 inches. Bringing this 
down to practical description, 
crackers are seldom crisp. Potato 
chips are sold in pressurized cans. 
Shoes mold a day after being pol­
ished and metal rusts quickly. 
These are some of the by-products 
of the intense humidity in Pana­
ma.

My job is that o f an information 
specialist with the Atlantic Area 
Installation Command at Fort Da­
vis. I am responsible for writing 
releases o f newsworthy events and 
forwarding them with photos to 
service and civilian newspapers in 
the Canal Zone.

Although Panama has much to
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my time in service, this will have 
made some contribution to main­
taining the way of life we have in 
America.

Buy the Truth and Sell It Not 
— Prov. 23:23.

Every true Christian should un­
derstand that the truth costs. If 
you don’t think so, make it your 
own, value it, defend it, stand 
for it, and see if it doesn’t cost. 
Before you are through it may 
cost you far more than you had 
thought— hours of ease and pleas­
ure, friends and money. Yes, the 
truth costs. Salvation is glorious­
ly free but the truth costs— that is 
if you want it for yourself. Many 
who know the truth won’t buy it. 
They won’t pay what it costs to 
say; “ This is what I believe. This 
is my conviction.”  The truth isn’t 
worth that much to them.

But God’s Word urges us: “ Buy 
the truth!”  Not, “ Buy it if you 
can get it at a bargain; if  the 
price is not too great.”  No, “ Buy 
the truth!”  Buy it at any price. 
It’s far more valuable than any­
thing you can give in exchange 
for it.

And when you have bought it—

have bought the truth only to sell 
out again. For awhile they valued 
and defended some God-given light 
from His Word, but presently 
they sold it again for something 
that seemed more valuable. Per­
haps it was peace with others, or 
position, or popularity or some 
other temporal gain. They still 
gave mental assent that it was the 
truth, but it formed no part of 
them. It was no longer a convic­
tion. Such should read again the 
Spirit’s counsel: “ Buy the truth, 
and sell it not.”  He does not say: 
“ Don’t sell it unless you can get 
a very good price for it.”  He says: 
“ Sell it not.”  Sell it not at any 
price. Buy it, no matter what it 
costs and when it is yours do not 
sell it for any price or under any 
consideration.

It is because the truth is so 
little valued in this indifferent 
age, that many of God’s people 
have become so spiritually power­
less. They hold opinions instead 
of convictions, because the infall­
ible, unchangeable Word o f God 
is given little place in their lives. 
But God uses those who “ buy the 
truth and sell it not.”

We don’t 
overlook this, but it is still the 
greatest country in the world, 
and it is about time those o f us 
who believe this make our voices 
heard.
