VETERANS 
DAY 1969

Veterans Day, November 11, 
1969, was first observed as Armis­
tice Day. Silence had fallen 
across Europe at 11 a. m. Novem­
ber 11, 1918, ending World War 
I. This is still a day o f hope, f i f ­
ty-one years having passed since 
that eventful day.

Over 4% million men repre­
sented the United States during 
this great conflict. World War I. 
Over 126,000 men would not be 
coming home, having paid the su­
preme sacrifice for their country. 
They were remembered in services 
beginning on November 11, 1921. 
In 1926, Armistice Day was the 
official name given this day of 
observation. In 1938 Congress pro­
claimed the date a legal public 
holiday.

The hopes and dreams o f man­

kind wars shattarod Just ona yaar 
latar, in 1939, whan World War 
II began. America again respond­
ed to the challenge. Over 16 mil­
lion men were called to forsake 
peaceful pursuits and bear arms 
for the protection o f our allies.

Twice since that date, Ameri­
cans have come to the aid o f op­
pressed people, once in Korea, and 
now in Vietnam.

As we observe Veterans Day 
1969, we pause to remember the 
Tomb o f the Unknown Soldier, a 
symbol of all American fighting 
men who paid with their lives, 
that the living might enjoy en­
during freedom. More than one 
million men have given their lives 
in this endeavor.

Veterans o f all wars o f the 
United States now number more 
than 39 million. O f this number, 
there are some 414,000 women 
veterans. There are more than 
27 million o f these veterans alive 
today.

To this very special group o f 
Americans, we owe a pledge o f as­
surance that we are worthy of 
the many sacrifices they have 
made and are making at this mo­
ment, in order that we may re­
main a free nation.

A Coffin for the Law

God had barely given the Law 
to Moses when He ordered it to 
be put in a coffin. That’s right—  
a coffin. The reason fo r this is 
that the Mosaic covenant clearly 
stipulated; “ Now therefore, i f  ye 
will obey My voice indeed, and 
keep My covenant, then ye shall 
be a peculiar treasure unto Me 
above all people, for all the earth 
is Mine’’ (Ex. 5;19).

Israel, o f course, did not obey 
God’s voice indeed, but broke the 
Law before Moses even got down 
from Sinai. It was because of 
this that God, in grace, said; “ And 
they shall make Me an ark . . . ’ ’ 
(Ex. 25;10). This word “ ark”  
is rendered “ coffin”  in the last 
verse o f Genesis and that is its 
simple meaning. But why did God 
order a coffin as the very first 
article o f furniture fo r the taber­
nacle? The answer is; To put the 
Law in. Read it for yourself;

“ And thou shalt put into the 
coffin the testimony (the Law) 
which I shall give thee . . . and 
thou shalt put the mercy seat 
above upon the coffin . . .”  (Ex. 
26;16,21). I f  God had not put 
the covenant o f the law in a cof­
fin and met with His people from 
a “ mercy seat”  none o f them ever 
would have been saved.

This Old Testament type has a 
lesson fo r us too, for i f  God dealt 
with us according to our works 
none o f us would ever be saved, 
but “ Christ died fo r our sins,”  
meeting for us the demands o f a 
broken Law, so that we might he 
saved by grace, through faith in 
His redemptive work.

Col. 2;14 says concerning this 
“ handwriting o f decrees, that was 
against us,”  that our Lord, in 
death, “ took it out o f the way, 
nailing it to His cross,”  and Rom. 
7;6 goes on to explain; “ But now 
we are delivered from the Law, 
that being dead wherein we were 
held; that we might serve in new­
ness o f spirit, and not in the old­
ness o f the letter.”  Thus believers 
in Christ are saved “ by grace . . 
through faith . . .  not o f works”  
but “ unto good works, which God 
hath before ordained that we 
should walk in them”  (Eph. 2; 
8-10).

Dr. Grave*’ winning entry was 
a de*«ert: paper-sack apple pie. 
The recipe follow*:
Ingredient*;

1 9-inch frozen pie *hell
6 medium-*ize Jonathan apples, 

cup sugar
1 tbisp. cinnamon
Ai t*p. all spice.
3/4 cup flour.
A4 lb. oleomargarine (1 stick).
Chop apples into small pieces. 

Place a layer o f apples in pie 
shell (about half the apples). Mix 
all the spices with one-half cup 
sugar. Cover the layer of apples 
with about half of this mixture.

Place a second layer o f apples 
over this and cover with the re­
maining sugrar and spice mixture. 
In a mixing bowl, combine mar­
garine (which should be at room 
temperature) with three-fourths 
cup sugar and three-fourths cup 
flour.

Mix until small beads are form­
ed. Sprinkle this over the apples. 
Place the pie in a brown paper 
bag (an ordinary grocery sack) 
and bake at 400 degrees for 1 hour 
and 16 minutes.

Ag Chemical 
Clean-Up Time

Fall clean-up is especially im­
portant to agriculturists who use 
chemicals.

Farmers are reminded that Tex­
as’ first minimum wage law will 
become effective on February 1, 
1970. James I. Mallett, extension 
farm management specialist, says 
the new law will cover those em­
ployees not covered by the federal 
minimum wage law, but does not 
supersede the federal statute. The 
agricultural section o f the Texas 
law is designed to keep pace with 
future federal wage standards 
with the provision that the state 
minimum wage will not be less 
than 20 cents below the federal 
level.
