E0ÂC Receives 
$23,267.00 Grant 
for Head Start

Congressman Graham Purcell 
and Senator John Tower notified 
the News last Friday that funds 
in the amount of $23,267.00 have 
been granted from the Depart­
ment of Health, Education and 
Welfare for a Head Start program 
for the Economic Opportunities 
Advancement Corporation of a 
four-county area with offices in 
Crowell.

The grant is for operation of 
Head Start program which will 
provide pre-school training, medi­
cal, dental, social and psychologi­
cal services for fifteen children 
from low income families on a 
part-day basis, for eight months, 
and for a summer program for 45 
children for two months.

The full-term program for the 
15 children w'ill be for the Lock­
ett community and the summer 
program for 45 children will be 
for Vernon and Northside, accord­
ing to local EOAC officials.

Foard County cotton producers 
overwhelmingly approved cotton 
marketing quotas for 1970, ac­
cording to results o f the referen­
dum, which were announced last 
week by the Foard A.SCS office.

The ballots were counted on 
Wednesday, December 10, with 
213 voting “ yes”  and 7 voting 
“ no,”  for a total vote of 220.

The election was held by mail 
throughout the cotton producing 
area, and nationally, cotton pro­
ducers voted in favor o f cotton 
marketing quotas on the 1970 
crop. Cotton producers have ap­
proved the quotas in every ref­
erendum ever held.

terscholastlc League marching con­
test at Wichita Falls. This year, 
the band received a Division II 
rating, which is highly commend­
able, This year’s band president 
is Murry Bullion; drum major is 
David Stapp. The CHS twirlers—• 
Jane Hughston, Peggy Rasberry, 
Debbie Johnson and Karen Gray 
— received a Division II rating 
on their ensemble. In solo com­
petition, Jane received a I while 
Karen was given a II.

The band is to be congratulated 
on its fine efforts and the hard 
work which has made it one of 
the finest bands in the district. 
The chorus, also directed by Mr. 
Streit, is presently working on 
traditional holiday music in prep­
aration for a program to be pre­
sented December 18. It presents 
other programs including school 
assemblies, night programs, ser­
vice club programs and special re­
ligious sei’vices. It has performed 
at the LVN graduation exercises, 
presented a Thanksgiving pro­
gram, and also sang at the special 
county-wide Thanksgiving service.

random sequence of registrants 
born on all the dates of the year 
including February 29. As Septem­
ber U  was drawn first, all men 
born on September 14 are No. 1 
in the national random sequence. 
As June H was drawn last, all 
men with that birthday are No. 
366 in the national random se­
quence.

Q— How will this soquenco 
bo used by local boards?

A— Each local board will as­
sign numbers to its registrants 
who are in 1-A or who become 
1-A in accord with the national 
sequence. Some local boards may 
not have at any one time men with 
birthdays on every day. In such a 
case the local board would go to 
the next number. For instance, it 
might call numbers 1 through 5, 
then 7 and 8 because it had no 
men whose birthdays were on the 
day drawn sixth in the drawing. 

Q — Why is there a drawing 
of the alphabet?

A— This drawing randomized 
the alphabet so that in case a 
local board had two or more men 
with the same birthday and was 
required to order one but not all 
of them for a call, it has a way 
to determine which come.s first, 
second, etc., by applying the ran­
dom alphabet to the name.s. In the 
drawing of December 1, 1969, the 
letter “ J” was drawn first. So 
men whose names begin with “ J” 
would be called first by the local 
board among men with the same 
number from the birthday draw­
ing.

Q— Does everybody get • 
number out of the first lottery?

A— !.o— the first drawing will 
determine the random sequence 
number only for those men who 
prior to January 1. 1970, had at­
tained age 19, and not 26. Be­
sides that, the number in which 
his birthday is drawn will not 
mean anything until he is classi­
fied 1-A or 1-A-O. Some men in 
the group who eventually will get 
a number out of the fir.'it drawing 
may not become 1-A until next 
year or later. In that case, his 
number will determine his order 
in the national sequence in use 
that year. For example, if his 
birthday is drawn No. 80, and he 
is now deferred for college, but 
loses his college deferment in 
June 1971, he will be No. 80 in 
the national random sequence in 
use that year.

Q— How do new 19-yeer-olds 
get n number?

A— Before the end of 1970, a 
drawing o f the 366 days o f the 
year will be held. This drawing 
will determine the national ran­
dom sequence to be used in 1971. 
The only regi.strants who would 
look to that drawing to determine 
where they stand in the national 
random sequence are those who 
turned 19 during 1970.

Q— How do you use more 
than one drawing?

A— The date of November 9, 
was drawn No. 80 in the first 
lottery. This may be the number 
o f a man who was in college dur­
ing 1970, but graduated and lost 
his deferment in June 1971. The 
date of September 11 may be 
drawn No. 80 in the next lottery. 
A man born on September 11 who 
was available in 1971 would be 
No. 80 in the random order. So 
would the first man whose birth­
day of November 9 was drawn 
No. 80 a year earlier. If both men 
were in the same local board they 
would be called on the same call 
or if one, but not both were re­
quired, the random alphabet would 
determine which one went first.

Q— Doesn’t the registrant 
who is in college most of tho 
year have an advantage over 
the one who can’t go to college 
and is in 1-A throughout the 
year?

A— No. The key in both cases 
is whether his random sequence 
number is reached in his local 
board. If the random sequence 
number has been reached in the 
case o f a registrant who becomes 
1-A late in the year, he will be 
inducted as .soon as appeals, exam­
inations and so forth, are con­
cluded, even though the year has 
ended. There is no way he can 
gain an advantage by delaying his 
actual induction through time re­
quired for personal appearance, 
appeals, examination and other 
processing if his random sequence 
number has been reached.

Q— What about tho regUtrant 
who loMi a deferment or os- 
omption juat before age 26?

A— This is like the case in the 
previous qestion. If his number 
has been or is reached, and he 
loses his deferment just before 
his 26th birthday, he will, if his 
deferment extended his liability 
to age 36 as most do, be inducted 
at the end of all the processing 
steps— if he remains in class 1-A 
or 1-A-O and is qualified, even 
though he has turned 26 during 
thk period of delay.

q 1—Haw deea this aystam holp 
a regialraat know with moro 
certainty his ehaecot o f aerv- 
leg?

A— Firat of all, his period of 
greatest vulnerability is one year, 
rather than seven. Second, the or­
der in which his birthday is drawn 
will tell him where he stands in 
the national random selection se­
quence. If his birthday is drawn 
early he knowa that when he is 
classified 1-A and found accept­
able, he is almoet certain to be 
calM. He can plan his career to 
accommodate that poaaibUity. If

Gun Control Act 
Chango ffosos Ammo 
Record Kooping

It no longer is necessary for 
dealers to keep records of contain 
ammunition sales, B. Frank White, 
regional commissioner for the 
Southwest Region, Internal Reve­
nue Service, said this week.

Newly enacted legislation elimi­
nates the need for dealers to keep 
records on sales of shotgun am­
munition, ammunition suitable on­
ly for use in rifles, and compo­
nent parts o f these types of am­
munition. Purchases o f ammuni­
tion interchangeable between ri­
fles and handguns, such as .22 
caliber rifle ammunition, con­
tinue to be subject to the record 
keeping requirements. Previously, 
the gun control act of 1968 re­
quired records for all ammunition 
sales.

Mr. White stre.«sed, however, 
that no other aspect o f the act, 
which is administered by the Al­
cohol, Tobacco and Firearms Divi­
sion of the IRS, was changed by 
the legislation.

Persons engaged in selling am­
munition still are required to be 
licensed under the act. Anyone 
under 21 years of age cannot pur- 
cha.se handgun ammunition. How-

his birthday is drawn near the 
end, he has relative certainty he 
may not be called short o f unusu­
al circumstances. He can plan ac­
cordingly. For the registrant 
whose birthday is drawn in the 
middle range it is not so clear, 
but in any event the system will 
give much greater certainty than 
is possible under the former sys­
tem.

Q— Will registrant« now post­
poned be in the random selec­
tion?

A— No. The po.stponed regist­
rant has already been ordered for 
induction under the old system 
and will be inducted when the 
postponement ends.

Q— Can a man whose birth­
day is drawn early in the draw­
ing still join the Reserve?

A— Yes. Just as now, he can 
join a Reserve unit any time be­
fore the induction order is issued.

Q— What about voluntearing 
for active duty?

A— The policy is to authorize 
enlistment for active duty at any 
time up to the day o f induction.

Q— What is the situation of 
a registrant who ia in 1-A for 
tho first part of the year, hot 
entera college in September and 
request# and gets a student de­
ferment?

A__If his random sequence
number has not been reached, he 
goes out o f the group to return 
when no longer deferred to the 
current group. If his random se­
quence number has been reached, 
but he has not been issued an 
order to report for induction, the 
local board may defer him for 
college and he would then re-en­
ter the selection group in the year 
he again lost his deferment.

Savings Bonds 
Interest Rate 
Raised to 5%

President Nixon has approved 
legislation raising the interest 
rate on L’ . S. Savings Bonds to 
.5 per cent, if held to maturity.

When queried about the new 
Savings Bonds terms, Rex Brack, 
Texas chairman for U. .S. Savings 
Bonds, .stated: “ The new rate of 
5 per cent to maturity applies to 
all outstanding Series E and H 
Bonds sold on or after June 1, 
1969. The higher rate also applies 
to older bonds. Beginning with 
the first semi-annual interest per­
iod starting on or after June 1, 
1969, r.ates on outstanding E and 
H Bonds will be increased to yield 
5 per cent when held to maturity 
or extended maturity. These out­
standing bonds will also benefit 
by an improved interim schedule 
should they be redeemed earlier. 
Therefore, there would be no ad­
vantage in redeeming outstanding 
bonds to purchase new bonds.” 

Chairman Brack pointed out 
that the dollar limit on annual 
purchases o f E Bonds by an in­
dividual has been reduced to $5000 
purchase price. Previously, the an­
nual limit was $20,000, face 
amount. The annual limit on H 
Bonds has also been reduced to 
$5,000— from the previous $30,- 
000. However, in computing this 
limit, bonds registered in the 
names of co-owners may be ap­
plied to the holdings o f either or 
apportioned between them. Fur­
ther, the nontaxable exchanges of 
Series E Bonds for current-in­
come H Bonds will not be counted 
against these new annual limits.

The original maturity of the 
Series E Bonds has been shorten­
ed from 7 years to 5 years, 10 
months. H Bonds will continue to

mature in 10 years.
“ Freedom Shares” — sold in com­

bination with E Bonds since May 
1, 1967— will be removed from 
sale effective June 30, 1970.

“ Savings Bonds have always 
been a good buy,”  Chairman Brack 
stated. “ Now, with a more com­
petitive interest rate, they are 
better than ever. Their guaran­
teed return, liquidity, safety, and 
tax advantages make them one 
of the soun<iest investments avail­
able, And you can buy them auto­
matically and painlessly— through 
the Payroll Saving.-.

F. and predators and para.-ites 
that prey on greenbugs increase 
slowly at temperatures I'elow 65 
degrees F. Thus, in cool weather, 
the greenbug may increase to enor 
mous numbers while its natural 
qnemies multiply slowly.

Information on determining the 
need for applying an insecticide 
for control of greenbugs is given 
in MP-339, “ Texas Guide for Con­
trolling Insects and Jlites on
G . ain and Forage Crops.”  Thi.« 
guide can be obtained at Burkett’s 
office.

Insecticides listed in MP-339 
for control o f greenbug.» are mal- 
athion, methyl parthion, parathion 
and phosphamidon. Since the 
guide was printed, disulfoton (Di- 
Syston) has been cleared for con­
trol of greenbugs on wheat only. 
Disulfoton should be applied only 
once per season and treated fields 
should not be grazed. Di-Syston 
.«hould not be applied within 45 
days o f ha.'vest. ’These insecticide» 
ate more effective when the tem­
perature is above 50 degrees F. 
Malathion is not as effective us 
disulfoton, methyl parathion and 
parathion, but may be used where 
a less toxic material is preferred 
for ground applications, Burkett 
said.

“ Producers .«hould read and fol­
low closely information given on 
the label. Safety precautions in 
handling insecticides .should be giv­
en careful con.sideration,”  Burkett 
added.

Efforts Being Made 
to Combat Shortage of 
Blood During Holidays

In an effort to combat chronic 
shortage of blood during holiday 
periods, the American Re«l Cross, 
the American Medical .Association, 
the American Hospital Association 
and the American Association of 
Blood Banks has joined to issue 
the following statement: “ The
continuing netd for blood <lonors 
becomes especially acute <luring 
holiday periods. The deficiency of 
blood donors during thi.« time is 
reflected after the holiday per­
iod . . . ’ ’Red Cro.ss chapters and 
blood center.» have been urged to 
make plans for ade<iuate blood 
collections during this period.

■Although veterans covereil un­
der the World War 11 G. I. Bill 
weie entitled to receive $20 n 
week readjustment allowances for 
52 weeks, the average vete.'an re­
ceived the allowance for only 19 
weeks.

Austin, Tex.— Even though the 
State of Texas has been given a 
year’s reprieve by the federal gov­
ernment, and the new meat plant 
inspection law will not become 
effective here until Dec. 15, 1970, 
State Department of Health in­
spectors are making visits to all 
-plants which process meat and 
poultry.

Since October, they have con­
tacted 2,200 plants, including 
locker plants. Report is that only 
916 of those had ever seen a 
health inspector before.

Each plant operator is advised 
o f the basic cleanliness standards 
which must be met before a meat 
plant even can be inspected. Rules 
range from “ keeping all pets and 
loose livestock out o f the plant” 
to “ remove all insecticides, pesti­
cides or rodenticides”  from the 
areas in which food products are 
stored, processed or retained.

Next year, the processing plants 
will have to pass inspections or be 
closed. So far, no plant has been 
put out of business, but some have 
folded up voluntarily when they 
saw the sanitary requirements 
they will have to meet.

So, if your favorite locker plant 
operator told you he couldn’t pro­
cess your deer this year because 
of the State Health Department, 
he was wrong. But he may be 
right in the future.

LOUISIANA— Texas Atty. Gen. 
Crawford Martin has filed suit in 
federal court against the State 
o f Louisiana in a boundary dis­
pute.

Question is where the Texas- 
Louisiana border is physically lo­
cated on Sabine Lake and River, 
as well as Sabine Pass, from the 
Gulf to 32nd degree north longi­
tude.

Louisiana claims the whole Sa­
bine— meaning all the oil royal­
ties— while Texas claims the boun­
dary is in the middle o f the lake. 
Texas would gain perhaps |2 mil­
lion in royalties if it wins the 
suit.

COURTS SPEAK —  A Bexar 
County teenager challenging Tex- 
M laws permitting longer sen­
tences for juvenile offenders than

for adult criminals on similar o f­
fense.» lost his appeal to the State 
Supreme Court. Court emphasized 
the civil nature of juvenile pro­
ceedings and that the aim i.» to 
train and rehabilitate rather than 
punish erring youngsters.

High court concluded that the 
Driscoll Foundation of Corpus 
Chri.sti is not eligible for a tax 
reduction under a constitutional 
amendment permitting farm and 
ranch land on fringes o f city to be 
taxed at agricultural value where 
farming is the owner’s chief oc­
cupation.

Austin federal court has set the 
deadline for filing a brief in a 
case in which conservationists 
want to block construction o f a 
golf course at Meridian State 
Park. Their purpose: to preserve 
the habitat of birdlife (the gold­
en-cheeked warbler.)

Bottle club operators have ap­
pealed to the Third Court o f Civil 
Appeals seeking an injunction to 
prevent the Texas Liquor Control 
Board from enforcing its new 
rule allowing guests in private 
clubs only where they are accom­
panied by or introduced by the 
member.

ATTORNEY GENERAL RULES
— A trial court is not authorize^i 
to commit a criminally-accused 
person to a state mental hospital 
for examination with the consent 
o f the hospital head, Atty. Gen. 
Martin said in a recent opinion.

In other opinions, Martin con­
cluded that:

— A Texas Tech University pro­
fessor is eligible to serve on Tex­
as Air Control Board and draw 
$25 a day travel pay.

— A school bus driver who fails 
to see that his vehicle is properly 
marked with eight-inch letters can 
be fined up to $200 and jailed up 
to 90 days.

— Law directing Houston to op­
erate harbor fire boats and to en­
force fire regulations on water­
ways and turning basins is uncon­
stitutional.

Calve Heifers at 
Two Years If-- '

John Beverly, extension animal 
reproduction specialist, says if cer­
tain criteria are met, heifers can 
be bred to calve at 2 years o f age 
without running the risk o f their 
failing to calve as 3-year-oIds. The 
criteria— grow the heifers so they 
will gain lbs. per day; avoid 
pushing them to the fat stage; 
they must weigh 600 lbs. when 
bred and they should calve 80-60 
days before the regular cow herd 
completes calving.
