ary, 1969, of 447 accidents re-
sulting in 26 persons killed, 260
persons injured, and an estimated
property damage of $424,881.

Warm Temperatures
Bring Increase in
Greenbug Activity

Increased activity of greenbugs
in small grains can he cxpectcdi
as the daily temperature becomes
higher. The greenbug can repro-
duce rapidly at temperatures be- |
tween 55 and 75 degrees F. The,
natural enemies of the greenbug
reproduce very slowly at tempera-
tures below 65 degrees F. There-
fore, in cool weather the greenbug
may increase in enormous num-
bers while its natural enemies mul-
tiply slowly.
During periods in which the
temperature is in the above range,
producers should inspeet their
fields weekly. Once infestations
are observed that could become
damaging, inspection should be
made more frequently. Because
of the capability of greenbugs to
reproduce enormous numbers over
a short period of time, infesta-
tions can become damaging in
only a few days.

In Foard’s Rasberry Field

Humble Oil and Refining Com-
pany has been designated by lease
owners as operator of a water-
flood unit recently formed in the
Rasberry Field in Western Foard
County.

Waterflood operations involve
the injection of water under pres-
sure into oil bearing formations
to move the crude toward produe-
ing well bores more efficiently.
The unitized field, about seven
miles west of Crowell, covers a
total of 4,480 acres of leases. A
total of nine working interests
owners and 72 royalty owners are
involved.

The producing zone to be flood-
ed is the 6,100-foot Caddo lime
formation. Water for injection
purposes will come from the Can-
yon Reef formation at a depth
of approximately 5,000 feet.
Construction work on the first
phase of the secondary recovery

project will be started about mid-
summer this year, a Humble
spokesman said this week. It is
expected that initial injection of

water can begin early in 1971.
If the flooding operation is
successful, it could result in a
substantial increase in ultimate
total production from the Ras-
berry Field, discovered in 1956.

Unlicensed Drivers in Many Accidents

The Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety this week announced
an intensive, statewide driver li-
censing emphasis program to be
launched immediately on the basis
of a study revealing a dispropor-
tionate involvement of unlicensed
drivers in serious traffic accidents.

Col. Wilson E. Speir, DPS Di-
rector, said the drive is in con-
junection with = Governor Preston
Smith’s coordinated traffic safety
program to combat increasing
deaths, injuries and economic loss
in Texas traffic which cost the
state an estimated 3,580 lives,
hundreds of thousands of injuries,
and upwards of a billion dollars
last year.

‘“Statistical data compiled from
reports of motor vehicle accidents
occurring on the public streets
and highways of Texas during the
first six months of 1969 reveal
that some 9.6 per cent of the driv-
ers involved in fatal accidents
were unlicensed; that 7.6 per cent
of the drivers involved in personal
injury accidents were unlicensed;
and that more than 5.8 per cent
of those Texas residents involved
in all motor vehicle accidents were
not licensed,” Speir said.

“In view of the fact that one
out of each 17 Texas residents
involved in motor vehicle accidents
during the period were not li-
censed, and the higher percentage
of fatal and injury collisions in
which the unlicensed drivers were
involved, an increase in enforce-
ment efforts against un-licensed
drivers would seem to be justified.
It is estimated that there are as
many as 400,000 unlicensed driv-
ers in Texas at this time.”

The Public Safety Director said
the emphasis program will consist
of:

1. Urging all drivers in Texas
to see that they are properly
licensed.

2. An intensive, stepped-up
program of enforcement by
means of frequent, periodic li-
cense checks to be made on the
road by DPS patrolmen.

3. Development of driver
training schools for persons who
need more knowledge and skill
to qualify for driver licenses.

4. Urging employers in large
plants and business establish-
ments to encourage their em-

Texas Turkeys on
Santa Catalina

Texas turkeys have reproduced
on the 75 square-mile Santa Cat-
alina Islands located about 28
miles off the coast of California,
according to Harold Harper, wild-
life administrator for the Califor-
nia Game Department,

During turkey trapping opera-
tions last year in Texas, a ship-
ment of 20 hens and four yearling
gobblers was air-lifted to Califor-
nia as part of an arrangement be-
tween the two states to exchange
chukars and white-winged pheas-
ants for wild-trapped Rio Grande
turkey.

The chukars were released along
the Pecos River and in the Big
Bend area of West Texas, and
the pheasants went to the Per-
mian Basin and Texas Gulf Coast.
California released the 24 turkeys
on rugged Santa Catalina Island.

Wildlife biologists assigned to
the island found young turkeys
following the nesting season of
1969.

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Good Mental
Health Starts
in Early Years

The foundations of good mental
health are laid in early childhood.
A happy, secure environment is as
important to an infant as it is a
person throughout the rest of his
life. An infant is totally depen-
dent and needs to have a sense of
gsecurity and love, Newborn babies
are affected by attitudes toward
them. They need warm, close, per-
sonal contact.

As a child matures during the
pre-school years, he learns self-
confidence by exploring his world.
He also needs to learn that he
can do things on his own and
learning that he can win approval
for his achievements. Belittling
achievements or over-protection
may make him feel inferior and
helpless. Patience and care are re-
quired of the parents during this
stage of development.

The beginning of school gives
most children their first major so-
cial contacts outside of the home
and family. This period is import-
ant to his future in learning to
get along with other people of all
ages. It is also a time when chil-
dren need to succeed in learning
experiences. Under-aggressive
children need to develop self-con
fidence while the over-aggressive
child needs to find constructive
outlets for his aggressiveness,

Fish Farming
in Rhode Island

Marine biologists at the Univer-
sity of Rhode Island are raising
fish in captivity in much the same
way as farmers raise chickens.
The aquatic version of the chicken
coop is a group of plastic-lined
pools containing sea water. The
fish are spawned in fresh water
and later transferred to the out-
door salt water tanks. Similar ex-
periments are going on in other
parts of the country and of the
world.

Researchers have succeeded in
raising Atlantic salmon from an
average weight of 1.5 ounces to
a size of nearly 12 ounces in 6
months. According to the project
director, Dr. Saul Saila, this was
achieved under rather poor grow-
ing conditions, “We are convin-
ced that with better environment-
al controls, it will be possible to
effect even more growth than ob-
served to date,” he said.

So-called luxury fish such as
rainbow trout, salmon, bluefish
and striped bass are receiving the
most attention, There already is
an extensive market for these
high-quality fish, and Dr. Saila
believes that the fish can be pro-
duced more cheaply through aqua-
culture than through commercial
fishing.

Fish farming, however, is not
not just around the corner, and
a number of problems remain. For
instance, maintaining the sea wat-
er at the proper temperature and
developing a diet for the fish
which will be both economical and
healthful are still unresolved.
Although Dr. Saila concedes
that fish farms may never be as
common as chicken farms, he be-
lieves that aquaculture will be-
come “a relatively important busi-
ness venture.”

God for Us

Many people, even religious peo-
ple, suppose that God is against
sinners. “Do what is right,” they
think, “and God will love and
bless you, but do what is wrong
and He will be angry with you
and curse you.”

Perhaps this view of God comes
from the fact that many Scripture
passages, especially in the Old
Testament, reveal God as the En-
emy of the workers of iniguity.
But He is the Enemy of the work-
ers of iniquity—as such—as work-
ers of iniquity, not as individual
persons,

In Ezek. 18:23 God asks: “Have
I any pleasure at all that the
wicked should die . . . ?” And in
IT Pet. 3:9 we learn that when
God might have judged this world
for the crucifixion of Christ, He
delayed the judgment because He
is “longsuffering” and “not will-
ing that any should perish, but
that all should come to repent-
ance.”

The Apostle Paul, referring to
the crucifixion, declares that “God
was in Christ, reconciling the
world unto Himself, not imputing
their trespasses unto them; and
hath committed unto us the word
of reconciliation’” (II Cor. 5:19).
How could He have shown sinners
more conclusively that He desires
their good than by imputing their
sing to Christ and telling them
that He is not imputing their tres-
passes unto them?

Social Security Offers
Assistance to Widows

“Where will our livelihood
come from now?” is a question
often asked by the widow upon
the death of her husband. Many
times the answer is supplied by
social  security, according to
Wayne Klipping, social security
manager,

Ordinarily, benefits are payable
to a widow without children in her
care at age 62, or at age 60 if she
chooses to take reduced benefits.

But many widows under 60 are
disabled and unable to obtain work
to support themselves. A recent
change in the social security law
makes it possible for severely dis-
abled widows who are at least age
50 to receive benefits on the ac-
count of their deceased husbands.

To qualify for benefits a widow

must have an impairment so se-
vere that it would ordinarily pre-
vent her from working and it must
be expected to last at least 12
months,
The disability must have begun
before the husband’s death or with-
in seven years after his death. A
widow who receives benefits for
herself and children may qualify
for disability benefits if she be-
comes disabled before payments
to children end or within seven
years after they end. Benefits paid
under this provision of the law
will be reduced up to 50 per cent
of the amount payable at age 62,
Mr. Klipping advised that any
widow who is age 50 or over and
is disabled should get in touch with
_thc social security office to see
if she might qualify for benefits,
