Austin, Tex.— Bifc turnover in 
state jobs is costing taxpayers 
million a year.

Henry Rothell, associate admin­
istrator of Texas Employment 
Commission, said the turnover of 
26.48 per cent is due to “ compet­
itiveness” o f industrial salaries.

“ The state is acting as a train­
ing agency for p.ivate industry 
at a cost too expensive to follow,” 
the veteran employment executive 
reported.

De.spite difficulties in retaining 
skilled personnel, state employees 
have received substantial pay 
raises from the last two legisla­
tive sessions. Unemployment rate 
for the state as a whole continues 
well below the national average.

Employees in convention here 
were urged to continue working 
with legislative bodies to help 
solve the problems.

COURTS SPEAK —  State Su­
preme Court reversed the inter­
mediate court in holding that 
Methodist Church property used 
as the residence of a district su­
perintendent in the San .Antonio 
district is exempt from city taxa­
tion.

AC RULES —  Judges may re­
tire when eligible on any date 
they choose and create a vacancy 
in their office, and a vacancy is 
also created when a judge is re­
moved for cause. So ruled .Atty. 
Gen. Crawford Martin.

— Political party precinct com­
mitteemen are not entitled to com­
pensation or expense allowances 
for attending a county executive 
committee meeting.

— Mental Health-Mental Retar­
dation commissioner may remove 
his deputy for constitutional cause 
without MH-MR boarxi approval.

— Former Brownwood fireman 
who was rehire<l is eligible to par­
ticipate in the city retirement 
fund though he now is over 35; 
however, to get credit for previous 
.service, he would have to refund 
contributions earlier made and 
withdrawn.

— State Board of Morticians has 
authority to request disinterment 
o f a body by a county medical 
examiner, and the examiner may 
order disinterment if facts show 
need for inquest.

SCREWWORM RULE OUT —  
Texas Animal Health Commission 
unanimously voted to knock out a 
screwworm quarantine rule bitter­
ly opposed by .Mexico.

Regulation required a two-week 
quarantine o f lots o f imported 
Mexican livestock expo.sed to ani­
mals infected with the screwworm 
parasite.

Mexican director general o f an­
imal health argued that the rule 
was not justified because Mexico 
treats its own animals for screw­
worm before sending them across 
the Rio Grande. Quarantine, o f­
ficials said, resulted in unreason­
ably heavy losses to Mexican rat-

“ M’ hen we first went to Stevens 
Village and as the gospel was 
preached, the Holy Spirit began 
to move and convict men of thei.

As a Wise Buyer, you don’t scatter your shots 
either.

And your dollars circulate normally, 
back through your own hands, time and again.

.A power lawn mower is a nec­
essary piece of equipment for 
maintaining a beautiful lawn. But 
it can also cause plenty o f trouble, 
even fatal injury, when used in a 
careless manner or on areas where 
stones, pieces of wire, stick., and 
bones may be strewn.

County .Agent Joe Burkett o f­
fers these suggestions for prevent­
ing lawn mower accidents.

Keep the lawn clean and in 
good condition. Pick up toys, 
stones, sticks, wire and other ob­
jects before starting the mowing 
job. Keep the mower in good re­
pair and the blade sharp and keep 
people, especially children and 
pets, away from an operating 
mower.

Mow across embankments or 
terraces and never up and down. 
When starting the engine, stand 
away from the mower and make 
sure your feet cannot come in 
contact with the whirling blade. 
Never leave the engine running 
while the mower is unattended.

Operate the mower only fast 
enough to get a good, clean cut. 
Extremely high blade speeds are 
dangerous and eau.se excessive 
wear on the mower. I f  the mower 
is self-propelled, adjust the speed 
to your walking pace. Never let it 
pull you.

Fuel should he .safely handled 
and stored. Don’t fill the gas tank 
while the engine is hot. I f  the 
mower becomes clogged, stop the 
engine and fliseonnect the spark­
plug wire before unrlogging or 
doing any work on the underside 
o f the mower.

Do not operate electric mowers 
on Wet ground. Hi<ling lawn mow­
ers present the same problems as 
push or self-propelle<l types and 
the rules o f safety should always 
be observed.

Using a power mower is no job 
for a rhihl, warns the county 
agent. It should he operated only

by a person who it ft
it and will follow stf^  
tions.

Is Spraying Time 
for Pecan Trees

Pecan Nut Case 
Bearers Damage  
Pecan Praduction
May 29 through June 6 is the 

time to spray pecan tiees in Foard 
County for the pecan nut case 
bearers, says Joe Burkett, county 
agent.

I f  more than one application is 
made, the second should be ap­
plies! one week jrfter the first ap­
plication.

The agent says the following 
insecticides may be used: .Malu- 
thion, 3 pounds o f 2.6 per cent 
wettable powder per 100 gallons 
waiter; Sevin, 2 pounds o f 80 per 
cent wettable powder per 100 gal­
lons water; or Toxaphene, 5 
pounds 40 per cent wettable pow­
der per 100 gallons water.

Extensive tree handing in the 
past few weeks indicate pecan 
nut casebearer larvae are now- 
emerging in Foard County. Pecan 
trees should be sprayed in order 
to prevent the lart-ae from enter­
ing the nutlet, causing exten.«ive 
nut loss, Burkett said.

The pecan nut casebearer is the 
nuniber one pest o f pecans in Tex­
as, the agent added, and thus be­
comes a determining factor in pro­
ducing pecans, whether on a few 
trees or in large groves.

To effectively control the pecan 
nut casebearer, it is necessary to 
provide thorough insecticide cov­
erage o f the nutlet clusters during 
the period when the lairae are 
hatching. This will prevent nutlet 
damage and poor pecan produc­
tion.

“ For further information on 
spraying your pecan trees, call or 
come by iny office,”  Burkett add­
ed.

Faith and Hearing

“ Faith cometh by hearing, and 
hearing l>y the Word of God” 
(Rom. 10:17).

This important passage of Scrip­
ture is, sad to say, little under­
stood. Many people think of faith 
in the abstract, as though it were 
some mysterious power in itself. 
The> speak of faith, but what do 
they mean? F'aith in what? or in 
whom? Surely it is not possible 
just to have faith, without some­
thing or someone to have faith in.

F'aith is not wishing hard, or 
feeling confident. Jluch less is it 
optimism or presumption or imag­
ination. F'aith must have a basis, 
a foundation. Thus the Christian’s 
faith is founded on "the Woril of 
God’’— on what (!od has said in 
the Bible. The above pa.-isage ex­
plains: "F'aith cometh l>y hearing.” 
Isn't th:it siniple? Isn’t it true? 
Some have said that "seeing i.s 
believing," but u moment’s reflec­
tion will reve:il that, like the 
phrase: " I ’m from Missouri.”  this 
.saying is an expre.-sion of UNlie- 
lief. When we have seen a thing 
we need no longer believe it; it 
has been demonstratui to us. Hut 
when we hear (or read* a matter 
reported, we m;iy either believe 
or doubt it. "F'aith cometh by 
hearing." And likewise hearing 
comes through what has Iteen said. 
We believe what we hear and we 
hear what has been said. The 
Christian’s faith, then, comes by 
he.'iriiig (God* and hearing by 
The Word of Go«l. All true Chris­
tian faith is founded on the Word 
of G<id.

Actually the word "hearing,”  
in Rom. H*:17, has the idea of 
heeding— paying attention, eag­
erly listening. This is why Gal. 
3:.i speaks of "the hearing of 
faith.’’ Thus F7ph. 1:13, referring 
to Christ, .says: ” ln Whom ye also 
trusted, having heard the Word 
of Truth, the Gospel o f your sal­
vation.”  Similarly we read in John 
.5:24 the words o f the Lord Je­
sus: “ He that heareth My Word, 
and believeth on Him that sent 
Me, hath everla.sting life, and shall 
not come into judgment, but is 
passed from death unto life.”

Durable Press Cotton 
Abrasion Resistant

Thanks to a new process devel­
oped by the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture, durable press cotton 
is now abrasion resistant.

Wearing in men’s trou.sers at 
knees, pockets and cuffs has been 
a problem with all-cotton durable 
press garments, according to Jo­
anne Thurber, extension consumer 
education specinli.st in clothing at 
Texas A&M University.

The new permanent sizing pro­
cess improved abrasion resistance 
as much as five times on .sample 
trouser cuffs. The sample also 
showed about 65 per cent greater 
tear strength than conventional 
durable press fabrics.

Miss Thurber .«ays the sizing 
does not interfere with durable 
press qualities in clothes.

The Interscholastic league has 
announced that it has changed its 
controversial transfer rule to per­
mit an athlete who changes schools 
to play football or basketball in
his senior year.

The vote of member schools 
was 870 for and l->7 against, 
changing the rule which has spark­
ed debate everywheie from the 
playing fields to the legislature.

A provision was written into 
the rule requiring an athlete to 
get certification from his school 
superintendent and from the prin­
cipal and coach of his former 
school that he was not recruited 
and that no “ undue” influence 
was exerted against him or his 
family to move.

The gaining district’s executive 
committee also must approve, and 
can overrule opposition to the 
athlete’s participation.

Formerly the league operated 
under a transfer rule adopteii to 
halt the football recruiting wars 
of the l ‘.»20s. That rule, in effect 
until passage of the new regula­
tion, required transfer pupils to 
sit out a year of football or bas­
ketball.

This ended high school .»ports 
participation of seniors whose fam­
ilies had to move.

The new rule says; “ A student 
who has only one year of eligibil­
ity remaining may i>articipate in 
any new school to which he may 
tr.ansfer. provided he has a re­
lease, signed by the superintendent 
of the di.strict or by other dele­
gated administrator, and by the 
principal and coach of the school 
he previously attended, to the ef­
fect that the pupil was not recruit­
ed and th.at no undue influence 
was exerted upon him or his fam­
ily; provi<led he is approved by 
the district executive committee 
of the district to which he is trans­
ferring.
