els-per-acre yields reported.

This is the fourth consecutive 
year that Foard County’s wheat 
crop has exceeded one million 
bushels.

W ith some 53,119 acres of 
wheal planted in the county 
this season, the pcr-acre yield 
for the county on wheat deliv- 
erad to the elevators is 20.63 
bushels, which is an excellent 
yield for the county as a whole.
The totals as compiled from the 

elevators on grain brought in do 
not include any grain stored on 
individual farms.

Local and out-of-county wheat 
harvest crews have already moved 
on to fields north of this area, and 
Foard County farmers are busy 
plowing or trying to plow, since 
the ground is almost too hard to 
break open.

County Agnnf Says

AHENTION GIVEN TO 
PLANTING OF GUAR

Much attention is being given 
to guar planting at the present 
time in Foard County, according 
to County Agent Joe Burkett. In­
creased interest is due mainly to 
the favorable outlook expressed by 
the industry. In 1969 about 85,- 
000 acres o f guar were harvested 
in the Rolling Plains. However, to 
obtain the projected minimum 
needs in 1970, approximately 250,- 
000 harvested acres will be need­
ed. The industry is offering con­
tracts with a floor price of $4.60 
per hundredweight.

The need for increased acreage 
results from the growth in de­
mand for guar products. For ex­
ample, in 1959, the United States 
consumed a total of approximately 
15 million pounds. In 1969, ap­
proximately 40 million pounds 
were used. This represents about 
50 per cent o f world consumption. 
The Rolling Plains account for 
about 80 per cent o f the U. S. 
production.

One o f the areas o f potential 
for increased guar production is 
diverted acres, both mandatory

and voluntary. Guar yields o f 350 
to 400 pounds per acre will offset 
the reduction in diverted acre pay­
ment for wheat and feed grains. 
There is no reduction in payment 
for guar planted on acres volun­
tarily diverted from cotton. Guar 
may also o ffer possibilities for 
cotton acres which have been re­
leased after being destroyed by 
natural causes. For more details 
on these programs, the county 
agent suggests a visit to the coun­
ty ASC office.

Another area of production po­
tential has been pointed out by 
work done at the Rolling Plains 
Soil and Crops Research Station 
at Chillicothe. This work indicates 
that guar can be grown profitably 
when interplanted with cotton in 
a skip-row system. For the last 
several years a system consisting 
o f the conventional 2 cotton, 4 
fallow with the middle 2 fallow 
rows planted to guar showed a 
net return o f $14 or more per 
acre over the straight 2 cotton, 
4 fallow system.

These facts about guar should

— Guar is drouth resistant but 
it still must have moisture for 
maximum production.

— Guar fits well into a crop 
rotation program and is an excel­
lent soil-improving crop. For the 
last several years, cotton yields 
following guar in rotation have 
increased 20 per cent at the Chil­
licothe Experiment Station.

— Seedbed preparation for guar 
should be the same as for cotton, 
corn or grain sorghum.

— The best seed available, pref­
erably certified, should be planted. 
Seed should be inoculated with a 
special guar inoculant or the cow- 
pea inoculant (Group E) just pri­
or to planting.

— Guar should not be planted 
until continuous warm weather is 
assured. Soil temperature should 
be above 70 degrees F. at plant­
ing time.

— Seeding rate should be 4 to 6 
pounds per acre in 40-inch rows, 
and not over 15 pounds in drill 
plantings. Seed should be planted 
one to one and a half inches deep.

— Grain sorghum planting 
equipment can be used for plant­
ing guar; however, straight hole 
plates give less trouble. Addition 
of graphite to the seed box helps 
avoid the gumming problem, "ro 
reduce weight on the plates, fill 
seed boxes to no more than one- 
third o f capacity.

— Guar can be harv’ested with 
conventional combine equipment.

Other production details are 
available from the county agent’s 
office, in a new Guar Fact Sheet 
(L-907) which includes informa­
tion on fertilizers, weed control, 
varieties, inserts, diseases and 
harvesting and marketing.

Have You Heard?

“ . . . if  ye have he.nrd of the 
dispensation of the grace o f God 
which is given me to vou-waid 
. . .”  (Eph. 3:2).

Could it be that those to whom 
Paul addressed his Ephesian let­
ter had not yet heard that God 
committed to him “ the dispensa­
tion o f grace?”

Next to the death and resur­
rection of Christ, the conversion 
of Paul and his commission to pro­
claim “ the gospel of the grace of 
God”  was the greatest event in 
history.

The apostles at Jerusalem had 
recognized the importance of 
Paul’s part in the divine program. 
They themselves had at first been 
sent by Christ into “ all the world,” 
yet in Gal. 2:9 we find James, 
Peter and John publicly shaking 
hands with Paul in a solemn agree­
ment that he should henceforth 
be the apostle to the nations.

Could it be that some twelve 
years later, when he wrote the 
Ephesian letter, there were any 
who professed the name of Christ 
who had not heard of Paul’s spec­
ial place in the program of God 
as the apostle of grace? Little 
wonder his words “ if ye have 
heard”  carry with them a touch 
o f sarcasm and reproach.

It is possible, of course, that 
there were some among them, but 
recently brought into the Church, 
who had not heard, but what 
seems almost impossible is that 
there should be even one believer 
at this late date who has not heard 
that after Christ and His king­
dom were rejected and the world 
was ripe for prophesied judgment 
to fall, God inten-ened, saving 
Saul, His chief enemy on earth, 
and sent him forth with “ the goo<l 
news o f the grace of GckI.'’

This good news is I’used, of 
course, upon the fact that .since 
Christ was the spotless Lamb of 
God, His death is accepted by God 
as full satisfaction for the sinner. 
Thus Paul, by divine inspiration, 
declares that believers are “ justi­
fied freely by His (Goti’s) grace, 
through the redemption that is in 
Christ Jesus.”  (Rom. .3:2 4).
