Coupon Firm

Bob Harrison of Knox City, a
former owner of the Super Save
food store in Crowell, moved his
Knox City grocery last week into
a new building.

An interesting aspect of Mr.
Harrison’s business is the result
of an idea Harrison had in Janu-
ary, 1967, concerning a coupon
clearing house and in April of that
year, he opened one of the five
coupon clearing houses in Texas
and named it Wes-Tex Coupon
Clearing House. The Wes-Tex firm
acts as an agent for other stores
for product coupons redeemed
from customers,

The local stores mail the re-
deemed coupons to Wes-Tex which
in turn mails them out to the
respective manufacturers of the
products represented on the cou-
pons. Each shipment processed
represents from 80 to 120 differ-
ent manufacturers and Harrison
related that over one-half million
coupons were processed at Knox
City last year from various gro-
cery stores from Texas, New Mex-
ico, Arkansas and Oklahoma which
his firm serves. A total of $53,-
000 was paid to the grocers, he
said.
