Public Field Day
Planned at Knox

City SCS Center

A public field day will be held
on September 30 at the Soil Con-
servation Service plant materials
center at Knox City, State Con-
servationist Clyde W. Graham an-
nounced this week.

New grasses, forbs, legumes
and other plants under evalua-
tion at the center will be dis.
cussed during the day, Graham
said. The center, known official-
ly as the James E. “Bud”
Smith Plant Materials Center,
serves both Texas and Okla-
homa.

Some 675 strains of 164 differ-
ent plants are being grown at
Knox City to try to find superior
strains that will solve specific soil
and water conservation problems.
The more promising ones are then
grown and evaluated under field
conditions on farms of soil and
water conservation district cooper-
ators under a wide variety of con-
ditions. Selections that prove su-
perior to other strains available
are then released by conservation
districts to commercial seed grow-
ers. These producers then grow
seed and sell it to the public.

A new grass variety, Selection
75 Kleingrass, was certified and
released last year as a result of
work done at the center in cooper-
ation with the Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station. Other grass
strains proven and put into use
by SCS include El Reno, Uvalde,
and Vaughn sideoats grama; King
Ranch bluestem; green sprangle-
top; and Grenville switchgrass,

Some of the groups who coop-
erate with SCS in its plant mater-
ials work in Texas include Agri-
cultural Research Service, Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station,
Texas A&M University, Texas
Tech University, Prairie View
A&M, Abilene Christian College,
U. 8. Air Force, U, 8. Corps of
Engineers, Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department, and soil and wat-
er conservation districts,

New Highway Patrol
Training School to
Begin in September

Deaths continue to mount on
Texas streets and highways., Crime
is still on the rise. With these
facts in mind, the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety announces
the start of a 150-man training
school.,

The school will begin on Sept.
22 and will be held at the Texas
Department of Public Safety Law
Enforcement Academy in Austin.
Trainees will receive a salary of
$545 per month during the four-
month training period. Upon grad-
uation the salary will be increased
to $651 per month.

To qualify for one of these po-
sitions, an applicant must be be-
tween the ages of 20 and 35, a
height of not less than 68 inches,
a weight of not less than two
pounds per inch of height, nor
more than 3% pounds per inch
of height, and be of good sound
physical condition. He must have
completed high school, or the
equivalent, he must be a citizen
of the United States and be of
good moral character.

The intensive training program,
which will consist of some 800
hours of classroom work, is de-
signed to prepare the cadet to
handle the various situations
which he will be confronted with
as a patrolman. Upon graduation,
the cadet will be assigned to one
of the four uniformed services:
highway patrol, license and weight,
motor vehicle inspection, or driv-
er's license,

Uniforms, vehicles, weapons,
ammunition and necessary equip- |
ment will be furnished. Other ben- |
efits include a monthly uniform
cleaning allowance and travel ex-
penses when away from their as-
signed station. Group life and hos-
pitalization insurance are avail-
able at a reasonable cost. The pa-

Vandals Run Wild in

Texas State Parks

The Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department is working to make
the state parks system one of the
best in the nation, but there are
some persons whose aims run
counter to this, according to John-
ny L. Buck, assistant director for
Parks Operations for the depart-
ment,

These are vandals, persons to
whom destruction is a form of
recreation.

Here are just a few ways van-
dals have ‘“done their thing” in
Texas state parks:

—In Lockhart State Park glass
at the entrance station was brok-
en out,

—In Stephen F. Austin State
Park in the course of six months,
a restroom mirror was stolen,
shower heads were stolen, clothes
hooks were stolen, a historical
monument picture was destroyed,
a flag pole chain was stolen, air
vents in a restroom were damaged
and a nature trail guide post was
destroyed.

—In Bastrop State Park flags
on the golf course were destroyed
and a park sign was pulled up.

—In new Hueco Tanks State
Park personnel are restoring cen-
turies-old Indian pictographs
which were defaced by vandals
with cans of spray paint prior to
the area’s becoming a state park.

These are only a few instances
out of hundreds on the list which,
to the people who maintain the
parks, seems endless. Hose to traf-
fic counters cut, trash cans dam-
aged, trees chopped, picnic tables
thrown into rivers, swings stolen,
unbelievable piles of litter left
behind—these are everyday occur-
rences to be faced by those charg-
ed with the operation and main-
tenance of our state parks.

Why do vandals vandalize?
Those who have studied the prob-
lem say there are no clear-cut

answers. Whatever the reasons fo:
vandalism, those in charge of
parks are not a little dismayed at
the idea of furnishing some of
the best facilities in the country
for an unappreciative person to
destroy.

The day after the hurricane, 20 |
Department water trucks were put|
into service. The trucks furnish-|
ed drinking water for Taft, Greg- |
ory, Portland, Ingleside, Aransas |
Pass, Port Aransas and Rockport. |

Some of these communities were
able to get their publie drinking
water systems back in operation
in about two days, but for others

it took longer. Meanwhile, the
water trucks shuttled continuous-
ly from water sources to places
of deployment,

Two days after Celia struck,
crews worked to put up tempor-
ary “siop” and “yield” signs at
dangerous intersections,

At one time more than 200
Highway Department personnel]
were working around the clock
because of the storm. This in-

cluded crews from Pharr, Yoakum
and San Antonio. Long said there
are now about 100 men trying to
clean up after Celia. He said two
crews from Districts 13 and 21
(Yoakum and Pharr) were in Cor-
pus Christi to get the traffic sig-
nals operational. He said the men
would probably stay in Corpus 10
days and that they were sleeping
in the hearing room of the district
office building because of the
shortage of rooms in the city.

Far from the southern coast
of the state, in the West Texas
city of Lubbock, the 200-mile-per-
hour winds of the May 11 twister
struck about 9:45 p. m.

Shortly afterwards, US High-
ways 82, 87 and 84 were covered
with debris from wrecked homes
and businesses that once stood
along the right of way.

“Clearing the highways was our
first goal,” said James King, dis-
trict maintenance engineer. “Once
this was accomplished, we turned
to assisting other organizations
in rescue and cleanup operations.”
“Some of the men worked two
days without sleep, some even
longer. Thev came willingly to
help others who had been dislocat-
ed,” said C. W. Nall, Jr., district
construction engineer.

The Lubbock Avalanche-Journal
recognized the efforts of the dis-
trict's some 305 employees when
it reported their efforts “signif-
jcantly contributed toward initial
recovery operations after the dis-
astrous May 11 tornado struck
Lubboek.”

The newspaper continued: “Un-
complaining THD crews logged an
almost countless number of double
chifts, ranging from 16 to 18
hours and more, before sufficient
progress was made to allow ade-
quate time for rest.”
Maintenance engineer King
added: “They were great. Many
left their own damaged homes and
went into areas covered with down-
ed electrical wires and filled with
gas fumes to rescue injured resi-
dents. They really did a fine job.”
Virtually all of the department’s
trucks and front end loaders from
14 counties were used in the clean.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department iz distributing the
1970 dove maps to help prospec-
tive hunters prep2-e for the sea-
son on white-winged and mourning
doves starting in September,

For regulatory purposes, the
state again has been divided into
a north zone and a south zone.
The north zone (in which Foard
County is located) mourning dove
season iz Sept. 1 to Oct. 30. The
south zone mourning dove season
is Sent. 26 to Nov. 24, except in
those counties having a whitewing
season where it will be Sept. 5 and
6, Sept. 12 and 13, and Sept. 26
to Nov. 20.

Shooting houis in all counties
will be from 12 noon to sunset.

The department map clearly in-
dicates by shading the South Tex-
as counties vhich have a white-
wing season this year, ard it also
shows the protected “buffer zone"”
for whitewings along the Rio
Grande in Starr County and a por-
tion of Hidalgo County.

Daily bag limit for both species
is 10 birds, with a possession limit
of 20. Bag limits of both white-
winged and mourning doves may
be taken in the counties having a

whitewing season Sept. 5-6 and
12-13.
The map also reminds sports-

men that no hunting is permitted
in game refuges, state and federal
parks, game reserves, within cor-
porate city limits or from public
roads or road rights of way.

With the Bible

More Than Conquerors

Two boys fight in a back alley.
Fists fly. Shouts go up from the
other kids standing by. “Give it
to 'im! Let 'im have it!”

Finally one of the two walks
away with a cocky bearing, head
and shoulders wagging. He has
won!

But has he? Look at him. He
has a bloody nose, a black eye
and welts on his face and arms.
And if looks could kill he wouldn't
even be alive, for while his
friends shout his praises, the boy
he has beaten gives him a look
that says: “Just wait!” He has
not won anything except, perhaps,
a bitter and lasting enemy.

So it is with the wars that na-
tions wage against each other.
Necessary as it sometimes becomes
to defend our liberties, our homes,
our way of life, by force of arms,
seldom does any nation actually
win in war. Rather, all lose, even
the ‘‘victors,” as in their “vie-
tories” they sow the bitterness
and hate which are the seeds of
future wars.

It is different, however, with
“the good fight of the faith,” for
the Christian may come out of
every battle stronger than when
he went in. Only the Christian
can say with regard to the heart-
aches and disappointments, the
sickness, the difficulties and ob-
stacles, that cross his path: “Nay,
in all these things we are more
that conquerors, through Him that
loved us” (Rom. 8:37).

During Paul’s busy ministry for

Christ he suffered a painful
“thorn in the flesh,”” and “be-
sought the Lord thrice” that it

might be taken away. The Lord
did not see fit to remove the
thorn, but answered Paul: “My
grace is sufficient for thee, for
My strength is made perfect in
weakness” (I1 Cor. 12:9).

Paul's response: “Most gladly
therefore will 1 rather glory in
mine infirmities, that the power
of Christ may rest upon me . . .
I take pleasure in infirmities . . .
for when I am weak, then am 1|
strong” (vers, 9,10). Let all go
well, and we are prone to grow
careless in our Christian lives,
Adversity, on the other hand,
makes Christians pray the harder
and lean the more—and therein
lies their strength and their vie-
tory.

Re-Inspection Time
Approaching for
Many Texas Vehicles

Col. Wilson E. Speir, director
of the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety, this week reminded
Texas motorists that vehicles
bearing red motor vehicle inspec-
tion stickers with the large nu-
meral “9” must be reinspected
before midnight September 30.

Texas now operates on a 12-
month inspection system. The in-
spection sticker in the lower left-
hand corner of the windshield con-
tains a large numeral showing the
month of inspection and expira-
tion.

Speir said vehicles with red
stickers and the number “10” will
require reinspection before mid-
night on the last day of October.
Those with an “11” must be rein-
spected before the end of Novem-
ber, with a December 31 deadline
for red stickers numbered “12.”

All motor vehicles and certain
classes of trailers are subject to
the mandatory inspection which
includes brakes, lighting equip-
ment, horns and warning devices,
mirrors, windshield wipers, front
seat belts in vehicles where seat
belt anchorages were part of the
manufacturer’s original equipment
on the vehicle, steering (including
power steering), wheels and rims,
e'xhaust system, and exhaust emis-
sion system,

State law requires that inspec-
tions be made at privately owned
official inspection stations which
have been appointed and regulated
by the Department of Public Safe-
ty. The statutory inspection fee
is .32.00, with adjustments or re-
pairs extra_if required,
