The two Crowell school buses which— 
since the beginning of school on August 
17—had been going short distances into 
the west edge of the Vernon school district 
to pick up about 46 pupils who had legally 
transferred to Crowell/ made their last 
runs out of the local district Tuesday morn­
ing. Tuesday afternoon/ the buses deliv­
ered the children to the district line where 
volunteers from Foard County picked up 
the children and took them to their desti­
nations because Crowell Supt. Larry Jones 
was notified by moil Monday by Leon R. 
Graham of Austin/ assistant commission­
er of the Texas Education Agency/ to halt 
the buses from crossing the Crowell-Ver- 
non boundary to pick up the children.

All this comes about as a result of a 
protest filed by Vernon authorities with 
the Texas Education Agency relative to 
Crowell picking up these legally-transfer­
red students. Local school authorities hod 
tentative permission from the state to pick 
up the students if Vernon did not protest. 
But Vernon did protest!

For yearS/ the Lockett School District 
was allowed to send its bus into the old 
Riverside and Thalia School Districts to 
pick up scholastics who hod transferred 
to the Lockett School District. At that time 
application for duplicate service hod to 
bis mode and the Foard County School 
Board always made application to the 
Texas Education Agency to allow this to 
be done.

Since Crowell is not being re-imbursed 
for the mileage traveled in the Vernon 
district/ local officials do not consider the 
routes to be duplications of Vernon routes 
since the state is paying Vernon the mile­
age instead of both Crowell and Vernon.

On last May 28/ Crowell Supt. Jones 
wrote the Wilbarger County School Board 
requesting duplicate bus service/ and the 
only word Mr. Jones over had on the sub­
ject was a carbon copy of a letter from the 
Texas Education Agency to the Wilbarger 
County Board stating that the forms were 
no longer available.

Since the State Legislature has passed 
a law permitting students to transfer to 
any school they wish to attend/ the ques­
tion has been asked horo/ "Is this refusal 
to let buses pick up the children a .viola­
tion of their civil rights?"

The second touchdown came 
when Richard McDonald threw a 
27 yard pass in the second quar­
ter. Speedy Eavenson came 
through with a 66 yard dazzling 
run followed by Sellers’ touch­
down pass from Weatherred to 
ice the game for the Wildcats.

The strong Crowell defense, led 
by Jesse Barrera, David Myers, 
Rocky Bachman and Doug Chown- 
ing, held the faltering Quanah of­
fense to only six points in the last 
half.

ta Rico; Managua, Nicaragua; El 
Salvador, San Salvador; Guate­
mala City, Guatemala and Mexico 
City.

Brightly colored ox carts in 
Costa Rico, fascinating native 
markets in Guatemala City and 
an interesting custom of women 
carrying everything on their head 
in several of the Central Ameri­
can countries were a few high­
lights of the drive. The bright ar­
ray of souvenirs collected along 
the way made the limited space of 
the small foreign car even more 
limited as the trip progressed.

As a word of hope to area farm­
ers, Callaway reports that he saw 
many oxen teams pulling wooden 
plows throughout the agricultural 
areas of these countries.

The rustic style of life of people 
in the countryside contrasts sharp­
ly with the hustle and bustle of 
the capital cities. In Sun Salva­
dor many of the people still ride

horseback as their only means of 
transportation and oxen are used 
widely in Central America for 
transportation as well as work an­
imals. Women can be seen carry­
ing pottery balanced on their head 
and men with tremendous loads 
of wood on their backs walk the 
roadside in Honduras.

 ̂With a high percentage of In­
dians, Guatemala’s culture reaches 
back to the Mayan civilization and 
is one of the most colorful coun­
tries. The native market in Guat­
emala City is a tourist’s paradise 
for both souvenir hunters and pho­
tographic enthusiasts.

•Mexico varying in scenery from 
the desert-like sections with the 
familiar clusters of cactus and 
burros along the road to the mul­
ticolored mountainous regions with 
fertile valleys has a charm all its 
own. No matter how small the vil­
lage it has at least one very elab­
orate church. Mexico City with 
over a million population and all 
the trappings of the metropolitan 
city of today is in short driving 
distance of the ancient Aztec pyra­
mids of the sun and moon. And 
not many miles from the highly 
mechanized city the traveler can 
still see a farmer tilling the soil 
with a team of horses or oxen us­
ing an all wooden plow illustrating 
the conflicting influences of inno­
vation and tradition which are at 
work in Latin America today.

Austin, Tex.—A veteran state 
tax bill author predicts that the 
Legislature will be levying more 
new taxes on Texans next year 
than the king-sized $348.6 million 
revenue bill of 11*69.

Forecast was offered by Rep. 
Ben Atwell of Dallas, chairman 
of the House Revenue and Taxa­
tion Committee and head of the 
Committee on State and Local Tax 
Policy.

Bolstering Atwell statistically 
was James W. McGrew, research 
director of the Texas Research 
League, who acknowledged that 
his original estimate of a $400 
million tax bill “looks smaller all 
the time.’’

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes frankly 
concedes that a ‘‘major’’ tax bill 
is looming—unless the federal gov­
ernment agrees to some form of 
unrestricted revenue sharing with 
the states or picks up the entire 
tab for welfare aid. Barnes fur­
ther acknowledged that he is not 
optimistic about prospects for a 
federal rescue in the nick of time. 
This view was heartily concurred 
in by Atwell.

Although Barnes and Atwell did 
not appear far apart in their esti­
mates of revenue need, they were 
speaking a different language as 
to sources.

Atwell, who declined recommen­
dations at this point, told news­
men he thinks an increase in the 
sales tax rate is likely and that 
the Legislature properly should 
look to broad-based taxation in 
1971.

While going along with the pos­
sibility of a sales tax boost, the 
Lieutenant Governor said flatly 
that the Senate would insist on 
balancing any revenue bill with u 
corresponding tax on business.

Difference in viewpoints per­
haps illustrates to some extent the 
divergence in House and Senate 
philosophies.

But, once more in harmony, 
Barnes and Atwell agreed that 
Texans will he facing state cor­
porate and personal income taxes 
sometime during this decade.

Action came at a 
time when, because of favorable 
weather, highway construction was 
at its highest. For the pa.*t two 
months, pay-out for construction 
completed by Texas contractors 
has set new recoi-ds in dollar vol­
ume.

Contractors were paid $42.6 
million in July for work complet­
ed in June and $46.3 million in 
August for work completed in 
July. Payments represented work 
on 501 contracts in June and 593 
contracts in July.

Federal Aid Highway Act of 
1968, as approved by Congress, 
provides that states should receive 
$5.4 billion for the 1971 fiscal 
year from the Highway Trust 
Fund. Amount allocated, however, 
was reduced by the Administra­
tion, Highway Commission Chair­
man Dewitt Greer said, to $4.6 
billion nationally and resulted in 
a reduction of the Texas share 
from $275 million to $210 million 
—$65 million less than was ex­
pected.

Proceeds in the Federal High­
way Trust Fund are derived from 
special taxes levied on motor ve­
hicle users. Fund wa.s set up in 
1956 to provide a stable source of 
revenue for the construction of 
National System of Interstate and 
Defense Highways.

I Cancellation of the December 
I bid letting is the first since Worbi 
I War II, Greer said. The Commis­
sion chairman said the reduction 

I has come because the condition 
I of the finances of the P'ederal 
I Government has required that it 
; borrow money from the Federal 
Highway Trust Fund for govern­
ment operation even though the 
trust fund was established for the 
specific purpose of building the 
highway system from highway user 
revenues.

Greer said the "motor vehicle 
users of this country, who pay 
these dedicated taxes, have every 
right to expect that the Federal 
Government return to the high­
way system these revenues, in ac­
cordance with agreements made 
14 years ago.”

HOSPITAL TROUBLES IN 
TEXAS—State Rep. R. H. "Dick" 
Corj’ and House Speaker Gus Mut- 
scher made a trip to Washington 
seeking better interpretation of 
recent Social Security regulations 
which threaten to close 158 of 
the state's hospitals.

Most are in rural areas and are 
having extreme difficulty comply­
ing with new regulations such as 
the one requiring them to have 
registere«! nurse* on duty aro'in«i 
the clock. A Texas nursing short­
age of 10,000, plus the difficulty 
of finding nurses willing to live 
in smaller communities, contribute 
to the problem.

Hospitals which do not comply 
with the regulations are in danger 
of having .Medicare payments ter­
minated, which would in turn 
force them to close their doors. 
Rep. Corj-, who is chairman of a 
special Speaker's Committee on 
Texas Health Care, noted that 
Texas, because of sparse popula­
tion in wide areas of the state, 
has 40 per cent of the nation's 
class 7C hospitals.

Another fear of the committee 
is that if the small hospitals close 
their doors, many physicians will 
move away due to lack of hos­
pital facilitie.s.

First A id Training
The American Re«l Cross say* 

that at least one member in every 
family should be trained in first 
aid techniques. In rural areas, 
medical facilities often are not 
available making it impenitive that 
first aid be given on the scene, 
they say. Thus, it is even more 
important that rural families have 
a member who can administer first 
aid treatment in the case of sn 
accident.
