Democratic Ticket 
Carries "Big” in 
Foard County

Fuaid County voters turned out 
in lai-ge numbers for a general 
election without presidential can­
didates Tuesday. A total o f 719 
votes were cast. This compares 
with 980 cast in the general elec­
tion o f 1908 in which presidential 
canilidates were on the ballot*, 
571 in 1906, and 1,000 in 1964.

Probably one o f the big attrac­
tions to local voters was the liq- 
uor-by-the-drink amendment which 
ws.s defeated here 576 to 124.

Democrat W. S. Heatly in his 
bid fo r re-election as state rep­
resentative received 546 votes to 
155 fo r his opponent. Republican 
Zack Fisher o f Memphis. In Foatd 
County, U. S. Representative Gra­
ham Purcell easily won over his 
Republican opponent, Joe Staley, 
hy a 592 to 106 margin.

In the U. S. Senate race, Lloyd 
Bentsen received 550 votes and 
George Bush 154. For governor, 
Preston Smith drew 564 votes to 
Paul Eggers’ 154. For lieutenant 
governor, Ben Barnes polled 683 
votes to Byron Fullerton’s 108. 
For attorney general, Crawford 
Martin received 610 votes to Ed­
ward M. Yturri’s 76 and for comp­
troller, Robert S. Calvert receiv­
ed 599 votes to 85 for his oppo­
nent S. L. Abbott.

For state treasurer, Jesse James 
polled 610 votes to Robert Koen- 
necke’s 80: snd for land commis­
sioner, Bob Armstrong received 
598 to Harry Trippet's 82. In the 
race for commissioner o f agricul­
ture, John C. White received 589 
votes to Daniel Heath's 94.

A Comment

(Editor’s note: The following 
article was written by an ex-stu­
dent o f Crowell High School.)

We have dedicated our Crow­
ell Wildcat football field to Dick 
Todd. None o f us were surprised 
at his gentle and fine remarks in 
response to Dr. Ligón. We who 
are old enough to have gone to 
school with him, played football 
with him, and followed his career 
through Texas AAM and into pro­
fessional ranks, were always “ bust­
ing a button,”  full o f pride at the 
mention o f his name.

Through resources raised in 
community canvasses last yea’- by 
CROP, the Community Hunger 
Appeal o f Church World Service, 
$2,000 worth o f rice has been 
purchased and shipped to Ethopia, 
where severe famine is taking 
place.

Large parts of one province 
o f Ethopia, Eritrea, have not had 
rain for three consecutive years. 
In one district o f another prov­
ince, Gojjam, 19,000 people are 
liteally starving and without any 
food whatsoever, and 60,000 have 
very little left. Furthermore, the 
forecast for next year looks grim 
too because no seeds are left for 
sowing and many farm plow ani­
mals have died for lack o f fodder 
and water.

In the Gambela section o f Eth­
opia, the area destined to receive 
the rice purchased by CROP in 
Texas, people were seen gathering 
roots from the forest in search for 
something to eat. The staple food 
o f Gambela, corn, suffered a 50 
per cent loss due to the drought. 

I The next crop will be able to pro- 
i vide enough food for the people 
o f Gambela for only one month.

Urgent steps thus need to be 
! taken to avert new famine as well 
’ as to overcome the present fam­
ine. CROP'S purchase is helping.

CROP will caavass Texas 
again this year, for the most 
part the canvasses will be con­
ducted by yontk during the 
weeks of November 8-IS, the 
week Governor Preston Smith 
has proclaimed “CROP Week in 
Texas." The local drive was con­
ducted last Friday afternoon, 
and any resident missed in that 
drive who would like to con­
tribute can give their donation 
to Rev. Walter Driver or Mrs.

THIRTY 
YEARS AGO

The nationwide general election 
to be held next Tuesday, Nov. 5, 
will detennine who will be the 
next president and vice president 
of the United States. It  will de­
cide w-hether the voting citizen­
ship o f the United States wants 
the continuance of the present ad­
ministration to be headed by 
Franklin D. Roosevelt and Henry 
A. Wallace or a change to a new 
administration which would be 
headed by Wendell L. Willkie and 
Charles McNary.

The number 168, the first to be 
drawn in the nation’s peacetime 
draft lottery at Washington, D. 
C., Tuesday, was held in Foard 
County by Louis Rivers. The num­
ber was draa-n by Secretary o f 
War Stimson and was read to the 
world by radio by President Roos­
evelt. The second number o f the 
lottery was drawn by Secretary 
of the Treasury Morgenthau and 
was 192. Morris Diggs held this 
serial number in Foard County. 
The fifteenth number to be drawn 
became order number 3 for this 
county. This was No. 106 and a-as 
held by James Menefee.

Foard County was swept by its 
heaviest rain and hail in many 
years Wednestlay afternoon short­
ly after 6 o’clock. Within forty- 
five minutes after the storm struck 
water was running over the high­
ways within the city limits and 

! water was higher in many sections 
of Crowell than possibly ever be­
fore. Every community o f the 
county reports good rains, varying 
from 3 to 6 inches.

His other coaching 
posts were at Southern Methodist 
University and with the pro New 
York Titans— now Jets— o f the 
American League.

Todd has been inducted into 
the Texas AAM Hall of Fame and 
Texas Sports Hall o f Fame.
