Instructions Given 
on 1968 Wheat 
Export Program

Producers who participated in 
the 1968 wheat program have 
been mailed instructions concern­
ing their share of the export cer­
tificates, Mrs. Jean Reeder, man­
ager o f the Foard County ASC8 | 
office, said last week. “ If you did ' 
not receive instructions, this 
means your share was less than 
$3.00 and no check was printed 
by the computer. If you wish to 
receive your share of less than 
$3.00, you must make a written 
application at this office. All pay­
ments not claimed will accumulate 
to be used for research and mar-1 
ket promotion. All other produc­
ers should follow the instructions 
in the letter they received,”  Mrs. 
Reeder said.

She also advised wheat produc­
ers with 1970 crop wheat loans 
to talk with their elevator man 
as they might have some profit in 
this wheat.

Future Colteu Program
It is possible that actual cotton 

production for 1970 is to be used 
to establish 1971 projected cot­
ton yields. “ You should be cer­
tain that your ginner properly 
credits each bale to the farm 
where it was produced,”  Mrs. 
Reeder added.

Crop Reports Noodod 
During the early part of No­

vember, some 26,000 Texas farm­
ers and ranchers will receive a 
crop questionnaire from Gary Pal­
mer, state statistician, for the 
Texas crops and livestock report­
ing service. Accurate estimates 
are of great importance to pro­
ducers for providing an accurate' 
picture of their county and Texas 
agriculture. Each fanner receiving 
a questionnaire is urged to fill it 
out carefully and return it prompt­
ly.

Report Ckaugos
The local ASCS manager add­

ed, “ If you have bought, sold, 
leased, rented or otherwise ac­
quired or disposed of farm land, 
you should visit this office and 
report the transactions.”

Austin, Tex.— Half a dozen 
new amendments have been added 
to the Texas Constitution, includ­
ing one authorizing sale of liquor- 
by-the-drink.

Passage of Amendment 2, how­
ever, does not mean automatic 
mixed drink dispensing. Amend­
ment merely repeals the ban on 
open saloons and empowers the 
legislature to pass a law regulat­
ing liquor-by-the-drink.

Starting next January, lawmak­
ers must first act to establish pro­
cedures, licensing requirements 
and regulations. Then, local op­
tion elections must be held to de­
termine where mixed drink sales 
are wanted by voters.

Many observers feel there ac­
tually will be no legal sales o f  
booze over the bar in public es­
tablishments before the end of 
1971. Others think preliminaries 
will be disposed of in some areas 
by mid-year, but that would mean 
passage of the bill by a two-thirds 
majority to place it in immediate 
effect. More likely effective date 
o f legislation is next September, 
with election« to follow.

Other constitutional changes 
would provide for:

*DiscipIinary action, including 
censure, o f all judges.

*Appointed (by governor) three 
man State Building Commission.

*County issue of rosd bonds up 
to one-fourth of assessed value of 
all local real property, on majority 
vote o f property taxpayers.

*Increase from $6,000 to $10,- 
000 in value of homestead which 
is exempt from forced sale.

*Laws permitting all counties 
to consolidate certain services and 
offices.

Amendment to permit farm land 
assessment on the basis of crop 
yield was defeated.

R«sultt of Postal 
Invosfigation Told by  
Congrostm on Purcoll

The results o f an exhaustive 
investigation into postal service 
in the North Texas area were an­
nounced this week by Congress­
man Graham Purcell (D -T ex.).

Based on reports of widespread 
postal service complaints submit­
ted to his office, Purcell called 
for an investigation several weeks 
ago into the operations o f the 
Dallas regional branch o f the post 
office. Although the report is not 
available at this time, Purcell, a 
member of the House Post Office 
and Civil Service Committee, has 
been keeping in close touch with 
the investigators since they re­
turned to Washington. According 
to Purcell, the matter will be 
dealt with when Congress recon­
venes November 16.

“ Less than a year ago we 
could expect overnight delivery to 
almost anywhere in the country,’ ’ 
Purcell said. "N ow  it takes from 
three to five days, even within 
600 miles o f Texas,’ ’ the veteran 
lawmaker added. Purcell said ser­
vice has fallen o ff so badly that 
newspapers mailed in Iowa Park 
take three days to get delivered 
in Wichita Falls, just 10 miles 
away.

“ The report confirms what most 
of us knew all along,’ ’ Purcell 
continued, “ that individual post­
masters and postal employees in 
Texas are not to be blamed for 
the delays. If anything,’ ’ Purcell 
added, “ they’re responsible for 
things not being any worse than 
they are.”

“ I think the deterioration can 
be blamed on two things which 
the investigators uncovered,”  the 
North Texas Democrat said. "O ne  
is the insistence of officials on 
doing anything possible to avoid 
paying postal employees overtime, 
and the other is the implementa­
tion in Texas of a system known 
as ‘ Managed Mail Processing’ 
which sorts letters at a central 
point rather than where they are 
mailed,”  Purcell said.

TAX BURDEN LOWER —  
Texans may be tax-shy after read­
ing what is going to happen to 
them in the next legislative ses­
sion, but they are better o ff than 
most industrial state residents, ac­
cording to a new study.

Only Ohio among 10 most in­
dustrial states has a lower state 
and local tax burden, Texas Re­
search League reports. Texans’ 
1969 burden amounted to 8.5 per 
cent o f personal income. Ohio’s 
was 8.2 per cent, study showed.

Louisiana and Oklahoma had 
10.7 and 9.4 per cent, respectively.

League’s study found that a 
Houston family of four with gross 
income of $10,000 would have 
paid $610 in 1968, excluding city 
sales tax. Same family would have 
paid $546 in Cleveland and $891 
in Boston.

In the $3,500 income class, Tex­
as ranks 10th among the 12 states 
in tax burden, while in the $50,- 
000 class, Texas is 12th.

Hints Given on 
M ailii^ Packages

Postmaster Ted Reeder this 
week listed six tips on how re ' 
dents of Crowell and Foard Coun­
ty can help meet tight Christmas 
budgets this year by caieful mail­
ing o f cards and parcels.

For the most efilcient mailing, 
Reeder suggested the following 
steps; __

1. For servicemen overseas __
“ SAM”  (space available mail) 
(^hristmas parcels can be -ent un­
til Nov. 20 for the domestic par­
cel post involved from Crowell 
to east or west coast points of 
embarkation, for military mail. 
Parcels up to 6 lbs. and 60 in., 
combined length and girth are ac­
cepted at this rate.

2. Large parcels (up to 30 lb*, 
with the same length and girth 
limits) can be sent as “ P.'VL”  (par­
cel airlift) mail, provided they 
are mailed by Nov. 27. The charge 
is $1.00 per parcel plus the reg­
ular domestic parcel post postage.

3. For all packaging, invest in 
good quality, sturdy wrapping ma­
terials.

4. Insure parcels realistically to 
cover full value but do not over­
insure.

6. Get plenty of stamps on your 
first trip to the post office.

6. Use ZIP codes.

Doctor Says Way 
Available to Conquer 
Herein Addiction

“ Your doctor now has available 
a way to conquer completely her­
oin addiction.”  This announce­
ment was made last week by Dr. 
Paul Williamson of Practice Re­
search, Inc.

“ First, we put the patient on 
methadone which might be de­
scribed as a milder narcotic,”  Dr. 
Williamson said. “ When an a<idict 
takes methadone, he ran hold a 
job or go to school. This is impo.« 
sible on heroin. In six months to a 
year, after he e.dablishes a nor­
mal life, we then use electrosleep 
to take him o ff methadone.

“ Electrosleep ha* been used for 
as much as ten years in Germany 
to fight addictions,”  Williamson 
said. “ It is now being manufac­
tured in Texas, in New York and 
will shortly be manufactured in 
Nebraska. The Russians have had 
a similar technique for twenty 
years and the Japanese for about 
eight.

"W e have the means, but we 
haven't the people,”  Williamson 
said. “ It is the function o f Prac­
tice Research to tell the people 
and the doctors what now can be 
done. We cooperate in any way- 
possible with all existing anti-her­
oin programs. Our work is funded 
by foundation.«.

"For example, in Fort Worth, 
there is an entirely private pro­
gram run by Dr. J. P. Carter. He 
has had great success with many 
addicts. Our job is to inform the 
the people and to do anything 
within our power to assist Dr. Car­
ter.”

Congressman Purcell 
Reports on Texas Mall 
Delivery Problems

Coiucressman Graham Purcell in 
hU report from Washington, made 
the following remarks concerning 
an investigation into Texas mail 
delivery problems:

One o f the most important func­
tions o f the Ferleral government 
is its responsibilit) for handling 
the mail. Personal letters, pay- 
checks, important business corre­
spondence and parcel post— each 
flows through the mailboxes and 
post offices at an ever increasing 
rate as our population expands' 
and grows mote transient. It is a | 
tribute to the men and women of  ̂
the postal service that they handle 
their responsibilities carefully, | 
and an often thankless job is per­
formed with efficiency and dis­
patch.

Yet, ever so often, the system 
fails to function. As in a recent 
experience in the Chicago area 
post offices, such failures may be ' 
entirely the fault o f a creaking 
system which has been recently 
overhauled by Congress.

Far more sinister in many ways, 
is the plan presently coming to 
light as a team of House Com­
mittee on Post Office and Civil 
Service investigators, at my in­
stigation, study the Texas postal 
system. It shows another side of 
the Post Office Department plan­
ners that few people have known 
— until recently. For the Post Of­
fice Department has suddenly de­
veloped a willingrness to experi­
ment with various cost-cutting 
procedures to see if people will 
either notice or care that their 
mail is being improperly delayed.

Since the details o f the Depart­
ment’s decision to experiment with 
the Texas postal service are still 
the subjects of the Committee’s 
investigation, it would be improp­
er to fully comment until all the 
facts are in. However, it can be 
said that it was far more than 
merely coincidental that the av- 
•rag«‘ letter mailed or received 
by Texans seemed to l>e traveling 
at a much slower rate than in pre­
vious years.

Quite simply, the Post Office 
Department seems to have decided 
that cost cutting by reducing 
work hours of postal employees, 
closing post offices on week ends, 
and other procedures were more 
Important than delivering the mail 
in a manner to which people have 
grown accustomed. Responsible 
officials and employees have re­
vealed that first-cU‘ s letters have 
been deliberately delayed, cities 
have lost their postmarks, Satur­

day and week end mail service 
has been deliberately slowed, and 
entire cities have lost their post 
offices as a result o f the recent 
decisions.

While no one can fault the Post 
Office Department for wanting to 
cut back on spending money, 
these reductions in service, done 
without the knowledge o f most 
Texans, must be balanced against 
the delays in critical mail, includ­
ing paychecks, medicine, and oth­
er vitally important personal and 
business correspondence. While a 
day or a week’s delay in mail ser­
vice may not mean much in con­
venience to one person, it can 
spell financial or personal disas­
ter to his neighbor. It seems all 
the more a hardship when calcu­
lated delays introduced by the 
Post Office Department into mail 
service are unnecessary, illegal, 
and are merely being induced to 
see if Texans will complain about 
the sendee.

Judging by the mail I have re­
ceived from constituents who have 
complained about poor mail ser­
vice, the experiment is a dismal 
failure. The investigating team is 
still gathering evidence o f the 
full hardship, and the reasons be­
hind it now, after having spent 
two weeks in Texas. Most of the 
time spent was in the 13th Con­
gressional District and the major 
postal centers that service it. In 
every instance I have been grati­
fied at the reception the investi­
gating team received at the hands 
of postal officials and workers, 
who are equally concerned that 
the postal system has been weak­
ened against the wishes o f the 
people who actually deliver the 
mail under difficult circumstances.

The situation now borders on 
the intolerable, and we must re­
store logical service to our area: 
the investigations should help pave 
the way.

Did you hear recently, about 
the man named Zimmerman, who 
spent nearly twenty-five years in 
prison for a murder which, it is 
now clear, he never committed! 
The mistake was discovered a few 
years ago, and he was released, 
of course, but only after spending 
almost a quarter century in prison 
as nn innocent man!

This was a grim mistake, but 
even at that, it must be wonder­
ful in such a case to be free—  
and to have people actually sym­
pathize with you!

6:17, “ he is a new 
creation.”
